James B. Dillon, who was made chief
inspector of the Police Department by
former Commissioner Woods when Chief
Inspector Max Schmlttberger died, and
who found Inspector John rialy occupy-
ing

to
his official shoes when he returned

from a sick leave under the Incoming
Hylan administration, was formally re-

tired from the force at midnight with a
pension of $3,000 a year. The retire-

ment was, according to Commissioner
Enright. "voluntary"' and at the rcriuojt
of the former chjef Inspector.

Policemen and those about headquar-

ters recalled that when Dillon came
oack less than a month ago he found
his place filled by order of the Mayor
and when Dillon went over to talk to the
Mayor about the situation he came back
with a leave of absence dating from his
visit to the City Hall. Tl Bus said
at the time that the leave was equiva-
lent to notice of his retirement.

It was February 11 rhen Dillon came

back from his sick leave. Already
Major Hylan, having removed the
Hughcr obstacle to appointments from
the City Hall, had ordered Commissioner
Enright to Instal Daly as the head of
the uniformed force.

Dillon found the Mayor's choice at
work and with no airparent intention
of moving his desk when he came back
to headquarters. He went at once to
Enright to ilnd out hov. tho cards were
being dealt. It is presumed he was
told that tho dealer was over in the
"building that prior to the Are housed a
clock that used to' be the guiding star
for those ho live over the bridge.
Thither he went and after the trip he
never had hone of remaining as the head
of the force.

, The displaced chief had served twenty-fiv- e

years on the force and had passed
jthe' age of 35, so he was eligible for
retirement under the law. He was born
In New York July 20, 1862, and joined
the force May 18, 1885. His first work
was with the Central Park force. When
the park police came under the general
jurisdiction in 1898 ho was retained as
a. lieutenant in the city body. He was
appointed captain March 11, 1903, and
designated as Inspector January 4, 190".

Once it Depot)' Commissioner.
When under the Bingham regime the

Inspector's place was made a temporary
assignment instead of a permanent post
Bingham reduced Dillon to captain.
Commissioner Bingham later gave him
back his higher rank, and Commissioner
Crorwev made him borough inspector for
Brooklyn, with the notion of cleaning up
the undesirables.

Commissioner Waldo made Dillon
Fourth Deputy Police Commissioner,
which post he held until tho Waldo reign
ended, when he went back to his Brook-
lyn command. Commissioner Wools
had him organize the Home Defence
League and the Brooklyn Police Athletic

In which 2.500 policemen were
listed.

Commissioner Enright did not care for
the Home Defenco League as it was
formed, and It was one of the flrai things
he tore to pieces, changing it to the
Police Reserve and ordering a reduction
of its membership by 10,000.

While Dillon was nominally a Tam
many man and had little of moment In
his record either for or against his po
litical standing. It was esteemed a fore
gono conclusion that one who had found
favor' with Cropsey and with Woods
could not swing back Into a Tammany
regime without losing step.

Dolan's, at 120 Nassau street, famous
as a beanery, Isn't going to serve "tongue
an' " In place of "beef an' " nnd "ham
an'" on "meatless Tuesday," as Peter
Meehan, the boss, promised the Federal
Food Bortfd It would. Instead Dolan's
Is going tho limit on meat conservation
and will not sell a single ounce of. meat
on the day when Mr. Hoover says we
should abstain from It.

"No, sir," ald Peter yesterday, as he
sliced some steaming beef with one swift
swlp of his gleaming blade, "no more
meatof any kind goes onto these tables

Tuesdays during the period of the
war, or until Mr. Hoover says we can.
Tongue with beans Is too expensive with
our charges. Next Tuoday will bo the
first meatless day In Dolan's In over
fifty-seve- n years. And It will be the
.first day In thirty-liv- e years that
haven't handed out meat.

Next Tuesday Is the day set by the
Federal Food Board for punishing lunch
room proprietor who do not observe
the meatless and wheatless day refuta
tions. Every lunch room owner who Is
caught breaking the rules will have his
supplies cut off at the source. If a
wholesaler doesn't quit selling supplies of

an offending lunch room boss after he
gets his orders, he will run the risk of
losing his license.

Klelst testified that
he had changed his mind about this
when the work "at the bottom" turned
out t be "carrying dynamite down a
slippery' plank" In the Hreltung mine
in Arizona.

He also testified at that time that
Miss Breitung made love to him and
Induced him to come to New Tork from
the Breitung country place near Mar
quette. Mich., and marry he..

Their romance began on tne .vucnigan
estate In 1913, when Klelst. as a gar-
dener on the neighboring estate, was in
troduced to Miss Breitung by a maid.

Mrs. Klelst has been In ueno for the
last seven months. Tho neno papers.
It is said, have not made public the
suit, the news having been suppressed.

ARCHBISHOP OF YORK

HERE IN AID OF WAR

Primate of England Will
, Make Speaking Tour of

Principal Cities.

WOULD BIND TIES CLOSER

Says Britain Is Feeling Strain
of Sacrifice, but Will Sco

the Thing Through.

The Bight Hon, and Most new Cosmo

Gordon Lang, Archblfchop of York, Prl
mate of England and Metropolitan, ar-

rived In New York yesterday as tho
guest of the War Commission of the
Episcopal Church. He had expected lm
mediately to go to Washington to call
upon President Wilson, but on account

delays will defer tho visit until near
the end of a seven weeks speaking trip
that will take him as far Inland as St.
Louis. The Archbishop Is of Scottish an- -

cestry, and between him and Mr. Wilson
thero is a sort of family relationship
defined in this nay by the Archbishop's
chaplain and Unveiling companion, tlte
Hev. Frederick A. Iremongcr:

"Ills (.Trace's great-gra- launt was the
second wife of President WlliOn's great-
grandfather." '

The Archbishop of York is fourth In

rank In precedence In the Houfe of Lords,
the King being first, the Archbishop of
Canterbury second, and the Lord
High Chancellor third. In the Church of
England he has jurisdiction over the en-

tire north of England.'Tlie present Arch-
bishop Is accounted a great preacher and
one of the most distinguished, speakers
In the House of Lords.

upon Bishop Greer. In appearance he re-

minds one botli of Ilcrbeit H. Asqulth
and the late Sir Herbert Bcerbohm Tree.
He U of good height, has blue eyes,
fresh complexion, an aquiline profile
and a strong mouth and chin. His white
hair belles his enrs. which arc only S3.

"The object of my visit Is very sim
ple." said the Archbishop "I have two
main desires: The first one Is .that I be
allowed to do something to cement the
ties of friendship between the two great
English speaking nations in our com- -'

mon struggle for the freedom and peace
of the world. We have to strive to finish
the work we are in. and when it Is done
we have to make It as sure as we can,
so that no other generation will have to
do It over again. For both of these tasks
there la nothing more Important than the
cordial fellowship of these two nations.

British Will la Set.
"My second desire Is to tell your

country that the will of our people Is
set as rtrongly as ever on seeing this
struggle, through, but we-r- c feeling the
strain of three and one-ha- lf years of
unparalleled sacrifice. I want to gain
and lo bring back to my fellow coun-
trymen the sense of exhilaration which
must come from seeing this great re-

public girding up its loins to lake Its
place please God a decisive place in
the struggle for the things which are
the very breath of our Internal life, and
bo to strengthen our fortitude and faith
and hope."

Ho was sure that America had a clear
vision of the Ideals of the struggle and
would give military assistance limited
only by "economic consideration" and
distance." In. England he thought there
had been a growth In spirituality as
the war went on, He Hske particularly
of the first Sunday of this year, ap-
pointed by the King as a day of prayer,
of the immense numbers of people that'
went to the churches and of thilr seri-
ousness. Dr. Lang said that in Amer-
ica he would speak on weekdays as well
as Sundays, visiting cities and univer
sities, and of his hope "to reach a large
variety of types in American public life
and make his plea that America would
keep strong her great contribution."

"My hope Is," he said, "that the ideals
for which we are fighting will strength-
en our union and the bonds that bind
these two great nations to things un-
seen and eternal."

Ills Imprrlon of Wilson.
He mentioned his desire tn see Presi

dent Wilson, and was asked about his
Impression of tho man before seeing
him.

"In England," he replied, "nothing
has so stirred usi as the way In
which President Wilson has expressed
our common Ideals, and It is especially
pleasing to me that these great historic
documents of his have been put before
the world in the English language."

For Great Britain the Archbishop
does not believe in national prohibition.
Ho seemed both amused and vexed
when an Interviewer told him of a re-

port reaching America that the move-
ment against strong drink had been im-

peded by tho Archbishop of Canter-
bury's refusal to "give up his grog."

"W'hat nonsense ! What nonsense '."

said the Archbishop of York. "Why,
from the beginning of the war the King,
the. Archbishop of Canterbury and tho
Archbishop of York have been total ab-
stainers." '

He was asked If tho Church of Eng-

land favored prohibition.
"I wouldn't say that," he answered.

"Tho fact Is the Liquor Control Board
has reduced drinking greatly and
strengthened the national efllclency. Our
aim, I should say. Is toward temperance
rather than toward absolute prohibition.
Prohibition la alien to our traditions,
and In trying to push It there la great
danger of straining and Irritating the
laboring classes. It Is safe tn say, how
ever, that after the war Britain never
will go back to the unrestricted sile of
strong drink.

DEATH THREAT MADE

BY COUNTERFEITER

Leader of Hand McnacesVife
anil Children of Confess-

ing 3lemher.

"Your beautiful wife, jour daVling lit-
tle girls, your little baby boy, shall all
die for what you have done!"

So whispered Antonio Pugllsl. king of
the counterfeiters, yesterday to Giovan
ni Battlsta lnfantlno, a mcraber or his
band, as the pair left this city for At-

lanta Federal Penitentiary.
Pugllsi was enraged, for he had been

sentenced by Federal Judge Martin T.
Manton to terve fifteen years at hard
labor, while lnfantlno, whose confession
had forced him to plead guilty, li.ul es-

caped with three years. Three other
members of his band, Antonio Sutem.
Marco Jjurla and Catello Landrl. had
received seven enr terms. Salvatore
D'Alleslo, who had printed their bogus
notes for them, got oft with a two year
sentence.

The reason for this discrimination
was plain, Frank M. Itoosu, Assistant
Culled States Attorney, had explained
to Judge Manton the roles that the vari
ous members of the band had played In
their little melodrama.

Forced to Fliinnce CrnoUs.
He told how lnfantlno, who conducted

a jewelry torc at 11 Prince street, had
been approached by Pugllsi. Sutcra,
Laurl.i and Ljndrl. who had Induced
him to advance money for the puichase
of materMls with which to promote
their counterfeiting scheme.

They received first $800, he said,
spending $200 and pocketing the bal-
ance. They then demanded $l,00u of
Infantine and ot it. Finally they
forced him Into bankruptcy. When he
balked and declared that he would have
no more to do with their scheme, they
showed him four long daggers and told
nun it no Hacked out he would be cut
Into four pieces and nailed upon tho wall
of his stone.

I am of Mhe I.upo ganc." Iucllsl
had boasted, referring to that land of
counterfeiters who several years ago
were hcnt to Atl.tnta from this city. "My
hand can reach far. Not on you alone
shall I wreak vengeance, hut also on
your beautiful wife, your darling little
glrlB that you are so fond of, and your
llttlo baby boy, All shall die If you
desert us."

So lnfantlno. exnectlmr death. wrntA
to his beautiful wife, who was then In
111 health and In the mountains. "This Is
to let you know." he wrote, "that if any
thing happens to mo Pugllsl la re-
sponsible. He has threatened my life."

Threat Coerced Printer.
But he remained a counterfeiter, and

on the nlKht of December 20 the band
gathered In their little room at 39S West
Broadway and set about producing
counterfeit Jin bills. They were to make
100,000 of these and then destroy their
plates and apparatus before the Federal
authorities could trac them. But they
lacked a printer whe could operate their
press.

IN FIGHT TO FINISH

Wants American Vuiul for
French Wundcd to Extend

Civilian Belief.

OUTSIDE CITIES OBJECT

Goes to Washington to Get

Official Support for
Work.

It Is MIsh Anno Morgan and her
friends against Boston, Chicago, Balti-

more nnd San" Francisco. Each side Is

determined to dictate the future volley
of the American' Kund for French
Wounded, the organization second only
to tho Bed Cross In tho work done for
the soldiers of our allies, and their In

views differ widely as to what that pol-

icy shall be.
Boston which has done a large part

of the actual labor, sending abroad 17,-00- 0

of the 27,000 cases of hospital .sup-
plies despatched so far Boston, Chi-

cago. Han Franclrco and Baltimore wish
to keep to life aim for which the fund
was founded, to aid the soldiers. Miss
Morgan, backed by New York women,
chiefly Miss Maude Wetmore,, the

Jits. A. M. LMke, now man-
aging Miss Morgan's civilian work at
Blcrancourt, Miss EJIsabeth Scarbor-
ough, secretary of the fund, and Miss
Elisabeth I'erklns, who is in charge of
the publicity, holds that it is more im-

portant to undertake the reconstruc-
tion of French villages, antfdcclares that
she will light to a finish to retain the
backing of the fund for her object.

II was news of the dissatisfaction of
the outside of New York branches with
thci diversion of the fund to civilian
relief that caused Miss Morgan to make
her hasty Journey from France to Amer-
ica last week. She Is now In Washing-
ton, whither she went yesterday, to ob.
tain desired official support for the re-
construction work Mrs. Dike's unit Is
doing at Blcrancourt.

Mrs. vln Itralgns.
Meantime Mrs. lhelbcrt Ncvln,

widow of the composer, has resigned
from tho chairmanship of the A. F. F.

Mrs. Kevin said yesterday that the'board
had not acted upon her resignation,
which she sept In two weeks ago, but
that they would do so. for she Insisted
on It. She does not approve of going
over to civilian work.

Immediately after Mrs. Kevin founded
the fund a number of American, women
In.

'The
organization grew rapidly here. Boston
formed 213 Chicago
ninety-thre- e, San Francisco seventy-five- .
Last year 9,000,000 articles weie sent
to the other elde. The work yas rec-
ognized by the French Government.

In 1916 a momentous meeting was
held in Kew York. The Kew York com-

mittee organized a national central and
a national executive committee, and
drafted by-la- according to which the
branches outside Kew York wero to have
representation but were not to share
In the election of officers.

Kew Yorkers In Control,
Boston and the other cities were In-

vited to be present at tho meeting
which voted on these s, but were
outnumbered by the Kew Yorkers, and
the national ctllcers are all Kew York-

ers now. But the other cities were rest-lv- e

under this order, and on February
of this year held a protest meeting In

this city, a meeting at which Miss Edith
Bangs, head of the Boston branch, re-

ferred bitterly to the "unfair, unrep
resentative, distinctly civilian attitude
of the d' national committee.

A. Parker Kevin, cousin of Mrs.
Ethelbert Kevin, and Mr. Stout were
anoolnted a committee to draft a new
set of by-la- and a new scheme of
organization. The various branches
will soon gather In Kew York for nn
other meeting, at which they and the
Kew York section will probably fight out
this ciuestlon cl reconstruction vs. hos
ultal woik.

her old friend over to ncr sme. .How-

ever, Miss Marbury will havo nothing
more to do with the American Fund
for French Wounded.

Desnatches from Western cities nisi
night Indicated that brnnches of the
fund there are seceding and joining
with the Bed Cross, as the best way of
carrying out their object of working for
ihn wounded soldiers. Mrs, Ilu&scll
T)fcOit, chairman of the Chicago branch.
wired that ill her Deuel u was too cany
to tnkc un reconstruction work lit her
opinion, she added, It was wiser to de
fer that till me enu ni mo ui, nuu iu
keep to the original purpose ot tho
fund.

Mrs. John B. Cafferly. chairman of
the San Francisco branch, wired that
civilian rfllef, had better wait till the
wishes of the Frencli Government wero
known. Mrs. George Wilson of the
same branch wired that tho constitution
would have to be changed to turn the
forces of the fund to civilian work, nnd
added that people did not like to have
money they had given for ono pur-pos- o
