SETS HOUSE AFIRE

IN SUICIDE EFFORT

Grazed Dane Battles With Po-

liceman Who Attempts
to Rescue Him.

Peter Peterson, a young giant Dane,
piled furniture against the door of his
little hall bedroom on the second floor
of 10 Second place, Brooklyn, early
yesterday evening, and then set nre to
the mattress of his bed. The flames
crept along the bed. licked the wall and
curtains andthen shot ud to the cell
ing, a curtain of fire between him and
the door.

But the big, blond fellow minded It
not. He sat on the window sill and
watched as the fire spurted toward him
and tried to envelop him. Peterson
laughed, for he. Was demented.

Patrolman Benjamin F. Wilder of the
Hamilton avenue station. Brooklyn, saw
the fire and smoke seeping out of the
window and sprang up the stairs. He
found the door locked and smashed It.
Then he fought through the barricade
and reached the Insane man, who grap-nle- d

with htm fiercely. They rolled, and
Peterson dug his fingers Into the police-
man's throat.

For several minutes In the choking
smoke, singed by the flame, they battled,
one to die, the other to save his life.
Flnnllv Wilder overpowered Peterson
and dragged him through the strewn
furniture into the hallway out or dancer.

At Klnsrs County Hospital If was
found Peterson was on parole from the
Brooklyn State Hospital for the insane,
and so he was removed pronvtly to tMt
Institution. He was released on Febru-
ary 21 because It was thought he had
recovered. Wilder hands were burned
badly. He was given medical attend-
ance and sent home. The fire did little
damage.

Two Detectives Alleged to
Have Shared in Proceeds of

Loft Burglaries,

WARRANTS ARE ISSUED

Bronx Clothing Store ' Men

Held for Receiving Fart
of Stolen Property. .

Three men arrested yesterday for al-

leged complicity .in a $7,000 silk robbery
told District Attorney .Swann that two
Second Branch bureau detectives had
shielded the burglars and the receivers
of the stolen goods, and had received
a percentage of the1 profits for doing so.

The story told by each pf the prisoners
waa so straightforward and the evidence
given In proof of their stories so con-

vincing that the District Attorney or-

dered warrants Issued for the arrest of
the detectives, 'it Is possible that 'five
detectives In alt will be brought Into the
Investigation.

Those arrested jesterday were Isidore
Plndek, living at 13 Kast Ninety-sevent- h

street with his uncle, Louis Ludwlg, who

has a chain of four or, live clothing
stores; Harry Yelling, 1260 Grand av
nue. The Bronx, a member of the firm

of Flelschman A Yellln. 346 Sixth ave
nue, and Herman Flelschman, the other
member. The last two named areMr, Fields Is all tied up with rehearsals
charged with receiving stolen property

According to Mr. Swann, the arrests
clear up the mystery of the numerous
loft robberies- - wh(ph have been puzzling
the Police Department for a year or
more. In six .months of 1917. reports
show, he said, that more than 1,000 lofts
were burgarllsed. There haa been a
suspicion that certain members of the
police fofce were assisting in the rob-
beries, but no tangible evidence could
be obtained. It Is said, until the men
taken yeVterday confessed. They are
charged with having knowledge spe-
cifically of the robbery of H. Flthtan &
Co.'s establishment, 104 to 112 Cast
Twenty-fift- h street, on February 1. At
this time silk goods valued at $7,000
was stolen. The burglars sold It to
Flelschman A Yellln, It Is said, for
$2,000.

O. 'K.'D b$- - Detective,
Plndek said yesterday that he became

acquainted, with one of the detectives
through being arrested on a charge
which later was dismissed. "I used to
meet him sometimes," he said, "at the
Automat In Forty-secon- d street near
Eighth avenue. We spoke of my getting
men to burglarize lofts. Whenever 1

discovered that a burglary was to be
pulled off In a loft I would tell htm
about it, giving him tlie location of the
loft and the time when It was to be
burglarised. If It was all right he would
ey, 'All right ; go to it.' Sometimes I
would meet him at the Automat on
Fourteenth street nesr Irving place. I
also met a fellow there by the name
of Jack. I met Jack a week before the
burglary of Flthian Co.'e place. De-

tective Joined us and O. K.'d the
Job.

"When the burglary was committed I
was sitting down on Twenty-thir- d street,
two blocks off, and Detective was
waiting at the corner of Twenty-thir- d

street and Sixth avenue. I had him In
my view all the time. Out of the $300
that rpristtlmah paid te him Detective

handed me $100. Opt. of the $2,000
that Yellln paid I received $150. Detec-
tive got tt3t. and a similar amount
for the other detective. I gave him the
$17$ myself."

Mr. Cranford told of the Inciease In
the cost of labor and materials since
the war started and the Increasing diffi-
culty In getting both, and added :

rue contractors have faced and tnt
this situation up to date, but they are
not ln a position to bid against the
Government for labor and material to
complete the work. Legislation which
will permit the finishing of the work in
the sequence of its necessity of essential
bectlons of subway and other public
works and which will relieve" this situa-
tion is about to be Introduced.

"Under the present law there seems
to be no way to accomplish this result.
The legislation now suggested would
permit (he public authorities to take
over practical control uf the contracts.
To do this It Is necessary to adjust the
present contract situation. This adjust-
ment Is most readily and fairly obtain-
able by putting the contracts on a basis
of cost with no profit to the contractor.

"Such legislation will enable the pub-
lic authorities to avoid bidding against
the United States for labor and materialand yet to operate to the best advantage
in completing those contracts whichmust be completed without delay.

"The proposed legislation authorizesthe adjustment with the contractorsnecessary to permit this to 'be done."

Every Mtn ,to Carry Flag of
United States as Well as

Green Banner.

KENNEDY STATES TLANS

Disgruntled Mitchel Hen Are
Blamed for Attempts to

Stop Celebration

The Irish will march up Fifth ave-

nue on March 16, have no misgivings
about that. But this year Uncle Ban)
will share honors with St Patrick. Rod-

erick J. Kennedy, the same Roderick who
disturbed, the Healy Irish of New York
a few Sundays ago when he slipped one
over on them by obtaining the parade
permit first, estimated last night that
fully 25,000 will be In line, carrying the
Stars stnd Stripes, the old Irish flag
and' service banners In honor of the
thousands of boys of Irish blood who are
fighting across the sea.

That county organization oftlie A.

Laughlin recognizes as the only Irish
branch of the national Hibernians In
New Tork, will protest formally against
the Kennedyttes parading, but it is not
considered likely tne Mayor will rescind
the permit, for as Kennedy himself says:

"Sure every man of us worked our
heads off to elect Mayor Hylan, and It's
the sorehead MJtchel crowd who don't
want us to march."

The other wing; of which former As-

semblyman Thomas Ksne Is president,
claims Its action In refusing to march
with tlie Kennedy men Is not because
they are sore on account of Kennedy
winning the perm.lt but "because Ameri-
can nationalism should be dominant,
and not Irish nationalism."

ot Bolshevik Parade. N

"That's where they lie." said Ken-
nedy yesterday In Judge Cohalan'a office.
'This Isn't any Bolshevik parade or
anything but an American parade. The
object is to manifest the spirit of loyalty
of men and women of the Irish race
to the United States. Every one of the
men who will parade must carry an
American flag or wear one over his so-

ciety badge.
"I guess the Irish Hag Is good enough

to float side by side with the Stars
and Htripes. Nobody objected to it at
Marye Helphts or Bunker Hill or
when Maher'a- - brigade went over the
top In the civil war. This l no Shin
Fein parade ; It's American to tlie core,
and the disgruntled gant won't spoil
it. It'll be , no such exhibition as
Hcaly's crowd gave two years ago when
1,700 marched, and of that number 400
were German bandsmen. This is going
to be the biggest St. Patrick's parade
in tho history of New Tork."

SKIPPER ASSERTS

SHIP SANK U-BO- AT

Submarine Bammed by Tank-

er, According to Story Told
Here,by Captain.

NO WRECKAGE RECOVERED

Loss of Big Beward Saddest
Part of All, Announces

Doughty Mariner.

The 'skipper of the Trlnldadlan, an
oil tanker formerly owned by the Gulf
Refining Company, now plying to Eng-

land for the English Government, told a
story yesterday on arrival at an Atlan-

tic port of a perilous combat with a
submarine off the coast of Ireland which
ended by the tanker running over the
German craft. The skipper fully be-

lieves the submarine waa sunk and his
greatest regret Is that he could not bring
back a trophy.

"There'd be a thousand pounds In It

for me If I could have picked" up a
piece of deck wreckage," he said. "Some
experts for the British Government ex-

amined the hull of the Trlnldadlan when
we got into the Clyde and they found
the marks that convinced them of the
collision. Jt asn't enough for the Brit-
ish naval officer, however, and 1 lost the
reward."

The captain's tones wero very regret-
ful. He felt that he had had one bit
of maritime adventure for which he
would get no mention and which very
probably would not be believed.

Waa Ahead of Convoy.
"It was toward evening 'as we were

approaching the Irish cokat," his story
runs. "We had run ahead of our con-
voy by two days, although we didn't
think she was so far behind us. The
lookout sighted a low lying craft di-

rectly ahead of us. It lay so still that
It deceived him. Tatrol boat ahead,'
he shouted. I went up on the bridge and
took a look. We have learned some-
thing about the, habits of submarines
In these trips across, but this one cer-
tainly was playing a queer game. I
saw her decks awash as wo drew nearer,
but there was no movement or any
hostile intention apparently. It came
to me that the sub was simply waiting
for us to come broadside to her and then
she would let a torpedo fly.

"I saw It was time to net. We were
not farther from her than 250 feet, I
should say. literally trapped, an easy
victim. I could Imagine the torpedo
shooting Into the tuhp and tho devilish
crew watting to release It when there
was no possibility of a miss. Then she
would submerge and it would be all
over with us.

Went Foil .Speed Ahead,
"I signalled for full speed ahead, and

ahead wc went. The sub was Just shift-
ing her nose around for the blow when
we struck her. We went completely
over her, with a grating wound. It was
dark on the water, but 1 could make out
as we went on the swirling waves as the
sub went down, and I could detect a
few pieces of wreckage, 1 am positive
the thing was sunk.

"We did not stop after that. The
wireless operator had sent out the SOS
call the minute we had slhtel the craft,
hut when other ships began answering 1

told him not to give nur position. It
was probable there were other subma-
rine" In the vicinity, and we would have
been considerably more endangered then,
The convoy met up wlUi us In the Clyde,
and the men were very much surprised
to see us. They said they had been
npoken by a submarine soon after wc
had met ours, and that the sub comman-
der had threatened to sink them like the
Trlnliladlan. Quick shooting by the
ronvoy during the parley did for the
second rub.

"It waj a bit eveitliiR," said the skip-
per, "but I sure do miss that 11,000."
