Competition for Capital.
It's not inflation that bankers and business men

fear as a result of the War Finance Corporation or
any other financial operation of the Government; it's
the inevitable deflation. As Sam Patch said, " 'Tain't
the flyin' that troubles me; it's the lightin'."

Inflation is with us now and will increase. The
circumstances of war produce it. Who ever heard of
an economical war? War is waste. But as sure as
night follows day, there must come deflation, and it is
the ills attendant upon deflation that must be guarded
against. Forewarned is forearmed; and it will be a
great pity if we shall be not able to modify, if not
avert, the evil results of deflation.

With inflation, the price of money, or rather of
credit, will go up as the price of all other commodities.
The Government itself will not be favored in the mar-
ket, for here is a commodity that admits of price-fiifln- g,

but the price the Government pays is the
measure of the terms to all other borrowers.
' There is one individual who can regard these con-

ditions with complacency, and that is he who, conduct-
ing a sound business, is established with a sound bank,
f or with money today as with goodsvit is not the ques-
tion of price but of getting the goods, and there is no
member bank of the Federal Reserve System that need
refuse accommodation to the customer whose respon-
sibility, business and bank balances warrant.

This is the liberal attitude assumed by The Harri-

REALTY MEN PLEAD

FOR BOYLAN BILLS

Dowling Appeals to Senate to
Save City From Own

t People.

ATTACKS HYLAN POLICIES

Wants City Budget Limited- -
Tax Reform Association

Opposes Measures.

Al.SANT, March 5. Robert E. Dowllng,

president of the City Investing Company
and chairman of the legislative commit-
tee of the New York Real Estate Board,
appealed to the Legislature to protect
Now York city from Its own people fhls
afternoon at the hearing on tho Boylan
bills to limit the tax on real estate In

city to $1.76 per 1100 and to Impose
a tax on personal property of 1 mllta.

The city administration and the back-
ers of the bills are at odds. Mayor
Hylan, who had at first advocated the
tax programme of the Real Estate
Board, several weeks ago repudiated the
measures.

Hits Municipal Ownership.
"The Legislature should pass these

bills," said Mr. Dowllng. "Then they
can be put up to the Mayor for a hear-
ing. It Is no concern of the Legislature
whether the city authorities are for
them. Mayor Hylan now says he Is not

"The Idea the city betnr seDarate
from the State is ridiculous. It is the
State's duty to protect us from those
who wish to put undue burdens on real
estate as well as the revolutionary ex-
tension of power seen In municipal trad-
ing.

'I have heard enough about home rule
and municipal ownership. Some people
are honest In believing In this sort of
thing: Others would take our property
away from us altogether. There were
ISO, 000 Socialists who voted In New
York city last year who don't believe
In government anyway."

The attack' on the policies of the city
administration caused a sensation In the
Senate chamber, whereithe hearing was
being belt before the Senate New York
City Committee. Mr. Dowllng laughed
at the arguments of the bills' opponents,
who averted that not enough taxable
personal property could be found to
make up the balance needed by the city
in case the tax on real estate were re-

duced to 1.75.
"Why we know." he said, "that there

are persons having as much as $5,000,-00- 0

worth of personal property In
their houses who are not ipaylng a
cent on It on the ground thajt they
live somewhere else. I'll venture to say
that on Fifth avenue between Eighty-nint- h

and Ninety-nint- h street there Is
S2.000.000 to. 15,000.000 worth Of paint-
ings, statues and art works on which
not a cent of personal tax Is being col-

lected although It Is receiving the city's
protection.

"I predict that with a tax of H
mills enough personal property ran be
found In New York city not only to
reduce the tax on real estate to 1.75
but to 1.30. even though all those
properties are exempted on which there
are special taxes."

Mr. Dowllng argued that the city Is
spending too much money and that a
limit should be placed upon Its budget.

"We have too many people brow-
beating the city government Into spend-
ing money that Is not necessary. That
Is the rearon I tielieve In Senator
Urown's pay as ou go plan."

"Yes, and that Is here to stay,',' in-

terrupted Senator Charle K. Murphy of
Urooklyu.

Mr. Dowllng declared there was too
much of a tendency to put all of the
burdens on real estate. He said that
once when Mayor Gaynor needed $63

Albant, March 5. The Martin bill,
repealing the township school taw passed
by the last Legislature, will be reported
favorably to the State Assembly to-

morrow by Chairman Tallett of tho Com-
mittee on Education. Thla Is the bill
that Gov. Whitman recommended In a
special message, as a result of a wide-
spread demand from farmers against
the township law.

The two Houses 8f the Legislature
seem to 'be at odds on how the question
should be disposed of. Senator don R.
Brown, Republican leader of the Upper
