Princeton has
tho riglk to change tho wording of the
question, and will bo allowed Until Fri-
day to rnilte any alterations In tho
phraiij of tho subject for the debate.
On the evening of March 2 tho tri-
angular debate Is to bo held, with the
negative team from each of the universi-
ties debating on homo grounds. Tho
Harvard affirmative Is to go to Yale,
while the Princeton afllrmatlvo team will
present their argument In Sanders The-
atre.

This year a period of only sixteen
days has been granted to tho teams to
prepare for the annual contest. This
chango In the conduct of the triangular
debate was made at the request of Yale,
for that university did not desire to enter
a team In the corneal this year If her
debaters were to be required to devote a
loig period of time to preparation for
Ihe triangular contest.

This year thn Harvard team has but
two veterans, J. Davis, 'ID, and W, L.
Prosser, 'IS, around whom to develop
two teams of throe men each and three
alternates.

HARVARD UNIVERSITY.

Camdridob. Mass., March . 9. llo-- j
newed evidence of the way In which '
Harvard University is, meeting war con- - j

dltlor.s Is found In the list of summer
school courses. Although 150 members
of the Harvaril teaching staff are absent
on war tervlce there Is a list of eighty
courses announced to be given by mem- -
bers of the Harvard etaff and scholars
from other Institutions. Among tho more
prominent names found on the list arc
those of President Lowell, Dean Oay,
Pcan Habklns, Prof. Copeland and Prof.
Ila-ius- .

There a. distinct war noto through
out u great number of the courses. Of
first Interest Is the military course of
six wevkh Intensive training, three
weeks In barracks In the Harvard dormi-
tory and threo weeks In camp In the
field. The course la under tho dlrcc'lon
of the army officers detailed to Harvard
by the war Department una tne mem-be-

of the French Mission to Harvard.
This opportunity for Instruction In
modern warfare hi open to men In good
standing In all lire: class colleges, and to
thore who In Juno gain admission to
them.

Other courses of war Interest are those
on regimental supply service, problems
of the war, to which President Lvwell
will contribute : principles un methods
of war relief, designed to train pertons
for home service under the American
Bed Crews; navigation and nautical as-
tronomy, for the training of those In
tending to enter tho navy or the mer
cantile marine. Partlculnr attention will
be given to the history of the warrlnsl
countries, and opportunities will ba af
forded for learning to speak tho Euro
pean languages.

The courses In vocational guidance
have added Interest this year on account
of the great Importance tho subject will
assume In America with the return of
disabled eoldlcrs. Also especially op-

portune Is the business men's course,
giving practical training In short busi-
ness speeches, such ns ara now In de
mand,

The complete list of courses comprises
Instruction In every department of the
university. Tho summer students will
bo housed In the college dormitories, and
many excursions and Informal readings
and entertainments aro being arrangod
for them.

OBERLTN COLLEGE.

Obxrmn, Ohio, March 9. In his
annual report to the trustees President
Henry Churchill King summarizes
Oberlln's record among the Institutions
of the higher education ns follows: Tho
first college to give a bachelor's degree
on the samo conditions as those holding
In the best men's colleges of the time;
tho first coeducational college, as a part
of Its heritage combining intellectual
freedom nnd modern viewpoint with
moral and religious Idealism; a charter
member of thn associated colleges of the
Carnegie Foundation for the Advance-
ment of Teaching; the eleventh library
In alze of all tho college and univer-
sity libraries In the country and tha
largest college library, spending more on
new books than any other college : the
only college or university In the Btato
of Ohio with a nationwide constituency,
steadily bringing more than half of Its
students from outside the State of Ohio,
with every Btate and Territory repre-
sented.

LAFAYETTE COLLEGE.

Caston, Pa., March 9. The effect of
the great war t.as manifested Itself to-

day when the I.afayctto College cata
logue was Issued showing a shortage of
one-thi- Its nonnnl number of enrolled
men, but the shortago U one of which
Lafayette Is proud, for parallel with tho
list of enrolled men Is a printed list of
enlisted men. Two hundred and forty
Lafayette undergraduates are In mili
tary service.

This annual publication of Lafayette
etH forth a calendar leaving the date

of the onenlns for next year unchanged,
