let tho cam alone, that the. courts were
handling It, and the subject was dropped
like a hot potato. But not before M.

Constant had elicited somo remarkable
facts.

Following am extracts translated
from the report of the Chamber) pro-
ceedings at that point:

M. Constant spoke of Godsol's
naturalisation "wherein he did not fulfil
one of the requisites."

M. Constant "I have seen all of his
papera of record (dossier) at tho chan-colter- y.

It Is edifying. I noto simply
the fact: Godeol found witnesses to de-
clare that he had ten years residence
when he had no more than several
months, and the names of the six wit-
nesses have 'dltappearcd from tho pa-
pers! But to resume.

"War broke. Godsol was subject to
military duty; ho was young, healthy
and some one got him a' staff position
with a General; It was he who carried
secret messages. At the front he was
arrested as a spy suspect The matter
was not followed up, but he was sent as
a chauffeur to Gen. Faurte, whom he
followed to Bordeaux. There he ob-
tained leave and authorization to be-
take himself to Turin, whence he could
look after affairs he had abandoned in
Berlin and whence he could. If he would,
telephone Information of value to the
national defence. And after this Godsol
returned to Paris and there he got him-
self named Interpreter for the purchas
ing mission sent to America. He profited
by this situation to get commissions
turned over to him, which amounted, It
seems, to ten millions.

Accused by Tardlen,
"M. Tardleu, High French Commis-

sioner to the United fltates, brought
complaint against him In May. No one
followed up this complaint and the nec
essary Investigation was not undertaken
until yesterday morning.

"I demand that an end be put to the
deplorable state of things and that It
be ascertained how It Is that one con
donned to tho common lot (that is to
say, a prlvato soldier) could get ft mis
sion to the united Stales."

At this Juncture M. Albert Thomas
demanded recognition. But beforo him
M. Ignace. Under Secretary of State for
Military Courts, Interposed to make
known that In the matter of the accusa
tions Against Godsol an Inquiry had
been Instituted and that at that very
hour the Government resolved to bring
everything to light was about to do
mand tho extradition of Godsol from
the United fltates.

M. Ignace: "The courts are engaged
In the matter and will deal with It with
all neceeearw vigor, but they will not
be Interfered with. This matter must not
be taken out of the hand of the ma-
chinery of Justice, as Is urged In tho
motion under discussion. The Govern
ment which known Its responsibilities

n" 'sl! short of Its duty and will
do it to the full.'

M. Thomas Explains.
M. Albert Thomaa, by whom Godsol

was sent on the mission to the United
States, made the following explana-
tions:

"I have, during two years and a half,
handled millions. I have done a ploco nt
ministerial work which at certain points
has given rise to criticism. My con-
science is clear. Applause.

"I may have deceived myself or have
been deceived. I may have, among the
great number, accepted the services of.
some, shady characters. I never have
had Information of them."

As far as concerned Oodsol. M.
Thomas said he was unaware of the
man's past up to the time when he was
taken. In August 1915, by the automo-
bile service, upon a- request of the te

Flat, to be sent to America. M.
Thomas continued : .

"Auguit 12, In the regular routine of
my work. I signed the paper, bearing
which Godsol should Ve sent to America
as secretary-Interprete- r, attached to the
mission. Several days later he asked
that 1 receive him. I saw him In my of-

fice. He exposed to me the defective
manner by which wo were purchasing
our motor trucks In America, and he In-

dicated that better prices could be se-
cured and that he would place at the
disposal of the General commanding the
mission In America full Information.

"In Augunt, isib. It was necessary. In
the press of business, to use our every
endeavor. It devolved upon me to give
places In the missions which I consti-
tuted to a great number of persons. It
rould easily be that a man of shady
affairs found a place among them,"

Power to Condoct Orals.

oordlng to report, millions.
M. Albert Thomas: "It, was only tn

September, 1916. that I was notified by
a telegram from Col. Vlgnal of the op-
erations which Godsol had accomplished.
Col. Vlgnal oabled, "I deem It necessary
to terminate the situation of Private God-
sol, attached as Interpreter to the mis-
sion and doing no work, because of In
formation I possess concerning him, and
further because I do not wish to trust
him In such a capacity.'

'October 8 I reached the decision to
recall Oodsol. I believed, even lacking -
deflnito proof, that the ethical situation
of the man demanded his) recall, and at 'the same time I gave the order for In-

stituting an Inquiry."
This Inquiry, M. Thomas said, got' no

where. Ho put tho responsibility upon
the pollco of the Minister of War, who
In turn said his inquiry developed no
evidence against Godsol, nor any proof
that Godsol had used for his own ends
the official papers delivered to him. In
particular the letter of recommendation
for effecting In America the operations
which M. Tardleu had stigmatised.

M. Thomas concluded thus:
"Tho courts will Judge, but 1 want

to say why, after all these Inquiries, th
affair was not followed in lilt.

"Godsol, on myorder, was recalled.
From that time he secapsd me. Turned
over to the police of the. Minister of
War, I was Informed he was discharged
and had gone again to America. It was
then that M. Tardleu cabled to ma the
amount of Godol's commissions and tho
acta of oppression he had committed, and
he demanded that I open a hearing.

"This cablegram was dated August
19: around the 8th of September the
probe, at my rcquost was undertaken
against Godsol. That Is all 1 know of
the affair.

M. .Thomas Tou ars talking of re-

sponsibilities which are not mine. For
myself. In 1016 snd 1917, I filled tM
duties of my position, and It is a tran-
quil conscience which I present, such
being tits case, before the commissions.
(Applause on the extreme right.)

And the incident was closed. M.
Emlle Constant withdrew tn effect his
motion after having said, tn a word, that
It had not been useless.

Th Attorney-General- 's answer to the
action brought by Mr. Btanetifleld reads
in part :

"It Is or the highest importance to
Justice and to the causa of ths Allies
that ths plaintiff, should not be enabled
by any order of the court to make away
with the evidence contained In his flies.
There has been no unlawful search or'
selsuro or 'raid but merely the lawful
service of a subpoena pursusnt to which
the person In charge of the papers has
no doubt produced more papers than
were called for by tin subpoma.

"One of th subjects concerning which
It Is tho earnest desire of th Attorney-Gener- al

to conduct a thorough Investiga-
tion Is the relations of Oodsol and his
associates with Germany both beforo
and during the European war. The Oer-man- ic

official war films were moving
pictures palpably designed to advance
German propaganda In this country.
They exhibit the German Emperor In
the most favorable light, showing him In
almost paternal relations with tho sol-

diers In the trenches, and In every way
possible, they minimise tho atrocities
committed by Germany In the war.

"I havo found papers of ths highest
public Importance, and I pray the court
these may bo kept at tne aisposuion oi
Justice."
