A year ugo the Legislature passed a
bill to consolidate rural schools by In-
stituting a central achool In each town-
ship. The effact of the bill wan to In-
croase the farmera' taxes and to force
them, In many Instances, to send thelr
children long distances to the central
achoolhouse. The overnor supported
and signed the bill upon the recoms-
mendation of Dr. John II. ¥Finley and
other aducational experts.

Heing most In the Hmelight. lie got
the blame when the farmers saw that
the reforms was hitting thelr pocket-
books and Interfering with thelr family
habite, There was alimost enough dyna:
mite In the law alone to blow up the
Governor's ambitions

Then came the row over tha Farms
and Markets Council, the first one which
was headed by John Mitchell, the Yanor
leader. The farmers charged that the
Governor selected the members without
consulting the Srate Grange or any other
purely agricultura)l assoelation. They
charged that the Governor used the
council to bulld up his palitical machine,
They complained that the councll made
rules and regulations without consulting
agricultural  representatives — foollsh
rules  wnd  senseless regulations,  The
whole up-State bolled with resentment

Coalition Is Adroit.
d

The Rrown-Sweet-Sage caalltion
eleverly encouraged and fomented thix
resentinent. 1t worked the furmera upd
to a point of actual hostility toward
the Governor. The situation was de-
cidedly ominous. For a time Mr. Whit-
man misjudged the extent of the rising.
He thought that the .wstillty was cons
fined to & few western counties. THe
was mistaken. Farmers all over the
Btate felt pretty much the rame way.

When the Governor slzed up the ex-
tent of the revolt he acted quickly, He
announced that he was for the repeal
of the township schoal law. giving out
characteristically that he lad relied
tno much upon the couneel of hus educa-
tional experis and that he had been
honeatly mistaken acout the way the
law would work,

8 J, Lowell
mastar of tha State drange: A L.
Lirockway of tha RBresders Asaociatlon,
Liberty Hyde Railer, former dean of
the agricultural college of Cornell T'nl-
versity, and «', Fred Boshnt of the State
Agricultural  SHoclety. talked over the
altuation with Mr. Whitman,  They ex.
pased themselves to the dangers of his
wifabilivy, but they talked turkey, Thea
tld him  they believed he had beea
playing politics with the Farmd and
Markets Council, that he had ignored
their interest= and that they were going
to ralse old Nod unless ho found ways
to satlsfy them.
