Reports that the Governmont is on tlieverge of sensational discoveries Involv-

ing several women in enemy plotting
elicited no comment from Federal Inves-
tigators yesterday. There Is no doubt
that something Is in the wind, but .very
Igw details can be published at this tint.
John Lord O' Brian, who Is In charge of

11 spy hunting for the Department of
Justice, returned to Washington yester-
day apparently satisfied with his con-
ferences with Charles H. De Woody,
auperlntendent of the department's New
York investigating office, and members
of the hnited States Attorney's staff.

Two women are under surveillance
here. Thus far there is no evidence Jus-
tifying an arrest or even official "de-
tention." One of the women Is an
American of social standing In New
York, the other Is supposed to be Turk-
ish. Both are living In uptown hotels.
At least one of them has a suite for
which the Government Is paying, the
woman having been persuaded that the
most tactful thing she can do Is to stay
right where she Is, for she has been
watched every moment since her arrival
In this country a short time ago.

Each day for several days an agent
acting for the Department of Justice has
escorted one of the women to the office
of Mr. De Woody In the Park Row
building where long Interviews with her
have taken place. She Is dark, about
40 j ears old, speaks French fluently
and Is believed to be the Turkish wo
man mentioned In the case.

Ileanlt ot Disclose.
She was taken to Huan's restaurant

for lunch yesterday and then back for
another talk with Mr. Do Woody. The
result of these conferences was not re-

vealed. It la understood that the role
supposed to havo been played by this
woman was comparatively unimportant,
but that if she tells what she knows
about the operations of others the Gov-
ernment will be considerably the wiser.
The task of the Investigators Is largely
verification ot what they have heard.
No arrests are Indicated In the imme-
diate future.

JAILS STRIKE AGITATOR.

XigMrste Deyle Warn Others In
Gas MaSk Container Factory.

Herman singer, '26, an unnaturallted
Russian, was sent to Jail for Ave days
by Magistrate Thomas F. Doyle In the
Long Island' City Police Court yester-
day for obstructing the output of Gov-
ernment work by the Ilosenwasscr fac-
tory, where he was employed.

Sln-ie-r agitated a strike and distrib-
uted handbills to 3,000 employees.

"We don't propose to have any Inter-
ference with work that Is to' benefit our
soldiers In France. You tell that to
your friends, I am going to glvo you
five days In Jail without the alternative
of a fine, and If ou or any of your as-
sociates come here again you will get
heavier sentences."

EMU HEERMANTT ARRESTED.

Cincinnati Concert Slaster Charged
With Violating Orders.

Cincinnati, March 12. Emll Heer-man-

concertmelster of the Cincinnati
Symphony Orchestra and member of the
Cincinnati College of Music faculty, was
arrested to-d- by the Federal authori-
ties, charged with violating orders re-
stricting his movements under the alien
enemy act.

Heermann, who has secured only his
first naturalisation papers, was detained
several' days ago, but paroled. Orders
from Washington y caused his for-
mal arrest, and officials prepared to re-
move him to the Federal Jail In Dayton.
Final disposition of his case awaits a
hearing.

REVEALS SPY TRIED.
TO SINK PANNONIA

Cunard Line Discloses Port-
hole Was Opened Here.

London, Feb. 22 (by mall). A Ger-
man agent in New York almost suc-

ceeded ,ln sinking the Cunard liner Pan-nonl- a,

according to the story told In a
court here this week. The caso Involves
a suit by an English firm to recover
210,000 damages from the Cunard Line
for wheat damaged by water.

Tlio steamship owners denied the
damage was chargeable to thorn, "as It
was duo to the fact that a porthole had
been opened deliberately by rt German

py In New York." Counsel for the
CunanI Line said :

"Tne Pnnnonla was loaded by steve-
dores regularly employed by us and
there Is no reason to suspect them. But
It was known by ever- - one that German
spies were active in New York at the
time and when the loading sfaa pro-
ceeding every precaution was taken.
There had been attempts to bomb ships
and large bodies of detectives were on
the watch all the time

All the northoles went rarefullv !n.
spected and closed before the cargo was
put In. The man who opened this uort
hole must have used a spanner In work
ing back three bo.ts. It Is only by
sheer good fortune that the ship and
her valuable cargo of food were not
lost."

Tlie captain of the Pannonia gave tills
testimony :

"On the voyage to England the shin
began to behave strangely and Ave feet
of water was found on the port side of
one hold. Tt was evident that there had
been a deliberate attempt to sink the
ship."

MYSTERY IN DEATH

OF DENTIST OSBORN

Wealthy Recluse Apparently
Attacked at Door of Dingy

Apartment.

The police thus far have been unable
to find a solution of the mystery sur-
rounding the death of Dr. Henry P.

a graduate of the Harvard school
of dentistry, also a one time practising
attorney, who was found dead early yes-
terday morning In the doorway of his
dingy apartment at !2S East Forty-thir- d

street with an ugly bruUe above
the left eye.

Dr. Osborn practised his profession as
a dentist In the Aeolian Building, S3
West Forty-secon- d street, occupylnr a
Joint office on the fifteenth floor with Dr.
H. A. Parr. The rather handsome ap-
pointments of his place of business were
In striking contrast to the shabblness of
his living quarters. He slept on the
floor and did his own cooking on a small
gas stove which rested on a wooden box.
By other dwellers In the tenement house
the doctor waa considered a miser and
a hermit. .

He wan found fully clothed Just Inside
the open door of his room by one of the
tenants, who thought perhaps he was 111

and so notified the Janttress, who In turn
notified a policeman, who sont In nn am-
bulance call. Dr. Fennel, who responded
from Flower Hospital, said the man had
been dead at least five hours.

Deputy County Medical Examiner T.
A. Gonxalet, who was detailed to the
case, postponed an autopsy until thle
morning, when an effort will be made to
determine the cause of death. The bulk
of the evidence discovered points to foul
play. This Is indicated both by the bruised
forehead and the fact that his gold watch
and chain, which he Is known to have
been wearing when he left' the office
Monday afternoon, were missing. But 2
cents was found In his pockets.

According to Dr. Parr the dead recluse
was the owner of three small farms In
Connecticut, on one of which Is a water-
fall for which he had been offered
1 10.000. On the others, he said, there Is
valuable timber. Near Newark Dr. Os
born had property which has recently
Increased In value because or the ship
building activities of the Government
there, Dr. Parr said. It was Dr. Parr
who recalled that at one time In his
career Dr, Osborn practised law.

Dr. Ooborn was S2 years old. He Is
survived by his mother, who lives at
South Coventry, Conn.

Dr. Clement, Out on Bail; to
Trove He Did Not De-

fraud Investors.

CHARGED 1VITH LARCENY

Obtained Money to Manufac-

ture Gasolene Out of Water
Tried to Sell Patent.

On ball furnished by a bonding com-

pany which acted at the fcehest, It Is

raid, of a representative of the Italian
Government, Dr, Louis Clement, the
Scandinavian chemist, or perhaps
alchemltt, yesterday was released from
the Tombs, where he had been held since
February J for obtaining money with
which to manufacture 2U cont gasolene.
Whether the man's "romula is what he
represents It to he will be established
within a short time, probably
when he mades a demonstration before
Alfred J. Talley, Assistant District At-

torney, and a half dozen of the best
chemists In New York.

Clement's bond, originally 15,000, was
yesterday reduced to $3,000 on request
of his attorney, Wllllam D. Scaler of
1S4 Nassau street, who expressed Im-

plicit confidence In his client' sincerity
and arranged for the demonstration.

Clement was. arrested on complaint of
Mrs. Bertha S. Lawton of 50 West
Thirty-thir- d street, who paid, she said.
$l.r6o for srtock In the company which
never was formed, and Mrs. Josephine
Oolfler of 432 West Thirty-fourt- h street,
who purchased a similar amount of
stock In the hypothetical concern. At
the time of his arrest Harry C. Kasten-bau-

Assistant Dlatrlot Attorney, aaid
that Clement had obtained thousands of
.dollars from persona In New Tork for
promoting his invention. A package
found in' his room at the Lawson apart-
ment, where he lived, was marked thus:
"This book contains a secret formula
for turning water Into gasolene. Who-
ever tampers wttli this book ll meet
with Instant death. Louis Clement."
When the Assistant Prosecutor ripped
open the death defying bundle he found
only a harmless text book which had
been WTltten by a Cornell professor.

Said Kaatenbaum on February 9: "I
know the man got at least $23,000 and
If all the Information I havo Is authentic
$50,000 will be a very reasonable esti-

mate of what his operations netted him.
And. too. his appnrent victims were from
all classes. He played no favorites be-

tween the rich and the poor, notables
and just ordinary citizens."

Clement was arraigned before Magis-
trate Marsh In the Jefferson Market
court charged with grnnd larceny, .trial
on which still Is pending.

It developed yesterday that Clement
had been negotiating with Italian Gov-

Talley said yesterday he hnd convincing
information to this effect, and also that
the representatives had obtained bond
for the man. Six months ago, It Is

MOTHER TELLS HOW

SHE SLEW HER BABY

Mrs. Bunnell Does Not Feel
Guilty, She Declares, for

Ending Child's Life.

DEMENTED, SAY DOCTORS!

Pitiful Plight of East Orange
Woman, Who Is Held on

Charge of Murder.

In the old stone blockhouse that serves
as the Essex County Jail In Newark. N.

J., a demented woman wept Incessantly
last night for her son
whom she killed the day before. Tech-

nically Mrs. Maud T. Bunnell Is held for
murder, but the authorities believe she
will be declared Insane when examined
by alienists

"My baby was a burden to me. I

couldn't do the housework with It around
end so I put It out of the way," Mrs.

Bunnell told Police Chief William H.

O'Nell of East Orange, N. J.
She'recovercd sufficiently last night to

tell a connected story of how she hap-

pened to kill the infant Her recital of
the crime was Indifferent, but frequently
she broke down and clung to her hus-

band, Isaac S. Bunnell, a Brooklyn
lithographer.

"I don't feci I am guilty In any way,"
she said, explaining that something was
wrong with her mentally or pnysicaiiy
that affected her sanity.

Conld See Only One Way.
"Yesterday morning I felt I had to do

something," wrote Mrs. Bunnell In a
statement for Recorder Nott and Chief
O'Nell. "My work had been troubling
me. I had been unable to get through
with It, and the care of the liaby both-

ered mo. and It seemed the only thing
to do was to kill tho little fellow, and
that was the only way I could see out
of It.

"I sent my little girl Ruth to the
drug store for some chloroform, and I
put It on a towel, and went over to the
baby's crib and held the towel on my
child's nose.

"Then I expected 1 would do some
more work, but T felt I would wake the
baby. I got tho little girl's lunch when
she came home from school. She ato It
and went back to school.

"My husband came home at night, and
I told him 1 had put tlie l.iuy to sleep.

Bunnell went over to the crib, smclled
the chloroform and found the child dead.
He summoned Dr. Arthur W. Bingham
and he notified Deputy County Physi-
cian M. Herbert Simmons. City Physi-
cian Leonard H. Smith, who examined
the woman at the East Orange police
headquarters, declared she was suffering
from a form of melancholia.

Had Shown Symptoms Before.
When she lived In Brooklyn n few

years ago Mrs. Bunnell showed signs of
the same condition of mlnrt, and tier nus
band planned to Rend her to the Kings
County Hospital, but she recovered.

From the Orange Memorial Hospital
yesterday Mrs. Bunnell was taken be
fore Recorder Nott ana rcm.inncci lor
the Grand Jur. Meanwhile Chief De-

tective Walter Godfrey of County Prose-
cutor Harrison's staff has ordered her
examination by alienists.

Bunnell Is sticking loyally to his wife
and Is doing what he can have her sent
to a hospital from the Jail in Newark.
They were married when she was 17.
Sho Is now S, beautiful and refined.
They occupied a comfortable flat at 16

Nassau place, East Orange, and ap-
peared to live happily.

Neighbors said yesterday that Mrs.
Bunnell had acted strangely despondent
several times In the last year Her hus-
band said she was normal Monday when
he left for work. Ha took his laughter
Ruth to relatives In Jersey City, and the
house was deserted all day. The white
enamelled baby carriage stands on the
porch.

AS WAITERS STRIKE

Clubmen, Beady With Nose-

bags, Refuse to Go Hungry
When Walkout Occurs.

WOMEN MAY FILL PLACES

P

Over Mayonnaise.

The waiters In many qf the skyscraper
luncheon clubs In the financial district of

lower Manhattan took meatless Tuesday
so literally yesterday that they went on

strike Just as tlie brokors, railway mag-

nates, financiers and other luncheon
clubmen were assembling.

Out walked the waiters Just at the
noon hour from the Whitehall Club,
high In the Whitehall Building; from
the Railroad Club at 30 Church street,
the Machinery Club at 50 Church
street, the Drug and Chemical from al-

most all the elaborate clubs downtown
except the Bankers Club In the Equi-

table Building, the Lawyers Club at 113
Broadway, and the Downtown Associa-
tion at 60 Pine street

The waiters wanted $2 dally for the
three Tiours they work In the clubs each
day around the noon hours. The clubs,
which had recently boosted tho waiters'
wages, refused ta grant the further de
mands. So out clattered the waiters, or
large sections of them, In each of the
clubs affected by the strike, Just as the
railroad presidents, brokers and things
and" stuff were arettlng the nosebags out
of their club lockers. And for a merry hour
or two thereafter the railroad magnates,
engineers, brokers and all the rest found
that they also had to serve or stand ana
wait.

Laid to Bankers Club Increase.
According to a numbor of the club

superintendents interested a recent ralsa
which the Bankers Club gave t5 Its
waiters started the disaffection. But on
the other hand, the clubs In which tho
waiters walked out also had given ap-

preciable Increases to their waiters dur-
ing the last week or two, the Increases
running around a Jump from the old
pay of $1.50 a day $1.75.

In the headquarters of the striking
waiters, at 624 Madison avenue, it was
said last night that on February 18 the
New York Club Employees Association
sent to the various clubs affected a
petition for an Increase of 25 per cent
In wages, adding that Inasmuch as the
cost of living had "gone, up 65 per cent"
their demands were Just. Then, say
the waiters, they received a raise of 4

per cent, whereupon-raga- in according
to the employees' association notlflca.-tlo- n

was sent to the clubs that unless
the additional raise demanded waa
granted the waiters would walk out at
noon yesterday. Nevertheless it was
said around the clubs that not until last
Monday at the earliest was the news of
the forthcoming strike breathed to the
club bosses.

Walk Out Just nefore Noon.
Forty-fiv- e walked out of the Whitehall

Club Just before noon, forty from the
Machinery Club, sixty-fiv- e of seventy-fiv- e

from the Railroad Club, six from
the Drug and Chemical Club, the last
named organization being the lightest
hitif any club which was at all affected
by the fctrlke.

At this Railroad Club upt. John H.
Thorpe had all of his assistant, In-
cluding much of the kitchen help, place
the foods on serving tables scattered
along the walls of the club dining rooms.
At tho Machinery Club Supt. Frank C.
Bedell arranged a buffet luncheon. At
tho Whitehall Club there was frantic
telephoning to employment agencies forhelp.

Each club tackled Its troubles In Its
own way; and In the meantime the
members Joyously began to pin onaprons, figuratively speaking. and
entered Into the spirit of the party bothoroughly that If a cop had entered the
club kitchen they probably would have
Insisted upon sitting on'his knee.

Tako President William H. Truesdale
of the D.. L. & w for Instance; Bill
Is a corking good waiter. He never
knew It until he began to serve the fish-
cakes yesterday at tho Railroad Club.
It was not until some one asked the
president of the Phicbe Snow lino to mix
some mayonnaise dressing that ho blew
up.

And Wilbur Flsk, head of the Hudson
and Manhattan tube line Wllbgr makes
a fair waiter nlso when he haa to. And
rresiuent i.utier ot tlio Jersey Central
and Otis Cutler and countless others
all of tneni proved that a lot of excel
lent waiters were absolutely ruined when
the folks Insisted upon making railroad
presiucnts out or tneir boys.

Women May Get the Jobs,
"If necessary we'll accept the services

of women, who say they will be glad to
wait on the tables for what we have
been paying the strikers," said Supt
inorpe or uie itauroau uiud. "At any
rate, the clubs will not grant the de
mands made. These striking waiters
are here only from 11 o'clock In the
morning until 2 ;30 in the afternoon, so
they are free to work elsewhere and
they do during the breakfast, dinner or
supper hours. They are fed as well as
the clubmen themselves, Inasmuch as we
feed them free on exactly the same food
the members of the club get. Besides,
they get a big bonus at the end of the
year, amounting to about ono month's
salary."
