"It appears from the papers submit-

ted," ea'.d Judge McDermott. "that the
petitioner Is technically an al'en enemy.
I have refused and shall refuse during
the continuation of this war to grant
these applications unless the papers
show the applicant is a cltlsen of the
United States, or at least not an alien
enemy."

In her petition Mrs. Llgariewskl said
that her present name was difficult to
pronounce.

The committee, after reviewing with
Mr. Plex the most recent figures In re
tard to the ehlp construction here and
abroad and comparing them witn me
destruction by submarines, reached the
conclusion that providing only the
normal rate of destruction of

Concretely the diagrammatic presen-
tation of the curves of ship construction
and destruction indicate that the
two lines will not cross within the cur-
rent calendar year to tho advantage of
the construction line.

Travelling Laboratories Aid

Army Surgeons in Stamping
Out Epidemics.

Feople travelling about the counliy In
the neighborhood of ca:np have seen in

the last winter n Pullman car with the
name of the lied Cross on the top and
the red crosses nt either end whirling
along the ralW at top sp;cd. Perhaps
they wondered what Its mission was,
and now the r.ed Cross has unveiled
the secret.

They are the travelling laboratories
of the organization, manned by a corps
of experts In bacteriology who have
been combating with the weapons of
science the outbreaks of pneumonia and
spinal meningitis in the training camps.
That the outbreaks have not been worse
has been largely due to the efforts of
thee men. They hae nipped In the
hud many a promising scourge and con-
fined It to a small section ot tho camp
and a few cases.
