There Is no other way of timing tho
tticks than by means of this highly
developed Instinct.

Other movements, however, can be
timed with split second regularity.

A Tho big horses, like the white thor
oughbred Joe, which Is May Wirth's
favorite, take exactly sixteen paces to
get around the ring, which Is always
forty feet In diameter. The rider de
pends upon tills uniformity to know
Just where her mount will be, at a
given moment. When, as occasionally
happens, the ling is laid hurriedly
and is not exactly circular, it Is pos-
sible for a serious accident to occur,
even to an experienced equestrienne.
Tho horse's back rocks up and down
ns steadily as a rocking chair, tho
upward motion furnishing the Impetus
for tho spring Into the air. It Is
posalblo for a proficient rider to turn
three and sometimes four somersaults
In one circuit of the ring.

One night I had a
wire from Mr. Sothern, who was play
lng in the South, to meet him In At
lanta, Go., by the next train that left
New York for the South, as Miss Mar
lowe was suddenly III, and the house
was sold out for the opening night in
Atlanta. I met him, '.s fast ns the
train would take me. I reached there
Monday morning, rehearsed that day
and played PorHo In 'The Merchant of
Venice' that night. The following night
I was to play Lady Macbeth In 'Mac-
beth.' I was familiar with both plays,
of course, but It was not the less a
feat to give those two performances

CARROLL HAS A PAST.

Any one looking at the fascinating
Carroll McComas In the role of the
sprightly fashion modiste, In "Oh,
Lady! Lady! !"at the Princess Theatre
would probably say that only by a
far stretch of the Imagination could
one conceive of this charming and de-

In fact when
she was Just 15 years of age she went
with her mother to London, whistled
In the music halls there, was engaged
for a South African tour, and delighted
the audiences In Cape Town and on the
veldt with her whistling. Also she
danced and sang, but it was as a child
whistler that Carroll McComas was
chiefly known.

Then came her advent Into musical
comedy right hero In New York as a
show girl In a musical offering known
as "The Three Komeos." After that
came a season In "The Gay Musician,"
and it was then that slio decided to
give up frivolity for the moro sub-
stantial rewards of acting In real
eirama.

A stock company was being formed'
to play tho summer in Illchmond, Va.
Miss McComas Interviewed the man
ager, told him her ambitions were to
become a big dramatic star, and suc
ceeded In worming a contract from
him to play leads. She went to Rich
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mond, spent the hottest kind of a hot
summer there, played fifteen dramatic
loles In fifteen weeks, remained up
until 3 o'clock every morning studying
the lines of tho next week's play,
spent more than twice her salary for
clothes, and finally won her spurs by
a strongly dramatic rendering of the
role of l.adv Audlcy In "Lady Audley s
Secret."

Yes, sir, strange as It may seem
to those who now look at this
sprightly and captivating damsel In

Oh, Lady! Lady!!" slio actually
played Lady Audlcv, one of the wicked-
est dramatic roles ever written, when
sho was Just 21 years of age. The dra-
matic critics of Richmond agreed that
whllo she was a youthful Lady Aud

. she showed much fire and genuine
eiithusiam for the role.

The erudite dramatic critic of the
Richmond Dispatch said In his re-

view:
"Miss Carroll McComas showed ex

ceptional dramatic ability In the rolo
of Lady Audtry. playing with cunning
and finesse, acting the role of the un-
gracious Lady Audley with fire, vigor
and verve. The scene where sho hits
George Tallboys over the head and
throws the body Into the old well In
Older to escape exposure was surpris-
ingly well done. We predict that If
Miss McComas ever gets to Broad-
way she will bo hailed as one of the
big dramatic stars of the present gen-
eration. AH she needs now is an op-
portunity."

Miss McComas In speaking of the
episode last week In her dressing
room at the Princess Thcatro laughed
heartily at the reference to hitting
Qcorye Tallboys over tho head and
throwing the body down the well.

"That Is the actual truth." she
'laughed. "All who know the famous
old play remember tho scene. I can
Imagine myself now, back In Rich
mond, playing in that stock company,
rehearsing the attack on Tallboys,
who was played by the heavy man. of
the company. As a matter of fact I
think It was George Sylvester who
had to be hit over the head that sum
mer by me. Mr. Sylvester was leading
man opposite mo that season, end he
too was about as unknown to Broad-
way as I was. However, I survived
the fearful past of throwing a body
down a well, came New York, be
came understudy to Marie Tempest In
the big revival of 'Caste,' Joined Blllle
Burke's company for two seasons.
played a year In musical comedy with
Donald Brian In 'The 8lren' on tour,
created the leading role In 'The Sala
mander,' acted In several other dra-
matic shows on Broadway, and here
I am again in musical comedy, back
to my first love, playing the role of
the inodlsto In 'Oh, Lady! Lady!!' at
the Princess Theatre."

FROM ART TO TRADE.

"During my early strugglo to In
terpret the drama in Scotland." says
Barlowe Borland, who plays tho role
of TVfcr In "A Tallor-Mad- e Man." "I
was a member of a 'fit up' company
playing ono night stands through the
land o' cakes, but business was so bad
we saw more of the land than the
cakes, and finally stranded in a small
town in the north, where I was left
high and 'dry.' speaking literally as
well as figuratively.
