T. Pest and presents the dim
cultpe m a' ama vlllae near tll, front
Boxing bouts were held and the men
took part ln various relay nnd road
races. Beveral amusing conttsts were
held. Of them Mr. Test writes :

Charare of "the Sammies."
"I got full cooperation from the off-

icers and we had a fine time. The two
races In the morning were close and In-

teresting, but the modified soccer was a
thriller. Our 'avenue Is quite narrow
and full of mud, and there Is a slight
grade at either end running down to the
lowest point near the middle of the vil-

lage. The ball waa placed at this point
and the teams lined up on opposite sides
on a line 100 yards distant from the ball.

"At the sound of the whistle they
made a wild charge down the hill for
the ball. If the Oermans could have a
picture of that charge of our 'Sammies'
I believe the war would end

"The clash waa like the clash of bat-
tle. A number of course were spilled
and slid forward on their faces three or
four feet through the mud. But what
did the mud matter when the sacred
honor of the company wan at stake?
After that It was a howling, kicking,
pushing, fighting mob. Meanwhile the
officers stood on a wagon at the side of
the street splitting their sides with
laughter. There were .sore shins, bruised
bodies and mud from head to toe, but
the spirit of battle was also there, and
Company II of courfe won. It was the
talk- - of the day. All the afternoon the
men of the other companies declared
they could lick every last man In the
wlnnlnv comnanv. The afternoon waa

ropeh, owing to the large turkey dinner.

"Passlnar the nock" In France.
"At 7 P. M. the athletlo championship

was continued In the hut. I staked a
plank to the ground for a take off in
the standing broad jump. Then at
proper distance we marked out lanes,
numbering them 1, 2, S and 4. As
the soldier Jumped Into any particular
lane, that number of points were cred-
ited to his company. This did away
with all measuring and we were able
to run a large number of men ln a
short time. Wooden blocks and two
empty bacon cans comprised the equip-
ment for the potato race. The tug
of war was run In the usual way.

" 'Passing the buck' consisted of pass-
ing a large handful of sticks (little
more than could be conveniently
handled) from man to man. the Itngth
of a line of fifteen men In this case.
We filled two baby nursing bottles with
malted milk and had the fellows Buck
at the nipples to nee who was the beet
'sucker.' The cracker race Is the old
one of eating a cracker and whistling
upon finishing.

"I have been able to get the major
to combine the two huts we had here
Into one large double hut. This was
filled to capacity during th whole eve-nln-

One of the nice things about it
was the fact that practically all the
officers were present 'and helped In
every way to make it a success."

Ives'sJawAnchor Defeated
Roberts in Billiard Match

American Expert Had English
Billiard Rules Modified

for Match.

MADE A RUN OF 2,540

Br CHARLES P. MATIIIsOS.
One of the most Interesting-- billiard

matches In hlstiry. and certainly the

powers, signally defeated John Roberts,
the Bnglish champion, ln a game under
rnodlfled English rule? in London ln
1193 by 6,000 to 3,831 points.

It wax a conspicuous Instance of
American Ingenuity overcoming the ap-
parently InsurmountaDle obstacles pre-
sented bv the Hrltlsh rulu ffnv.rnlnr
the game. The American expert suc-
ceeded In Inducing 'the English cham-- 1

pion to make one slight change In the
rule?, and In so doing the lirlton opened
Uic door to his certain defeat. The con-
tort was played on a regulation English'
table, 6x12, and with six pockets. Un-
der the Kngllah rules the balls were
2 Inches in circumference and the'pocket openings 34 Inches.

Ites said he was willing to pT.iy under
English rules, but asked that tho balls
be 2i Inches In circumference and the
pockets reduced to 3 hi inches. This re.
quest was acceded to and the match
wa clinched.

Iveai'a Discovery.
The reason that Ives asked the nllght

change In question waa that he had been
studying the English tables and the
English rules and had discovered an
opening that he thought he could u?e to
advantage. This waa section 44, which
rad :

"The balls belnsr jammed In the pocket
so that the greater part Is off tho table,
they shall be considered to hae been
holed."

The Michigan expert reached the con-
clusion that with a slight increase ln
the size of the ball and a slight reduc
tion in the opening of the pocket, he
could get the balls In an anchor at tho i

pocket and run quite a number of points
by balk line nurse methods before los
ing the position.

IIves practised In secret In this city,
and while he made runs of 600 to S00
without the use of the Jaw, no one ever
learned how many he had run with the
balls ln the corner.

The match started on May 29, 1S93,
the games being blocks of 1,000 points
a night. Roberts started off like a win-
ner, and the first block went to the
Briton by 1,000 to 689. The English-
man won the second block by 1,000 to
9S1. and the third block by 1,000 to 573,
the total score then being 3,000 for
Roberta and 2,243 for the American.

British Jubilant.
The Englishmen were Jubilant and

considered the match won by their
champion. But they did not know that
Ives had purposely avoided getting the
jaw anchor In the early games'.

But on the fourth nlghtof play Ives de-

cided the time had arrived to play hie
trump card, and getting the balls In what
approached olosely an anchor position,
near the jaw, but not far enough In to
be considered holed, the American
clicked off points with a regularity that
was disgusting to the onlookers, who
denounced It aa "silly business" and
"bally rot." '

After Ives had run 1,540 points with
the Jaw position and brought his total
for the night to 1,757, and 4,000 for the
four days, the American purposely
broke the balls.

Roberts got only 418 points, while Ives
was going ahead, and the English cham.
plon's game collapsed at that point. Ives
took the Jaw position ln the last two
blocks and ran enough to give mm the
advantage each night. His run on the
fourth and fifth nights was 2,540 points
In the Jaw. His final run In the Jaw In
tho final block was 852.

Roberts's best run of the match was
249.

Ives's Challenge.
The Britons complained so loudly

about the Jaw position that Ives offered
to wager that no English billiard player
could put the balls In the Jaw and run
100 points.

Several British experta accepted the
challenge, but the best that any of them
did was 20 points.

Once during the match with Roberts
Ives got the balls on the long rail and
nursed them in true American style. As
ho neared the middle pocket the onlook-
ers expressed the opinion that he would
have to break them, but Ive merely
used the cushion on each aide of the
pocket for balkllne tactics and safely
passed the aperture. After which he
got the balls again on the rail and con-

tinued his run.
As a result of the expert masse shots

shown by Ivea In the' match with Rob.
erts the Englishman took lessons from
Magdlola in that branch of the game
and Improved In his play.

Ives was In his youth a wood turner
in his father" factory at Plalnwell.
Mich., but he had a natural bent for
gMiies of skill and became a crack roller
skater and bicycle rider.

After uttalnlng some skill as a
straight rail player, Ives made up hla
mind to become a professional, 'and went
to Tom Foley" room In Chicago. The
youngster' concentration waa remat k--

plate. Nearly every pitcher who tnea
to pitch a curve ball up to and In-

clusive of 1870 was ruled out by the
umpires on the charge of using an un-

derhand throw.
The rule of those days required the

pitcher to deliver the ball with a mo-

tion similar to that of the cricket bow-

ler. In releasing the sphere the hand
was required to awing below the waist
and perpendicular, without any twist
of the wrist. As a result those pitchers
who had learned that the ball could be
curved and who attempted It In profes-slon-

games gave the wrist a snap as
the ball waa released, which the um-

pires called an underhand throw.
The single exception was Hobby

Matthews, who In 1869. while pitching
for the Maryland Club of Baltimore,
managed to , conform to the rules and
still Impart an outcurve to the ball.
