Folic Ing the conclusion of the present
peat strusgle the problem will be a
thousand times more complicated and
d.fflcult. and It Is n hopeful sign that a
coxfirehensive effort Is being made to
render the transition period as brief as
possible ond reduce to a minimum the
hardships which Inevitably must occur.

Divides Responsibility.
A plan has been drawn up by the

Ministry of Labor nnd generally ap-

proved by tho War Cabinet which puts
the responsibility equally upon the Ad-

miralty, tho Army Council and the La-
bor Ministry. The Ministry proposes to
rake use of the machinery of tho nt

exchanges and will creftto a
rWtr.il body to be known as the labor
resettlement committee, composed of
representatives of employers and work-
ers, which will deal wTthall general
questions affecting resettlement In ad-
dition local committees will be organised
and Industrial councils set up. Mr.
Roberts, the I,abor Minister, In a state-
ment giving In broad detail the scheme
of dealing with this question believes
that the whole problem' can be dealt
with In harmony with national and local
requirements.

The Minister of Ijibor looks forward
to dealing both centrally and locally
with representative bodies of employers'
associations and trade unions acting

The Government desires that
evtry organized Industry shall have Its
Joint standing Industrial councils. The
t!g central committee, to bo known as
tie Labor Resettlement Committee, will
consist of representatives of both sides
of the nrlnclnal Industries In equal num
ber- -, together with representatives of
ctpurunents concerned with deraoDiusa- -
tion.

In the Whitley report the local ry

committees set up all over the
country In close touch with Vocal re-

quirements possessing full local knowl
edge and able to give advice and indi-
cate oDenlnars of employment to the
ernploymeift exchanges through which the
men will pass are an essential part of
the' scheme. Mr. Whitley said that
many of the most difficult of tha war
problems could have been solved with
half the trouble and double the efficiency
If the trades had had such organisations
as those now recommended.

Meat Rations Hit All Alike and Not Many Will Have
Their Old Time Sunday Joints Vegetarians on the

the Increase, but Few Are So Through Choice.

With an allowance of 30 cents a head
for butcher's meat the' Britisher's Sun-
day joint will be lacking in all but the
largest families. That Is unless thefamily decides to observe at least Ave
meatless days each week.

Family consultations as to the bestway of utilising the meat coupons arethe order of the day. In the small
families ot which the man has been In
the habit of lunching and also dining intown the question of where the coupons
should be cashed Is a vital one.

Hard to Parcel the Meat.
For example, a family consisting of aman, wife and one child under 10 years

of age are entitled to of
butcher's meat valued at 78 cents. This
represents an average weight of meat
of 37 ounces. Should the man use. the
whole of his four coupons by dining andlunching four days In town the possible
family purchase of butcher's meat would
be reduced to 45 cents, or an average of
22 ounces. The remaining coupon and a
half being only cashable for game or
poultry possibly will realise an equiva-
lent of 7(4 ounces more, making the
total for home use 29 Vt ounces for three
persons for the week.

For Every Bomb Dropped
in Air Raids 999 Are Sent

Down in Germany.

London, March I. Captain M ot
the British Flying Corps, ambling
watchfully behind a great bank of roll-

ing clouds, sple In a rift below a Ger-

man patrol of six machines. The com-

bat was short, sharp and unequal.
Immediately his gun barked oft. A Ger-
man dived headlong for the .earth. His
leader swept out of formation to meet
the daring Britisher and followed suit.
Enraged, the four others dashed for'our
man simultaneously, firing as they
came. For tho latter only one course
was optional. Sweeping low from thei sky
until he almost skimmed the treetops
and the roofs of the houses he reached
homo In safety.

Which Is to relate a recent by the
way air raid Incident In that thrilling
and most audacious factor of up to date
warfare, aerial activity. When the day
Is clear and bright or when the hunter's
moon Illuminates the night the pilots
and observers of the Royal Flying Corps
work overtime, and then some. From
dawn to dawn, without Intermission,
until the rain clouds gather or the fresh
wind grows too unruly, they are hard at
It, fighting high up among the clouds or
bombing railways, ammunition dumps,
aerodromes and billets In back villages.

For every bomb on London In a Ger-

man raid there have been nine hundreo
and ninety-nin- e dropped by our men on
points and posts behind their lines. In
this new warfare of give and take while
the Boches are busy over England the
EngllsTT are busier over Bocheiand.. In
a single day as the result of aerial ob-

servation 127 hostile batteries were
silenced, twenty-eig- ht gun pits were de-

stroyed, eighty men were bombed and
over sixty explosions were caused In
ammunition dumps.

In. two short months 12,999 bombs,
aggregating a weight of 238 tons, were
placed at the disposal of troops,

and batteries In the enemy
lines. The It. F. C. In the period from
Saturday. February 16, to Wednesday,
February 20, accounted for seventy Ger-

man aeroplanes with a loss of twelve.
The naval airmen bagged a further eight
without loss and tha French were re-

sponsible for twenty-si-x.

The German airmen are not lacking
In courage, but the policy of their com-

manders appears to be to be manoeuvre
them In large formations, fifteen and
twenty at a time. Six Is a common
party. The "tip and. run" strategy of
their bombers Is only of advantage at
night From a great altitude they "lay
their eggs" Indiscriminately and then
make off at a breakneck speed tor tneir
base. The larger types of machines,
such as the trtplane, are greatly favored.
And more than anything they are Jack-In- s-

In that code of traditions fostered
toy the British navy and so admirably
developed cy me airmen.

The outstanding feature of the air
combat Is the continuous" gallantry and
audacity of the British pilots. One
youthful veteran, attacked by a fighting
formation of Boches, fired Into one ma-

chine, which turned over on Its back and
spun down out of control. Then he
turned his attention to another and fired
200 rounds Into It Suddenly It went
Into a spin ami crashed.

Out with a battle flight of our own
the following day he added another Ger-

man to Ms bag. Then, to make full
measure that day. he spun lower and
fined an observation balloon. In the
afternoon he finished the aggregate of
four enemy aeroplanes and a balloon In
three days.

Two British machines photography
bound ran up against half a dosen of
the enemy's. Strictly speaking, tneirs
was a craft but, an
noyed at the Interruption, they laid
about the enemy with their machine
gun to such effect that tn a short time
they had knocked out two or ineir

The rest then flew away and
the Britons returned In peace to helr
picture making.

Ilecently our bombers achieved a di-

rect hit on a German army ktnsma with
results which, according! to a prisoner's
story, were disastrous. Immediately the
Germans retaliated by bombing our hos- -
4altals and etretcher bearers behind the
lines.

Cattle Grading- - Ends.
With tha Institution of the meat card

the system of grading cattle and sheep
comes to an end. The .Ministry of Food
will take over the slaughter houses.
whether private or public. The officials
of the Ministry will superintend the
weighing of the carcases and tha farm
er will be paid for every pound of meat
he produces and no more. The butcher
will buy the exact quantity he wants
and be will know what he U going to
get.

The price to be paid for beef will be
24 cents a pound and for mutton 26
cents. This amount will be paid to .the
farmer less a slight charge' for expenses.
A small charge will be also made to the
buyer on the same grounds.

The destination of the meat will be
settled by the needs of the different
areas of the country. No meat will be
allowed to leave a district If that dis-
trict Is only capable of supplying itself.

The whole of the country has been
mapped out Into areas and local commit-
tees will report 'to centres the needs of
the retailers In their areas. Meat sup-
plies will tie allotted accordingly..

liondon has been divided into five sec-
tions for the purposes of distribution.
Each, area has been allotted a section of
Smithfield Market and' the butchers' as-
sociations will do their buying In these
sections through an official buyer who
as far as possible will fall In with the
wishes of the retailers represented.

FOOD COST TOPS-WAGE- S

IN PARIS

Problem of Living Increasing
ly Hard for Low Paid

Workers.

fascial CoTTumonttmt to Tmm Scs.
Paxis, March 1. In general wages tn

France have not by any means been
going up on a par with the high cost of
living. This was so before the war and
latterly It has been accentuated. All
Paris municipal employees recently have
had three francs a day tacked on" to
their wages, and this applies to the low- -
est, paid charwoman and the president
of the Municipal Council alike, to the
drivers of fire engines and to employees
of the gas company and the subways.
This helps a lot as their numbers are
great

Certain essential Paris trades have
not put Increased wages In force, nota-
bly those of millinery and dressmaking,
and. the workers, "the mldlnettes" and
the'"flrat hands" as well, have brought
things to such a pitch that the Minister
of Labor and the officials of their trade
union have agreed to get together and
formulate a scale which will be accept-
able to employers-an- employees alike.

One stumbling block Is likely to be the
question of tho Saturday half holiday,
which, known here as "semalne

Is only half what Its title Indi-
cates, In that employers do not want nor
do they expect to pay for this time. If
unpaid It cuts the worker's wage 16.2
per cent to begin with, and this Is per-
haps more than any possible contem-
plated raise would be. leaving the prob-
lem still unsolved. The development of
the question Is very vital for Paris,
which depends so largely upon this trade
for a great deal of the ready cash cir-
culated here before the war.

PARIS JUDGES GET
ONLY $800 A YEAR

Agitation for Incrmtut in Sal--
arum. Come to Nothing.

Paris, March 1. A more astonishing
phase of the salary question Is that
which applies, to court Judges, which
have naturally no union to take up
their battles. There has been agitation
from time to time In higher circles, but
nothing has come of It and the magis-
tracy still ekes out a penlble existence
on salaries ranging from 1300 to $6,000
a year for the highest In the land, the
former being the small town Judge of
the provinces.

It Is stupefying to think of a Paris
Justice on the bench being pal only
the equivalent of 1800 a year and a
Supreme Court nf Cassation Judge get-
ting but 13,600 and the four highest
magistrates of the republlo being al

lowed only 16,000.
In aplte of this the magistracy of

France has ever been above suspicion,
and one wonders that It would not be a
more profitable branch ot their profes-
sion did they but practise law beforo
other Judges who could afford to serve
their country at the figures given. For
a fact this is probably Just what hap-
pens, though there ls a well defined
movement to Increase these salaries all
up and down the scale.

A proposition has been advanced
which comprehends adding three million
francs to a budget which before the war
was five billions, a proposition which
Is as 3 to 6,000. Certainly good law
administration Is worth the small' in-

crease that It costs, and the rievo'ed
representatives who Interpret that law
In France will In nowise be averse to the
project becoming a part of the yearly
budget on uie line suggested.

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PEAC0 TREATY

BARRED POPE

Germany Schemed to Have
Vatican Represented

in Conferences.

TO INTIMIDATE ITALY

Threatened to Insist on Resto-

ration of Temporal Power
if She Joined Allies.

Rome, Feb. 28. It was naturally In-

evitable that the vexed "Roman ques-

tion" should bo raised tn connection with
the world's war. The Pope repeatedly
disavowed any Intention of availing him-

self of the war to renew the claim of
temporal power or demand a settlement
safeguarding the Independence of the
Holy See, but the "Roman question"
which Prince Bismarck promised to sup-
port In 1870 was used as an argument
If not as a weapon by Prince von Bue-lo- w

In his efforts to avert Italy's inter-
vention.

Germany and Austria In fact were
determined to uphold the rights of the
Pop on Rome and Insist upon the res-

toration of temporal power If Italy
Joined the Allies against them, and the
Austro --German propaganda In Italy gen-
erally and tn tho Vatican particularly
was based on the "Roman question'' to
intimidate Italy. The Austro-Germa-

spared no effort to create complications
between Italy and the Holy See.

The campaign to have tho Pope repre-
sented at the peace conference originated
In Germany before Italy's Intervention
and was (intensified thtroughout tha world,
as was to be expected when Italy Joined
the Allies. Fortunately the relations be-

tween the Vatican and Italy remained
normal despite the war and Austro-Ger-m-

propaganda to a great extent
proved a failure. Incidents and mis-
understandings, often due to unjustified
diffidence, could not be avoided now
and then, and the Pope was compelled
to protest when the dlplomatlo represen-
tative of the Central Empires accredited
to the Holy See left Rome In May, 1915,
and on a few other occasions during the
last three years when his slleVice was
apt to be misconstrued as tacit approval.

Baron Sonnlno was Justified In affirm-
ing before Parliament that the Italian
Government had always safeguarded
under every respect the rights of the
Holy See during the difficult and com-
plex situation created by the war, and
irterprted both the letter and the spirit
of the Law of Guarantees In such a way
as to allow full freedom of action and
manifestation to the Holy See. By so
doing the best proof has been afforded
that the of the Law
of Guarantees was unnecessary since as
a national Italian law proved sufficient In
a case like the present when practically
all the nations of the world are at war
to uphold the rights of liberty and In-

dependence of the Papacy.

Peace Treaty Excluded Pope.
The latest but by no means the last

misunderstanding between Italy and the
Vatican relates to clause IS of the
secret treaty of London concluded April
26. 1915, among Italy, France, Great
Britain and Russia. Secret treaties ap-
parently are useless nowadays, as they
are secret In name only. Even beforo
this particular secret treaty was signed
and when Italy's Intervention was still
doubted, the news mysteriously leaked
out that one of its clauses excluded the
Pope or his representatives from tho
peace conference. It was then that the
Austro-Germa- n campaign for tho In-

clusion of the Pope In the peace con-
ference was started and proposals for
the settlement of the "Roman Question"
began to be made both In Germany and
Austria and In neutral countries. Thero
Is no doubt that the Pope was not only
aware of the existence of this clauao, but
that a copy ot the wnole secret treaty
had been sent to htm from Germany or
Austria. Proof that such a copy had
been received by the Pope Is naturally
lacking, but It was no secret for any
one connected with the Vatican that the
Allies had fixed a sort of time limit for
Italy's Intervention, which expired on
May 26, 1916.

Naturally enough no use could be
made ot the knowledge thus obtained
by the Vatican about the secret treaty.
and In his publio utterances dealing
witn me war me rope carefully ib
stained from the slightest allusion on
the subject Last December, however,
the Bolsbsvtkl published the text of the
secret treaty, and according to the ver-
sion given In the Russian newspaper
liveeua clause 16 is sa. follows:

France, Great Britain and Russia
bind themselves to support Italy In
not allowing representatives of the
Holy See to undertake dlplomatlo
action relating to the conclusion ot
peace or to the settlement of ques-
tions connected with tho war

Text of Clanse Not Aathentle.
It Is admitted that the text ot tho

clause Is not authentic and there Is
every reason to believe that It was Dur- -

posely altered to create complications
between Italy and the Holy See. When
a Catholic member of the Italian Par
liament asked Baron Sonnlno for expla-
nations about this clause the Under
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs
replied as follows: "No secret clause
oxlsts In the agreements between Italy
and the i Allies affirming that France.
England and Russia would support
Italy's opposition against any step on
the part of the diplomatic representa-
tives of the Holy ft relating to the
conclusion of poaco or to the solution of
questions connected with the war."

It was evident that the denial Im
plied not the ot any clause
in general, out' or tne clause published
by tne uoisnevlkl, and erroneously
woruea. ano repiy or tne under Secre
tary of State was not satisfactory, the
more' so as Lord Robert Cecil replying to
questions In the House of Commons ad-
mitted the existence of the clause, which
he Interpreted as meaning that the Pope
or his representatives should be ex-
cluded from the peace conference be
cause peace conditions should be dis-
cussed only by the belligerents.
8trangely enough Lord Cecil's reply was
suppressed by Italian censorship, which
also prohibited the publication of the
version of the treaty of London given
by the Bolshevik! and reproduced In
England and the United States.

TRADE PROBLEM

BESETS BRITAIN

Solution Must Bo Found. for
After War Commercial

Puzzle.

EFFICIENCY THE GOAL

Economists .Hunt Substitute
for Present System of

State Paternalism.

Special Correipondence to Tns Bok;
London, March 2. After the war con-

ditions of trade are Just now the sub-
ject of profound thought In the British
Empire, It Is realized that whatever
the outcome of the "war there wilt have
to be radical changes In methods em-
ployed In the competitive markets of the
world. The last three years have seen
State control extended not only der
personal liberty, but to the regulation of
food, the direction of most of the Im-
portant Industries and to the complete
control of overseas commerce. 7The re-

sults cannot be said to be such as were
confidently predicted by the believers In
State ownership and State control of all
activities. In fact, the experience In
these years has developed a sentiment
among all classes In favor of bringing
to an end this control as quickly as pos-- J
siDie arter the conclusion of the war.
Manufacturers, merchants, shipping
owners and the working classes appear
to be of one mind tn the matter.

An Important contribution to the In-

formation possessed as to the workings
of State control was a recent report sub
mitted to ithe Commercial Committee of
the House of Commons, embodying the
conclusions of a special
which was representative of all parties
In Parliament. In this report the mem-
bers of the pictured the
whole machinery of the empire's foreign
trade and tho merchants who have been
the main Instruments In Its upbuilding
threatened by ruin. In their Investiga-
tions they found new Government de-
partments taking control of Important
lines of endeavor without any special
knowledge of the Intricate workings of
commerce. In many cases the experi
ence or men jrho had devoted their lives
In a particular line was Ignored. The
system brings results temporarily by
reason of a certain efficiency which It
Is able to bring to bear. But. In the
opinion of the Govern
ment control puts nothing In the place
of what It destroys. It does not strive
to maintain the liner details of the great
web of worldwide commerce, nor docs tt
creaU a machinery providing for the

and competent passage from
war conditions to peace conditions, when
the scrambling for trade In Increased
proportions will be Indulged In by all the
countries of the world.

Merchant Mnst Stay.
The quoting from a

report of the Liverpool Chamber of
Commerce, warns the Government that
"any attempt to eliminate the merchant
and the employment of his capital, ex-

perience and technical knowledge In
commercial undertakings will bring dis-
aster to the commercial prestige of the
country and form one of the greatest
assets to our enemy that they can desire
after the war."

Speaking recently on the same subject
Sir It Vassar-Smlt- h declared that "In
the desire to avoid the middleman the
merchants have been superseded so
that their knowledge of markets, ot
products and of values has been lost to
the country. I cannot help thinking
that If Ub had been made of their ex-

perience vast sums might have been
saved."

In commenting upon these statements
the Westminster Gazette, which has re-

cently published a series ot articles
upon the control of trade by the Gov-
ernment, says: "The evidence for these
conclusions Is overwhelming. The cry
analnst State control, however, extends
far beyond the merchants. Generally
speaking, there Is no class less deserv-
ing of sympathy than the ship owners,
who have made great sums out of the
conditions brought about by the war.
Tet they are aa loud In their protests
against the effects of bureaucratic con-
trol as are the men who have been put
out of business altogether. The ship
owner Is entitled to claim that his
skill, enterprise and knowledge of mar-
kets Joined to the conditions in which he
works not only made the British mer-
chant marine the carriers of half the
produce of the world, but provided Great
Brltalr. with an asset without which It
would have been Impossible for the Al-

lies to pursue the war. The ship own-
ers contend that so long as they were
allowed to carry on their businesses un-

der their own control they were able
to bring to the country products sub-
stantially not less In quantity than
those of pre-w- years, and that not-
withstanding the drain upon shipping
for naval and transport requirements."

It Is everywhere acknowledged that
tho necessities of the Government de-

manded that a certain control by the
State was Imperative. But such control
should have utilized the Vest bralnB of
ship owners, shippers and merchants
and not replaced these by a purely. bu-

reaucratic system which had an eye
only for tho affairs of the present and
Ignored the possibilities of the future,
when Immense problems will be pre-

sented for solution. The dissatisfaction
with this - method, which Is general
among employers and workmen In their
service, Is deeper than the Ignoring of
experience and the resentment due to
tho sight ot the destruction of busi-

nesses that took a lifetime to build up.
It Is not believed to be an efficient way
to prepare for coming competition to
