I.o.tioN March IT. The Germans
have occupied Nlkolayev. In nddltlon to
Odessa, according lo a neuter despatch
from Potrogrnd. Nlkolayev Is situated
about sixty miles east and a llttlu north
from Odessa, on the Bug Htver. twenty
miles above Its mouth.

lloth Odessa and Nlkolayev were
taken without fighting. The fleet nt
Odessa hud (led to Sebastopol. Tho Ger-

mans Immediately suppressed the Soviets
in both cities and seized the naval yards
at Nlkolayev.

The German advance continues In the
direction of Kherson. The first train
direct from Berlin arrived in oaesa
yesterday.

Although It is customary to speak of
Odessa as the chief grain centre of Rus-

sia, that position Is really occupied by
Nlkolayev. where most of the export
trade in wheat Is concentrated. Aside
from this, the city, which Is very
strongly fortified, Is an Important naval
bae, the headquarters of the Black Sea
Heel and the peat of a military governor,
who commands it. H has also a great
navy yard, covering nearly 200 acres, and
has had lu.000 men at work there In re-

cent years building ships.
An American grain dealer who re-

cently visited Nlkolayev reported that
the storehouses there ptobably contained
alxuit r.,000,000 bushels of wheat

The Iteuter correspondent nt Petrograd
says that strong detachments of the Red
Army on Friday night arrested a regi-
ment of the Prlebrajlnky guards on
suspicion of counter revolutionary de-

signs. M. Joff, who was chairman of
the Russian peace delecallon at Brest-I.ttovs-

has been appointed Russian
Ambassador at Berlin.

An Indication of the extent to which
Germany Is planning to exploit the in-

dustrial and commercial resources of
Russia Is given by a despatch from
Petrograd stating that Albert Ballln,

of the Hamburg American
Steamship I.lne, and Hcrr a
Prussian financier, are expected there on
a business mission.

llerr Ballln Is one of the principal
figures In the German business world,
and for n long time was looked upon as
the chief figure. He was regarded as the
Kaiser's chief adviser In business af-
fairs, although lecently he has been out
of favor with tho Kmperor because of his
eevere criticism of the Government's
policy as not sufficlentlv liberal. That
a man of his character should be sent to
Russia Is significant.

British Drop Thirteen Tons of
Bombs In Hay.

Great bombing
mills against Germany have been car
ried out by British airplanes.

the American people to win the war.

Improved weather conditions.

March 16 (delayed). After a terrific
artillery preparation this morning larsre
numbers of the enemy crossed No Man's
Land on the extreme right of the Amer-
ican sector northwest nf Totrl. Appar-
ently the purpose of the raid was quickly
accomplished and only a comparatively
small number entered our lines. Per-
mission has not been given to mention
the number of casualties.

Tills raid, like most of tho others car-
ried out all the way from ihe sea to
Switzerland, was designed to gather In-

formation hy means or raking prisoners.
Xew German troops have entered the

line In front of us. Apparently they
have been told they arc opposite Ameri-
cans, because many times the new ar-
rivals have been seerr observing us curi-
ously through field glasses. This curi-
osity has proved disastrous to them on
more than one occasion, for our snipers
arc as active as our artillery

Mill Hold Captured I.lne.
The American troops In the sector east

of Luncville, In conjunction with the
French, are etlll holding the former-enem-

trenches northeast of Hadon?
villers, although the Germans have made
another attempt to drive them nut with
artillery. Shells, most of them heavy,
and some of tlxem of the 12 Inch tve,
have pounded the position Intermittently,
but the Americans and their allies have
held on.

Consolidation of the position has been
continued, and the series of operations In
this particular part of the sector has
brought the French lines up on a front
of nearly three miles. The parapets have
been turned toward the enemy, dugout
entrances have been changed, and new
dugouts have been built to protect the
men.

Friday night it appeared as i; the
enemy would abandon his attempt to
drive out the American and French,
realizing that this is an alums- - hopeless
task.
