REFLECTS DISQUIET

Annexationist Demands May

End In Upheaval That
Will Shake Empire.

NEW YOKCK CALLED FOR

Topular Government Still Is
Matter of Derision in

Kaiser's Land.

Gcrmnn newspapers arriving n this
country give an adHcd innight into the
disturbed political condition in Ger-man- y.

Just prior to the resumption of
all power by th German military au-

thorities the following appeared in "Yor--

tnjprM," the official organ of the Ger
man Socialist party:

"They shout for revolution of the
Generals. 'Where Is Yorc'ic?' Is the headi-

ng- of an article In the Deutsche Taaca-railun-

which concludes:
Where Is the Yorclc for whom this

dire time Is so anxiously waiting? Is
there not one among all the paladlnea?

"The allusion tn Yorck- - a General fa-

mous In German history because he re-

fused to obey his King's orders and
to be shot Is unmistakable. Here

la a aummons to our Generals to go over
the head of the Government and deal on
their own Initiative with the enerm
mad If they choose break off negotiations
and continue the war.

"What this would mean If It actually
came to pass needs not be discussed
hare. Yorck offered his head to his
king, but kept It because he acted In
the sense of historical necessity and had
the people behind him.

"But the General who to-d- would
olav the role of Yorck. acting on the
minectlon of the .Deutsche Taoesrel- -
tuna. would find out that In his case
the incident would not be closed by the
mere offer. For he would have neither
historical necessity nor the will of the
people behind him. He would act
merely In the Interest of a small clique
of disgruntled annexationist politicians.

Dented Concrete Threats.

"Is this call for a new Yorck also
only a 'warning"? Kay It Is a concrete
threat and advocacy of a military coup
d"etat !"

tThls Is the first Intimation of a
"revolutionary threat" by Gen. von
Gelbsattel to reach this country.
Gelbsattcl army corps
both In the eai-- t and the west during
the first two years of the war and
frequently was mentioned In the Ger-
man War Office reports. He Is re-

tired, and the action referred to in
the Voriraerfs presumably la the
reason.
Here iti a typical tirade against the

German Liberals and Racialists of the
tort that 80 riled I'hUip NchcUlemann,
molarity Socialist leader, that hi re-
cently threatened the Government it
would be "swept away" by the mantes
if It continued to make covimon cause
with the junker.

"fn the eleventh hour the meeting was

forbidden by tint jwllce. Tho War Suf-
ferers lliirnl thereupon adjourned to its
regular mm'tlnu place. No sooner had
they arrived there when police again
appeared and ordered tho meeting
closed.

"Ono of the members, who wore the
Iron Cross1, thereupon called upon those
present Immediately to surrender their
Iron Crows to tho chairman as a pro-
test against the action of the authori-
ties.

"Tho Clerman people must back their
peace negotiation as one man, so that
we shall obtain the necessary security
for the future."

A plan, lv put forward In
the Berlin press, to cover the costs of
the war by a huge tax on the fortunes
of the great capltalleis .mrougnoui uir
empire has been met by an--' organized
nationwide press campaign opposing It.

The Saxon Minister of Finance, In a
speech In the Saxon upper house, cate-

gorically rejected the project on these
main grounds : .

1. Immediately after the war Oerman
commerce. Industry and agriculture will
require a gigantic capital for the re-

construction of the national business life.
2. The proposal If carried out would

affect the workers as well as employers,
since It would have a marked Influence
upon wagoa.

3. Indirect taxes and Government
monopolies should be sufficient to cover
the war costs, "nor should we. In any
circumstances renounce .our claims for
war Indemnities from our adversaries."

At the last session of the Bundesrath
(Federal Council) all German Inland
shipping companies were placed virtually
on a level with the big ocean lines and
measures were adopted completing tho
absolute Government monopoly of all
Inland shipping.

Notable among ttiese measures Is one
forbidding the uale of stocks to any
Germans who do not resldo within the
German empire and to corporations
which do not have their chief offices in
Germany or the bulk of whose capital
is owned by foreigners.

DANISH PROTEST SINKING.

Brutality of Submarine Officer

Arouses Tfrutral.
London, March 17. The sinking, out-

side the danger zone two days ago by a
German submarine, of the Danish
steamship Itandelsborg, 1,551 tons gross.
Is reported In an Exchange Telegraph
despatch from Copenhagen. The cap-

tain wan taken on board tho submarine
and entered a protest, but the German
commander said that unless the ship
wiui abandoned within five minute she
would be sunk with all huiulu

The Germans seized all food on board
as well as other articles, and carried
off the captain of the vessel, Thoy
promised to tow the boats to Norway,
but Instead of doing so left the men
to their fate.

showers, but only one man was hit, fi.
W. Mastlnno, wiper, who was wounded
In the teg. He fell on the deck and his
shipmates were right there to pick him
up In the thickest of the bursting shells.
He lost quite u lot of blood beforo they
brought him amidships.

"The noble work of the second officer
and the steward no doubt saved his life.
They took quite a piece of shrapnel out
of his leg. If we had waited for a doc-
tor blood poisoning ItilKlit liAVe; 6t In,
and we miles away from nowhere.

"The ship's officers and crew were
there to help the gunners at alt times,
and several of them were down In the
hold and passing ammunition to the
guns, singing as they went along. You
would have thought they were at a pic-
nic. They did not give themselves a
chance to think that It meant life or
death until tho show was over.

"Fritz was about seven or eight thou-
sand yards from us throughout the bat-
tle. When he came In nearest our chief
gunner ordered the guns at extreme ele-
vation and the shots seemed to fall all
around him. It was then that It looked
good to us.

"One shot landed right on him. It
seemed to us. He went down and did
not come up again. We fired a few
more shots at the repot where he had
d'sappearcd. In all we sent ninety shots
toward him, firing about forty-fiv- e min-
utes. We thought that If he hadn't been
hit he would have sent one of his tin
fishes after us during the night

"After we got on our course again full
speed everything was In our favor. The
sky was covered with clouds and the
moon did not come out until 10 P. M.
We kept a double lookout all night Just
tho same. When morning came most of
us went looking for tho souvenirs Fritz
had sent us.

"To our surprise there were about flf-- I
teen pieces for every man aboard ship.
Wo were talking, tho chief gunner and
myself, about how lucky we wero to
get out of It with our ship under our
feet and wero running along fine on
March I when we heard the officer on
tho brldgo let out an order.

Periscope la Righted.
"We could not make out what he said

Then a sailor came down and we asked
him what was the matter. He said the
Captain had sighted a periscope on his
port beam. A general alarm was
hounded and all tho gunners were a',
their stations In a few seconds. The
Captain ordered the helm over and wo
got Fritz on our starboard quarter.

The mate said that In most of the

Her"
guns wero surely six Inch, were well
handled nnd might have done more
damaga If the tank had been ma-
noeuvred with remirkabte cleverness by
her capable skipper. The mate guessed
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that the cruising radius of the sub--
innrlno might be three months. I

Tank Ship's t'noanal Camouflage.
The camouflage of the tank ship Is

unique In ship decorntlon and was quite
helpful In bewildering the marksman
ship of the submarine gunners. Iter
sides are painted sea color, with wave
effects starting from the water line and
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ending about fifteen feet up. The super-
structure, masts and funnel nro

spangled, trlangled and other-
wise geometrically treated In red, green,
blue, black and yellow,

Bomo of the paint Is scraped off where
the shrapnel struck, and In many places
the pelting of the metal hall has Im-

proved the camouflage. A part of n rail
was carried awav anil the ship's plates
and funnel wer liberally punctured, but
no damage was done near or below the
waterllne.
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
