At least two women of soclal Import.
anca who had known Mme. lerpina via-

They virtu-
ally opsasl a new lins of Investigation
with what seemed to be promiaing
“leads.” No hint of the additional dis-
clomires was made publle.

Deportation Warranis Received.

Prealdential warrants ordering tha de-
poriation of Mme. Despinn, Mme. Char-
lotte Nix, the Haron d# Ileville and
Count de Clalrmont as undeairable allens
weore recelved from Washington yester-
day. All the prisonera wers transferred
Immediately to Ellls Ialand, sxcept De
Clalrmont. He Ia serlously i1l of A stom-
ach troubls |n his apartment at 44 Weat
Fifty-eighth atrest, which Is guarded by
A Federal agent. It is doubtful If he will
TeCOVer.
