ing: "Victory will be ours, but we must
work and produce Incessantly. The
peace that wa shall achieve will come
out of the definite triumph of right
through victory. Victory alone can give
us that peace, and In the meanwhile wo
must multiply our means and energies."

Gen. Bell spoke fervently of the valor
of the Polhi and aroused the French of-

ficers to cheers when he gave tho toast.
"May the American soldiers equal the
soldiers of France."

of the German American Alliance In the
United States prior to America's decla-
ration of war was donned to-d- by
tho Itov. Slrmund von Bosse, Its presi-
dent, before the Senate
now considering the Klnc bill to revoke
that organltatlon's charter.

Up to the entrance of the United
Btates Into the war members of the
German American Alliance looked on
the soldiers of Imperial Germany as
their blood brothers, and the organiza-
tion exerted Its every lawful effort to
encourage and sustain them, Dr. von
Bosse- - told the committee.

"Ths day America declared war the
German American Alliance, although
deeply grieved, thought It was necessary
to abandon their attitude," he contin-
ued. "Tho members of the alliance
since that time have centred their hopes
on the speedy realization of America's
war alms, fully cognizant that such real-
isation must mean the death by Ameri-
can bullet and shell fire of thousands of
German soldiers."

Dr. von Bosse made every effort to
assure the that It was
not admiration for the German Govern-
ment or the power of German military
junkerdom that prompts German Amer-
ican Alllanco leaders to seek a complete
organization of persons of German na-
tivity or descent In tho United States,
but on the contrary It Is n feeling of
.devotion to Teutonic literature, German
tradition and the arts and customs of
the Fatherland which It sought to per-
petuate In America.

It was remarked, however, by the ex-

amining Senator and the Interested
group of spectators that during his two
days of constant presence on the witness
stand Dr. von Busse had not taken ad-
vantage of Innumerable opportunities to
express either for himself or his organi-
zation any antagonism either toward the
Kaiser or the manifestations of German
perfidy, cruelty or treachery which have
marked the conduct of Germany at war

"Wo are at war with Germany," said
Dr. von Uusse. "and no matter how we
have differed in opinion before the war,
on matter where our sympathies lay,
we have as Americans but one duty
now. and that Is to bring the war to a
speedy and successful conclusion. To
this end we German Americans have loy-
ally dedicated ourselves."
