TROTZKY FOR WAR.

Aoka Allien Aid Agnlilst German
Occupation, Is Ilcport.

Paris, March 27. A statement that
I.eon Trotsky has npproached the En-
tente with a new proposal, manifesting

desire to orgatdxo military resistance,
to the Germans, with tho eventual sup
port ot French military missions, ap
pears y In the I'etlt 'nrlslcu.

There can be no better way of de
fining the nttltudn of the Untento In this
matter, tho newspaper says, "than by
saying again that tho Allies) have been
and continue to be willing to support all
elements In Russia which desire to op
pose tho German Invasion, Such, we
believe, aro tho Intentions of France, as j

formulated by tho Government."
Tho present ofTlclal status of M.

Trotsky has not been mndo clear. He
resigned, as Foreign Minister early this
mouth. After tho removal ot tho Gov-
ernment to Moscow he was said to be
In control of the situation at I'etro-
grad as head of the Military Revolu-
tionary Committee.

SpcaklnR at ono of the many meetings
arranged yesterday tn Moscow "In de-

fence of the fatherland," tho Associated
Presi correspondent there reports, Trot-ik- y

said :

"The authorities temporarily In Mos- -
are virtually camping.

I'etrograd to thow that even the capture i

of that city does not mean death for the
Soviet republic. Wc seized power and
will not let go, but we arc now weak and
poor, tt e have no bread, no army, no
transportation, but swear wo wont to
live and will be strong and that Ilussla
will never be an enslaved country.

"We will Introduce compulsory mlll-tar- y

training for the workmen and peas-
ants and will create an nrmy of "300,000
men within eight or ten weeks, and
around It the rest of Russia will or-
ganize."

CAUCASUS MAY FIGHT.
Will Itcslst Srlinre of Districts by

the Tnrks,
Iaindo.v, March 27. A strong move-

ment Is in progress in the Caucasus for
a declaration of war against Turkey,
says an Kxchange Telegraph despatch
from Moscow dated Saturday.

Iveadlng members of the Caucasus Diet
are quoted as declaring the Nationalists
will never agree to the passing of Cau-
casian districts Into the hands of the
Turks.

A Iteuter despatch from I'etrograd re-

ports that the tribes of the Chechenes,
on the north slopo of the Caucaus,
where they number about 150,000, have
risen under Russian otllcers against the
Soviet authorities In the Caucasus.

TO BE SUPPRESSED

Misleading Captions Cause
Senate Military Com-

mittee to Act.

CREEL BUREAU INQUIRY

Pictures Intended to Infer
That Hundreds of Planes

Wero Ready for War.

Special Dftpnteh to Tun .lev.
Wabiiinoton, March 27. Tho tfenato

Military Committee after hearing teatl- -
mony on the subject y voted ns a
unit to demand tho immediate suppres-
sion of series of photORraDlin of air-
craft In process of construction with
misleading optimistic captions (which
had been prepared for the press tho
Committee on Information. Tho Inves-
tigation was not completed only
one witness Lawrence Rube!, director of
tho division of pictures of the Commit-
tee on Public Information, being exam-
ined.

It Is the Intention of the committee
to sift to tho bottom the

entire system of picture circulation and
llkewlso make an effort to trace the
source of the statements embodied In
tho captions to the effect that hundreds
of aeroplanes were being made and
were ready for shipment to France.

The were listed by the com-
mittee for release on March 31. Fol-
lowing the lltlo "Aeroplane
Iteady for Shipment 'Over There' was
the further explanation on the commit-
tee's list that "hundreds of aeroplanes
havo been shipped to France our fac-
tories have now reached quantity pro-
duction and thousands upon thousands
will soon follow."

Other descriptions were of similar
character. The Impression conveyed
was that the machines were battle-
planes. After 's testimony the
committee sent out a notice, however,
that tho machines wero enly "training

Source the IMrtures.
The pictures In question, It developed,

had been Issued to tho Creel Hureau by
Col. Deeds, head of the Aircraft di-
vision of the Signal Corps. Col.
gave the pictures to Mr. Kubel. at the
same time Indorsing them ai released
for publication with his "O. K." Kubel
told the committee that the permission
to use them was verbal and that In
giving him tho pictures which showed

"Did ou question Mr. Stiunsky as to
what basis had for the statement
that these planes were en route f.i"

having them.

Paulsboro's Guns Either Sink
or Damage Submarine in

Running; Fight.

OWNERS PRAISE GUNNERS

Shells From Underwater Boat
Fall All Around Oil Ship,

Some Hitting Rigging.

Fprcial UftpatcK to TnE Scv.
Vashinoton, March 27. Tho story of
running fight between an American

merchant ship nnd a submarine, In which
total of clghty-elg- shots were fired

by the armed gun crew, who believe that
tho submarine either was sunk or badly
damaged, Is told In a report given out
by tho Navy Department

Tho American ship was tho. Vacuum
OH Company's ship Paulsboro, Capt.
Frank W. Chapman. In a letter to the
N'tvvy Department the owners of the ves-
sel asserted It was only tho wonderful
fight put up by tne navy crew on board
that prevented tho snip from being sunk.

Tho Paulsboro sighted tho submarine
on March 1, at 5:25 P. M., about 8,000
yards away dead ahead. Tho submarine
opened Urn at once, but missed on the
first shot. Tho report says:

"Tho second enemy shell passed
through the phlp's rigging forward of tho
bridge and cut the forward port stay on
the starboard beam and burst. Tho sub-
marine was then about one point off the
port bow. When the submarine got for-
ward of the port beam tandem flro wa.s
directed at the ship's head and shells
burst ahead and on both sides of the bow
and appeared to drop straight down.

"When off the vessel's port beam tho
submarine began shooting salvos, the
shells passing close over the top of the
bridge. Tho Paulsboro's gun kept up a
steady flro. When tho submarine ob
tained a position on the port quarter she
fired, at an angle, resorting to tandem
tire again and directing the shells across
the bridge. The shells from the forward
gun of the submarine fell slightly short,
bujf close to the ship's side, The after
r'n appeared to have more velocity than
too forward gun and tho molls passed
over tho ship and struck near tho star-
board bow.

"A tierce firing was kept up from
that anglo until the fnibmarino got
astern. Apparently picking her own
position, she remained slightly on the
vessel's port stern and fired from that
position, the forward guns shells still
dropping short.

"The submarine !ieu orew closer,
using both guns In tandem tire, the
shells falling on both shins of tlie ship.
Shrapnel was now being used and some
of the shells burst before conta. t, scat-
tering about the deik. One shell burst
against the ship's side on the port beam.

"Shells fell in all dliectlons, on both
sides and over the length of the ."hip.

shell hurst close to the ship's stern.
Fragments of It became embedded In
the wooden deck at the icar of the gun's
crew. Another shell burst alongside
of tlie slarlioaid bow. The tiemendous
concussion threw all the men on the
platform to the deck, face forward.

"Itoth of the Paulsboro's guns now
had tho range on the submarine, and a
rapid fire was kept up. The submarine
apparently dropped back and the ship's
shells fell either on top of the sub-
marine or clo"o. to her bow. The sub-
marine then ceased tiring, swung broad-sld- o

to and submerged or sank bow-firs-

with the stern up at an angle
of about 13 digrees. She disappeared
In about twenty teconds.

"As there was about twenty minutes
of excellent lisht for gun fire lemaln-In- g

and the submarine's last two shells
fell near the bow- of the ship it is be-

lieved tho submarine was damaged and
in distress."
