club owner.

"I realise," Md he, "that the great
population of tile Uast makes It de-
sirable so far a the attendance Is con-
cerned.

ARE FREE AGENTS

National Commission Ihsucs
Ruling' RcIphsIiir' Players

of Disbnmletl Lcnjrue.

All players still held by clubs of the
International League, which disbanded
on Thursday, yesterday were declared
free agents by tha National Commission.
A rullnc to that effect was lisued by
the commission, and was signed by John
K. Tencr. Ban Johnson nnd Clarry Herr-mun- n.

The statement follows:
As the result of tho failure of the

International I,eaKUe to arrange Its cir-
cuit and adopt a schedule tor 19H many
of the resprved players of Its clubs have
applied tn the commission for n ruling j

i relative in ineir Fmiu?--
In some Instnnces It Is represented

that the respects e clubs of complainants
' are In arrears to players for 1917 salary
'
and In other cases the reserving clubs
have failed to tender contractu for the

i coming season up to date. Investigation
establishes thnt many or tliese com-

plaints are true. In the meantime play-
ers of Intornatlonal League teams who
have received offers from other na-

tional agreement clubs have been un-ab- b

to accept them pendlnu tho reor-
ganisation of the Intornatlonal league.

The commission rules that through Its
neglect to reorganise and protect the
national agreement rights of Its players,
all rights to reserved players havo been
forfeited, and that all players of Its
respective clubn are therefore fre
agents nnd eligible to contract with
other national agreement rlubs, except
those drafted or recalled by major
league oluhs or purchased by major or
minor league clubs.

Contracts for IMS entered Into with
other cluhM by plajers of the Interna-
tional League before the promulgation
of .this rultiiK .ire declared valid.
