URGES FORGIVENESS
FOR GERMAN RULERS

Archbishop Lang Says “They
Know Not What Thcy Do.”

Although the rulers (lf Giermany are
responsible for the misery and mufferi g
uriwing out of the war, we should atvlie
to follow the example of Christ and for-
give them, declared the Most Rev, Cosmo
tiordon Lang, Archbishop of York, In his
sermon yesterday at the Good Friday
services in oid Trinity.

“Lat It be our prayer to forelve them,
for they know not what they do'" sald
the Archbishop. “If we remain true to
the apirit of Christ in this great passion
of natlous this praysr must go up even
for tha vulees, With tha erosa before
pup evss, let un think Kindly of the
rulets, =oldlera and the peoplow of Ger-
many and Austria, Those rough svl-
dlers who are Aghting un so desperately
are simple, ignorant.
