Strain of Arrest After Months
of Gaycty on Broadway

Mme. Desplna Davidovitch Storch.
beautiful spy ssuspeet, 23 years old,
ended a varied life nt Ellis Island yes-

terday after a live dnys Illness with
pneumonia. She was apparently In good
health when a Presidential warrant
caused her to bo taken In custody for
deportation to France, but confinement
weakened her unusual vitality, and the
depression of her arrest In addition to
the excitement and gayety of the last
months In this city made her susceptl- -
lilo to diseaso and the end was sudden.

l.rd Tniinled Life.
In the short span of her life Mme

Desplna crowded cveMs of political Im-
portance In hurried and tangled

as she sped from capital to
capital. While there has been denial
from Washington that her Intrigues
have been tlicoo of a spy Charles V.
De Woody of tho Department of Jus-tlc- o

regarded her capture here nt the
Blltmore as one of the most Important
acts of his detective. With Mme. Des-
plna the Count de Clalrmont. Mme. Nix
and Baron do Bevlllo were arrested by
Mr. Do Woody.

other foreign Uoveriunenl. Her youth
and beauty, coupled with an unusually
high Intelligence, were recognized from
the first.

James Hesketh. from whom In a short
time she was separated.

Ten Other Persons Punished

Meatless Day Order.

That the Federal Food Board does
not propose to have Its mandates Ig-

nored was made plain yesterday In tho
case of I, Fox, a restaurant man at 85
Lee avenue, Brooklyn, who was sum-

moned to appear for a hearing on a
charge of violating the meatless day
regulations. Fox simply did not appear.
After satisfying themselves that a sub
poena had been served on Fox Chair-
man Johln Mitchell nnd Arthur Williams,
Federal Food Administrator for the
city, made an order that wholesalers
should cut off feod supplies from Fox's
place. Without supplies. It was argued,
Fox would have a hard time trying
to do business. Any wholesaler ellsre-gardt-

the board's order will run the
risk of losing his license permitting
him to do business. !

The board pressed homo tho point that
tho temporary suspension of meatless
days does not mean that those who have
violated the regulations In tho past will
be treated with unusual consideration.
There were hearings on twenty-fiv- e com-
plaints. Nine men were ordered to close
their places for one day nnd one was
ordered to take days off for mak-
ing what the administrators called "false
statements."
