The send of patriotlsm out of which
the Chamber of Commerce of New York
sprung !n 1768 bore fruit at the cele-
bration vesterday of the 160th auniver-
aary of that Institution, attended by
approximately SO0 representatives of
finance, bankihg, commerce and indus-

Addresses made by Gov. Whitman,
Gov, KFilge of New Jersey and Nleholaw
Mirray _Butler, prosident of t‘olumbia
University, so roused the patriotism of
those present that financlers and promi-
nent bumsiness men forgot thelr usual
dignity and flled the huge assembly room
with cheers, -

Eugenius H. Outerbridge, president af
the Chamber of Commerce, was in the
ehalr at the meeting. which was opened
with the presentation by the commities
of arrangements of a book entitled “A
hronlcls of 160 Years' coveriag the
Mte of tha chamber.

Geavernor Tella of Loyaity.

Gov. Whitman drew loud and
fonged applause when he declared:

“We ahould make it clear throughout
We length and breadih of (he land that
in tha present world confiict all Amer-
lean citizens are either for America or
agalnst  America, Those who ate

against the war ate against Amnerlaa.
Those who are against Ameriea are for
Germany, for the philosophy of govern-
ment which she advocates 8nd for the
®rutal treatment of mankind which she
has perpetrated during this war”
Continuing, Gov. Whitman said:
“Naver more patriotic were the people
of the United Btates than they are to-
Aay. When this war s over and his-
torlans write its true story it will be
said that America decided after greal
Aaliberation upon dircharging a wacred
abligation to civilization and the world
Mar actlons must clearly demonstrate
to the world that the financial, comme: -
eoial and Industrial resources of the
waorld shall be nsed unreservedly to ald
our allles in winning the war. in pro-
tecting our rights and in crukhing to its
Aeath the lnst vestige of hope of the
Prussian nutocrats who seek (0 destroy
personal liberty and to rule the waorkl
for their own selfish and wicked pur-
poses.”
Pledges Siate’'s Resvunrces,

Gov. Whitman then commended the
Chamber upon {ts record and pledged to
the President of the United States and
those sharing with him the responsi-
bility of the nation’s fate. the resources.
funds, men and honor of New York
Btate,
