RALLY FOR SMOKES.

"Flathtlng" Benson and Corporal
Holmes Speak for Fond

In his war rally lecture, "Rack from
Hell." last night at Carnegie Hall, San
uel Cranston Henson. called
"Fighting" Benson, reviewed, at the be-

ginning his Impressions on his first visit
to Relgium, in the first year of the war.
ind although the conditions of devesta
tion there prevailing have been made
familiar in many ways, pictorial and
otherwise, his account was not lost on
the audience, but had its expected ef
fect.

The
speaker went on to manifest his sym-

citizen who is still German at heart
hu saiil lie felt only a withering con-
tempt.

Mr Henson was the chief speaker of
the evening. He was followed by Cor-

poral R. Derby Holmes, who made tho
opportunity to do pome recruiting for
the nrmy. He Is attached to Recruiting
Station 27. and although he is English
nnd was formerly Corjwra4 of Bomers
in the Twenty-secon- d London Rattallon,
lie declared that ho wai now a good
American and "1 am going over again,"
he cried, "because, thank God, they
have made a place for me In an Ameri-
can regiment and I shall sec lite boys
agrln, and go 'over the top' once more!"

This statement was greeted with d

elieers, and when Corporal
Holmes added his plea 5' Mr. Benson's
for smokes, for the soldiers In the
trenches "because they need them and
tliey can't get enough" the cheers were
renewed. This was the cue for a dosen
or so young ladles who passed among
the nudlence with baskets and took up a
collection for Tub Sun Tobacco ioupa

rally. It was opened by tho singing by
the audlencV of "Tho Star Spangled
Banner," and before the lecture Miss
Greta Torpndle sang the Polonaise from
"Mlgnon," a selection perfectly suited to
tho lovely coloratura quality of her
voice. After tho speaking she sang
X.ast Night I Heard the Nightingale"

and "Under the Greenwood Tree; con
eluding with "The Marsellalse." John
Cuehlng presided; at the piano.

In
thu event of a contest, his executors
should make no compromise, but should
fight out the Issue.
