Spell of the Vocal Arts. '

It Is at this point that Mr. Caruso '

does borne of tho most beautiful sing-
ing he has done in recent years. The
audience hangs breathless on every
tone. Now Mr. Caruso lion never told
us that he did not study singing. He
has never froasted tlint lm .Imh nut '

know'how ho accomplishes his vocal
effects. On tho contrary, ho has said
much of tho greatest value and said It
well about the mt of the singer.

Lllll Lehmann, who spent many
years In deeii studv of thmerhnnlim
of singing, wrote a book about it. She
never proclaimed that her singing was r"
merely accidental and without self- -

consciousness.
But the thing to bear In mind Is

that even If there can be singers who
succeed without studying they are
exceptions to the rule. And even the
most unthinking of opera audiences
yields to the spell of a beantlful vocal
art.

that'a another story. In that wide
realm of music which lies beyond the
walls of tho theatre you find yourself
In company with all those famous
concert artists mentioned at the be-
ginning of this article, and to star In
that company you must know how
and why you do everythtra?. For If
you don't, you are going: to discover
to your regret that the real mualo
loving publlo does.
