Tub Sl'.v tuok the setback of Hull

Run with better grace than most ot
the papers far better than Horace
Greeley, who yelled for a truce. It
seemed to see that this was only the
beginning of a long conflict, which
must bo fought to the end, regardless
of disappointments. On August lii,
1861, it declared:

Let there bo Imt one war. Better It
should cost millions of lives ti.an that
we hould live In hourly dread of wars,
contiguous to a people ho could make
foreign ahaucex and laud urinies upon
our shotes to de.-tro-y our liberties,

And on the subject of the war's cost
It said:

No more talk of carrying on the war
economically! The only economy I" to
mako short and swift work of it, and
the people are ready to bear the ex-
pense, if It were five hundred millions of
dollais,

This was printed when the war was
very young: when no man di earned
that it would cost the federal Govern-
ment six times'llvo hundred millions.

Tiik Sr.N's editorial articles were
not without criticism of tho conduct
ot the war. It was one of tho many
papers that demanded' tho resignation
of Seward at a time when tho Secre-
tary of State was generally blamed for
what seemed to be the dilly dallying
of the Government. Lincoln himself
was still regarded as a politician ns
well ns a statesman a view which
was reflected in Tiik Stix's comment
on the preliminary proclamation of
emancipation, September 2, 1SC2:

As the great) st and most momentous
act of our nation, from Its foundation to
the present time, wo would rather have
seen this step disconnected from all
lesser considerations and from party In-

fluences.

Tho inference In this was that Lin-

coln had mado his great stroke on the
eve of tho Republican State conven-
tion in New York,

Tho Tiibttno doclared (hat the proc-
lamation wus "tho beginning of the
end of tho rebellion." "The wisdom of
the step is unquestionable," said the
Tlmc.; "its necessity indisputable."
The businesslike Herald remarked
that it Inaugurated "an overwhelming
revolution in the system of labor,"
The U'orM said that It regretted the
proclamation and doubted the lrel-dent'- s

power to free tho slaves, 'We
regard it with profound regret," 'said
tho Journal of Commerce. "It Is
usurpation of powfrl" shouted the

Such was tho general tone of the
New York morning newspapers dutiiigj
me war. only three Tub Sex, the
Tribune and the Timet could be de-

scribed ns loyalists. The
St'.v was for backing up Lincoln
whenever It believed him right, nnd
that was most of the time; tt it was
free in its criticism of various phases
of the conduct of the war.

"The Sun" support McClellan.
Like most of tho Democrats of New

York. The Sun was an admirer of
Gen. McClellan, and it believed that
his removal from tho command of the
army was due to politic. But when
the election of 1S64 enmo around Tiik
Sfx refused to Join its party con-
temporaries In wild, abuse of Lincoln
nnd Johnson. On the morning after
the Republican nominations it said:

It is no time to quarrel with thoe
inen who hontstly wisii to crush tlw

on the ground that they have
nominated a rail splitter and a tailor
It would be moi e consistent with true
democracy if these men were honored
for rising from an humble rphcre.

Tub Sux supported McClellan, prais.
ing him for his repudiation of the
plnnk in the Democratic platform
which declared the war a failure; but
in the last days of tho campaign it was
frank in Its predictions that Lincoln
would be elected. On tho morning
arter election It had this to sty;

Tho reelection of Abraham Lliuilr,
announces to the world how firmly we
have resohtil to be a fiee and united
people.

After the assassination of Piesldent
IJncoln Tjie Sun said:

In the death ot Mr Lincoln the South
ern people have last oim of the Um
friends they had at the North. II,.
would have treated them with more gen
tleness tnuii any other statesman. Krnin
blm they would Imvo obtalin.il conces-
sions It Is now almost Impo-slh- le for our
rulers and people to grant.

Tiik Sun's attitude toward the
"copperheads" and deluded pucltlsts of
the Xorth is reflected in an editorial
article published on Juno 5, 1SCU. The
Xorth was then In its worst panic.
Only n month previously Lee had de-

feated Hooker at Chancellorsvllle, and
the victorious Confederates were
marching through Maryland Into
Pennsylva-nla- . At a mass meeting in
Cooper Union George tYancls Train
and other copperheads deunuueed the
war, praised Vullandigham of Ohio,
who had been banished into tho South
for his unpttriotlc conduct, nnd de-
clared for "peace nnd reunion." It
was largely a Democratic meeting, but
Tub Sun would not stomach the dis-
loyal outburst:

The fact that over ten thousand peo-
ple assembled In and about Cooper
Union on Thursday evening to listen to
speeches and adopt an address nnd reso.
lutlons prepared under that "eye single
to the public welfaro," discloses the

Federal
troops were in Fredericksburg on the
front page weeks befoie they were
in it in reality; in Richmond years
too soon, liut there wan no doubt
about Gettysburg, although the North
did not get the news until the 5th of
July. Tub Sun cHine out on Monday,
the fith, with tlieso hendllnes:

ing oung newspapermen of New

lie was onlc twenty-fou- r years
old, but ho had had a good deal of
newspaper experience in assisting his
father, the Rev. Pharcollus Church, to
edit apd publish the New York Chron-
icle. After a few weeks In Turn Sun
office, however, Mr. Church saw that
tho paper, though dally treated "with
evangelical sorum, was not likely to
be a howling success; and on Decom
her 10, I860, four months after ho took
hold as publisher, it was announced
that Mr. Church hnd "withdrawn from
tho publication of Tin: Sun for tho
purpose of spending tome months In
European travel and correspondence
for tho paper.
