elgn service, Thir Interest ham cre-
uted n desire for a cooperntion of the
tiovernment, business and edueation
in the early establishment of an ade-
quate course of Instruction, which
GieNy LEVIN SwiGGerr, specialist in
commercinl education of the Unitel
States Burean of Education, says In
the Edweational Reviewe should bhe
“wisely articolated and coordinated
ng to socinl and economic needs, not
only of the natlon but of the grent
eonfraternity of nations, the birth of
which we con plaloly foresee with the
conclusion of this war.”

In the past one of the greaiest diM-
culties was to obtaln young Ameri-

Thizs would clearly indicnte o spes
ciallzation In study which nn large
number of schools could
"owing to the limitedd number of en-
gngements open to thelr students.”
Thir may have been true with eondl-
tions ns they existed previousto 1914
but changes that bhave come sinee
then show that a superior kind of
service |s needed and that it is dim.
cult to obtain. There |s unquestion-
ably a demnnd for men trained In
hanking, commerce and trade. The
opportunities for forelgn trade are
leading tq n change In the organiza-
tion of the departnents of State,
Treasury and Commerce, and there
will be very «ifferent standards for
thelr appointees from those of only
a few years ago. Preparation for
foreign service will mean something
more than furnishing & mere tech-
nique to the diplomat or the business
man engaged in forelgn trade. Mr,
SWIGUETT Says:

"“The deatiny of this natlon (s com-
pelling It to caat off it manner of pro-
vincialiam. to emerge from its state of
igolation, and true te its political prin-
r!ph': 12 endeavor to have the same pro-
laimed aas principles of International
trade and d!plnrﬂcy."
