When Willlam H, Wheelock took over '
the management of the extensive real
sstate holdings of Trinity Church months
ago TuE BuN Intimated that changes
would follow in the physical and rental
conditions of the corporation’s holdings,
realty in the famouns old Greenwich Vil-
inge district. These gprognostications
nave come to puss and annouvnvement Is
made that ‘rinity Is ready to bulld
modern structures of great area for
tsnants who would want such bulldings
m the lower West Side section, which
has great strategical .value because of
Jts proximity to the big steamship land-
m' places, Mr. Wheelock has been
asked repeatedly to tell his plans for
the future of Trinity’'s realty, bdut
psunlly answered by saying he had not
completed a mtudy of the neela of the
wctlon or the property of the corpora-
ton. He has completed thia study ap-
carently, becanuse Trinity is letting it
po known through newspaper advertine-
ments that it In prepared to consider
ihe erection of modern freproof bulld-
igs for tenants on long leases on
Varlck street near the subway station
of the new Seventh avenue line at West
Houston atreet.

Probably this is the first tangible
result of the widening of Vavick street,
its connection with Seventh avenue and
+he completion of the north and south
Interborough Rapld Transit subway,
which will connect Wall and Willlam
streets with this new and inexpensive
West Side district, destined for large
development.

The opening of the subway and the
widening of Varick street come at a
time when the financial district Iv
greatly overcrowded, and coincidently
with the requisition of much office
space by the Government. Business ‘n
many lines has Increased beéyond (ts
normal rate; some concerns having
profited by the war have found It neces-
fary to enlarge their offices: new con-
cerns are trying to eatablish branch
agencles in the city, and no new bulld-
ngks are being bullt. OfMce rentals have
therefore risen vertically, and It |Ir
likely that as each lease now in effect
sxpiren the rate will be Jargely In-
‘renned,

Many concerns are now occupying
mace on different floors, or even in sav-
sral bulldings, so that the ofMce force in
divided, supervision ia lacking, the cost
of operation is greatly Incrensed and
office eMclency correspondingly de-
creased.

It is fair to say that the average rent
pald for the space occupled by clerks s
it least §1.85 per square foot per annum,
The Liberty Loans, the Red Cross, the
neome tax and the excess profita tax
ave taught American business men that
ithough money may be easily made It
s no longer proper or patriotic to waste
it, and that the coet of operation must
it posaible, be decreased rather than

dllowed to [ncreass. Therefore it Is
lear that relief must be sought and an
autler provided, so that offics space at|
<heaper rents and In large ounts can
ne secured. It i equally apparent that |
this cannot be done In the already e8|
tablished business centres. Many have

era, so that the light and charmcter of
the Improvements can all be controlled.
It there were only a few plots ready
for improvement the objection could be
ralsed that only a few business housea
could locete there, and that they would
be alone in a new fleld. This large area
of cheap land, however, will provide
locations for any number of occupants
without causing n marked advawes In
the prices or rents to late comers. The

The moning law prescribes that east
of Varick strect cerfain of the streets
shall be mnintained for residences; on
Varick street, itself, however, office
bulldings and commercial bulldings can
be erected, but only at a halght of 150
feet, meaning thereby a maximum of
twelve floors. When It is realized that
Varick street s now 100 feet wide, and
that the Trinity Church Corporation ean
control the improvement of s0 many
lots, it I8 evident that new bulldings
bullt pursuant to the regulations of the
zoning Iaw will enjoy an extent of light
unknown in the financial district, where
a thirty story bullding on a narrow
atreet darkens cverything In its nelgh-
borhood and causes thousands of clerks
to work and live In offices where the
light aund alr eeriously Injure thelr
bealth and detract from their eMclency.

Bince the average value of this land
Is only §8 per square foot, It follows
that the rental to be charged for office
bulldings or commercial bulldings bullt
thereon wlll be little more than half the
rent now pald In the older and more
established business districta, where the
price of land Is from five Lo ten times
greater than on Varick street.

When it Is reallzed that thls Houaton
street station on the new line can have
direct stalrway oonnection with build-
imgs on the four blocks adjoining it, and
that it will take only seven minutes to
| remch it from, let us say, Wall and

Willlam streets, It is evident that the

An Inapection of this nelghborhood at
the moment produces a most discourag-
ing effect, for although ths street has
been widened the repairing of it ls only
now about to take place, Bulldings have
been demolished for this widening and
others have beeh, cut In two, Seventh
avenue, while physieally cut through and
connecting with Varlck street, .has also

in place, many of the bulldings on
Trinity Thurch Corporation's property
are of great age and help to produce the
impresaion that the nelghborhood needs
rebullding.

However, the profits made In real os-

rallroad stations by the new subway is
logical and that It muast take place.

This new subway, {t must be realized,
passes through the financial section with
#tations at Willlam and John streets and
Willlam and Wall strests and so under
the river to Brooklyn. Golng north It
runs from Varick street Into Bevenih
avenue, where it crosses the Hudson
Tunnels at Christopher street, connects
with the Pennsylvania Station at
Thirty-second street and joina the old
subway at Forty-second street, from
which point it runs north, using the
present tracks up Broadwy, and s0 up
Washington l!allhtl to Van Cortlandt
Park or castward into The Bronx. A
pascenger wishing to go to the Grand
Contral Terminal or up Lexington avenue
will transfer without additional charge
at Foriy-second street, where a shuttle
service will take him to the Orand Cen-
tral or parmit him to use the new East
8lde Laxington avenue subway without
paying an additional fare. It is therefore
apparent that people living In Brookiyn,
Long lsland, The Mjonx and In New
Jersey wishing to reach this new section
oon do 80 with more speed and conven-
fence than are now possible In thelr
daily trip to the financial district.

Trinlty apparently realises the over-
crowding of the finmacial district—the
great increase of rents In office bulldings
thera—and now calls the attentlon of
the public to this great area of cheaper |
land awalting Improvement and now
made avallable for use. While other
owners are preventsd from improving |
their property by the condition of the
mortgage market it la clear from the
advertisements In the newmapers that
Trinity Church Corporation is not ham-
pered in this direction.

WAR HALTS L. 1. BUILDING.

Construction Last Year Shews Big
Deecrease.

Long Island is another section which
has bean affected greatly by war time
restrictions on bullding undertakings
One of the mowt repidly developing dis-
tricts In this part of the country, only
about half as many bulldings erected
on ths island the previous year were
completed last year, although the com-
mutation fAgures gshow a substantial In-
ereans.

Bullding statistica complled by the
passenger trafic department of the Long
Island Rallread show that 4,892 bulld-
Ings were completed during 1917, Dur.
Ing the previous year 5,350 dwellings,
stores, factories and miscellaneous
structuren were srected. Ths statistics
show that Long Island has lost none of
fta popularity as & home section, as
4,863 of the 4,802 new bulldings are
dwellingw.

The development of Long Ialand along
these lines has been wteady for the last
thirteen years In 1906 there were 88,-
795 commutation (tlckets sold to the
western terminals—in 1917 there were
275,891 sold, an Increase of 186,008, or
209 per cent. In eleven years In 1918
there wers 254,803 commutation tickets
nold—in 1917 278.891. The record of
