He han officiated at almost all
the dig Eastern games In one onpacity
or another In the past ten yearas. Three
Years ago, soon after the Federal Leagus
was formed, Faltz organised the Base-
ball Players Fraternity and became itn
president. He fought for and obtained
for the players many reforma and be-
eams & leading figure In the baseball
world,

Fults s & man of great executive abil-
fty. He has been connected with sport
for more than a score of years and has
won a place among the foremost sporti-
ing man In the country. He la sacrifie-

ing a big law practice to take up his
Y. M C. A dutles,

Jimmy Wilile, who Is one of the most
remarkable pugllists developed during
the century, is 28 vears of uge, having
been born at Taylorstown, Wales, in
May, 1892, He standa § feet 3% Inches
tall, which Ia conalderables height for a
fiywelght. He is very slender In bulld,
but is wiry, and In proportion to his
slse has the same shoulder and arm de-
velopment that characterized Flisaim-
mons,

When Wilde first besan fighting as a
fiywelght—the limit of which clasa in
England s 112 pounds—he scaled
ninsty-four pounds, and he vanguished
all the best men of the division In his
own country and acquired the Lonsdale
belt

Desiring to become the world's fly-
welight champlon, Wilde sought a match
with the besat Aywelghts In America.
Johnny Rosner, a rugged boy with a
heavy punch, was sent over, but Wilde
toyed with him for ten rounds and then
knockad him cold In the eleventh. This
took place April 24, 1916,

Young Zulu Kid, a clever flyweight
of Brooklyn, then challenged and wans
invited mcross the pond. He went over
about wseven montha ago and wan
stopped in nine rounds. Since then no
fiywelght of this country has sought a
meating with Wilde.

In his battles with Rosner and the
Zulu Kid Wilde ascaled up to the limit
of 112 pounds, but from the fact that he
in to box Astey at the bantam limit of
118 poundps it Is evident that the Welsh-
man has grown out of the fAyweight
class.
