Bulk of Flagler Fortune.

$63,711,552 IS INVOLVED

Startling Charges Which Foll-

owed Exhumation of De-

cedent Are Dropped.

All of the family differences that led
to the comparatively recent sensational
charreii .regarding- - the death of --Mrs.
Robert V. Bingham, widow of Ifenry
M. Flagler, have been nettled, accordi-
ng to a despatch received last night
from Lexington, Ky. The bulk of the
estate, listed In Kentucky as being
rorth 165,741.552, goes to Mrs. Bing-
ham's niece, Mrs. Laurence Lewis ot
Cincinnati and New York, and the be-

quest of $5,000,000 to Judge Robert
Worth Bingham will be paid without
ejestlon.

Tho State of Kentucky will get bets--

ten 12,000.000 and 93,000,000 of In-

heritance tax, and a controversy that
h.u kept four States Interested is to be
liurW through an amicable adjustment.
Frequent conferences that have taken
place among, the representatives of the
Tarring interests have brought about
the final arrangement.

London) April 7. Whether Ireland
will be Included In the scope of the new
military service bill on the principle that
Irishmen are liable to compulsory service
for the defence of the empire on the
same terms aa Englishmen, Scotchmen
or Welshmen or tho bill will contain
enabling powers extending compuUory
service to Ireland In certain circum-
stances Is a question which divides pub-

lic attention with the great battle In
France.

The celebration of the anniversary of
the entry of the United States Into the
war Is closely connected with' both of
these question because upon the Gov-
ernment's action will depend whether the
army Is to receive additional strength
from Ireland and for the reason that
any solution of the Irish problem Is of
the greatest Interest to America.

The renin 17 .Standard says the re-
port that compulsory service is to be ex-

tended to Ireland In connection with
home rule virtually would mean that
"the Imperial Government would say to
the Irish Government "We have given
you home rule ; now, nn a quid pro quo,
we are going to extend the military ecr-vlc- o

act to Ireland.'

Wonld Be Contradictory.
"Could anything bo less consistent,

more fatally fatuous? With one hand
we concede to Ireland the right to man-
age her own affairs and with the other
we apply compulsion on a vital question
that Is wholly Irish. Under federal home
rule Ireland would be practically in the
same position aa Canada and Australia.
Canada adopted conscrhptlon ; Australia
did not. We may approve Canada's ac-
tion and regret Australia's), but however
great our necessities no Imperial Gov-
ernment would be foolish enough to
legislate or- - bargain for the Impress-
ment of the Australians. It would know
perfectly well the end of such Insanity.

"There Is another and a better way.
If Ireland Is to be made a
riatlon she must govern herself. It must
be her own affair what contribution she
makes to the active prosecution of the
war: she must be the custodian of her
own honor We believe that If the mat-
ter were thus put to her Ireland would
rise to the height of the reat argument

"All her Instlnota and traditions are
against a mean neutrality. Her tem-
perament Is as as ours.
There can be no half measures; Ireland
must be trusted wholly or not at all.
Either she muM ralsj for herself an
Irish army or ralSe Irish troops to be
brigaded with the French or Americans.
What wo cannot do Is to acknowledge

TROOPS' MORALE

Charges of Excessive Drink-
ing in England Denied by

Lord Dabernorn.

CONDUCT IS EXEMPLARY

Chairman of British Liquor
Control Board Explains

Situation.

London, April 7. Lord Dabernorn,
chairman of the Liquor Control Board
of the United Kingdom, In an Interview
confutes statements published In the
United Ftates'Uha't Afnsrtatn soldiers
and sailors In England are dangr
Irtg thelt health and morals by over.
Indulgence In strong drink. He said:

"With regard to American soldiers
and sailors here all reports agree that
their conduct has been exemplary. If
there Is any apprehension among Amer-

ican fathers and mothers regarding
danger nt their sons from the very re-

stricted conditions which obtain In this
country respecting drink, they can rest
assured that- we are In close touch
with the American authorities and that
any special action that they or the
American Government might consider
necessary- - will 1 cheerfully considered
and will be adopted If possible.

"Personally, however, I regard any
apprehensions on this score as ground-
less and as being an asper.slon upon
the self control of the American troops
In this country which they arc very
far Indeed from deserving.

"We are by no means behind the
United States In restricting the output
cf liquor," continued Lord Dabernorn.
"Wo believe wo have made moro rapid
progress- In the solution of the drink
problem than any country In the world.
Our basis Is more durable; also as the'
restrictions Imposed have not created a
public tendency to the use of drug and
other alternatives our measures, which
are more drastic than those of the
United States, have been equally effec-
tive In diminishing Intemperance.

"Both nations prohibited the-- manu-
facture of spirits for potable purposes;
the consumption of old stocks Is unre-
stricted In the United States, here It is
limited to 50 per cent, of the amount
released in 1918, which already was re-

duced far below the pre-wa- r level. For
the manufacture of beer tho United'
States reduced the materials consumed
tn 70 per cent, of the pre-w- ar figure.
fJreat Britain to less than 40 per cent,
nnd the alcoholic strength of our beer
j much less.

"Regarding the restriction on the sale
of liquor, which Is approximately 63 per
cent. In tho United States, where

persons live in the vrohlbltlon
area, In the United Kingdom 38,000,000
out of a total of 45,000,000, or S4 per
rent., live In the areas under the regu-
lation! of the Liquor Control Board.
This Includes restrictions of the time
during which sales are permitted and
numerous safeguards against the temp-
tation 1o excessive drinking periodically,

"I can see no Justification for more
revere measures than those now In
force."

SHOCK OF GERMANY'S
BIG GUN FELT IN U. S.

Each Shot Firtd art Pari Re-
corded on Stiumograph.

BrffALO, April 7, Prof, John A.
Curtln, who has had charge of the seis-
mograph at Canlslus) College 11 this city
for years, said ht that the shocks
of the explosion of the long range Ger-
man gun with which Paris Is being
bombarded have been recorded on seis-
mographs, all over the country. The
shock, he explained, causes the needle
to record a small dot on the smoked
paper on the clylnder of the eathquake
detector.

Wiice Palm Sunday, Prof. Curtln said,
Instruments have been showing these
dots, and the opinion now Is that they
are caused by the German cannon. Mine
explosions, he said, often are recorded
when within 100 miles of a seismograph.
These marks are different from earth-
quake lines, while the marks believed
to be due to the cannon explosions are
similar to earthquake marks, though
much less distinct. Prof, Curtln said
he thought the cannon was securely
bedded on concrete which rests on rock
strata.

FULL CONTROL

OF PURCHASES

Virtually Will Be Minister
of Munitions Under

New Scheme.

'
BOARD TO FIX PRICES

Sweeping Powers Over Nearly
Every Industry Will Bo

Exercised.

Special Dttpatch to Tn Si'N.

Wamuncton, April 7. Under a plan
of reorganisation announced y by
Chairman Baruch of the War Industries
Board, the ordering and delivering of
war supplies and the management of
tho big Industrial problem facing the
country Is to be centralized hereafter
with the chairman of the baard, exer-
cising all the functions of a Minister of
Munitions.

The control of Industry and produc-
tion about to be assumed by the board
will Involve tho questions of national
price fixing, International pooling of
raw materials and the curtailment and
possible elimination of less essentials,
In all of which the board will have a
directing hand.

Until the Overman bill passes tne au-

thority under which tho board will act
In Its greatly enlarged field of super-
vision over all purchasing agencies will
be that delegated by the President as
commander In chief ot the military
forces. Purchasing will be done by ex-

isting agencies but under the general
direction of the board.

DSKBtlsats) Rsfcrasvatfttl.
Tits central directing agency In the

hew scheme Is the Requirements Di-
vision of the War Industries Board and
Is headed by Alexander Legge. Uiou
this the War and Navy Departments,
the Shipping Board and Food and Fuel
hnd Railroad administrations each will
hare representatives.

The needs of alt departments here-
after will be submitted to this division,
which thui will be able to furnish Chair-
man Baruch with complete information
to guide him In determining the general
Industrial policy of the country, the or-

ganization of production and the re-

location of Industries.
To take charge of each problem of

supply a special commodity section has
been created. Each section will have
card Indexed capacity of every manu-
facturing plant handling this particular
commodity, and Its orders. It thus will
have at hand nil the needed Informa-
tion regarding any desired article com-
ing within its jurisdiction and will be
able to make a systematic, allocation,

to the relative urgency of the
needs) of the various departments. For
example, should the War and the Navy
Departments each want a supply of cer-
tain shapes of steel, they will lay their
demands before the Requirements Di-
vision and their Durchaslnsr asencles be
told Just how much to buy and where
to place their order. Purchases of the
Allies will followi, the same. plan.

Will Share In Meetings.
At the meetings of the commodities

section, at whtch nllotment of materials
or facilities to fill the requirements is
made the representatives of the various
supply departments of the Government
who are members of the section will
have full share.

If any member of a commodity section
is dissatisfied with a decision he may. If
he wishes, file a protest with the section
head and also with the head of his di-
vision or department. Then If. for ex-
ample, he belongs to one of the Gov-
ernment supply departments, his chief
may appeal for reconsideration to the
War Industries Board, whose decision
will be final, subject only to modifica-
tion by agreement among the chairman
of the War Industries Board and the
respective Secretaries of War and the
Navy and the chairman of the Shipping
Board, whichever may be the one Inter-
ested In the subject.

In cases where It becomes neressary
to control on Industry In whole or In
part by means of allotments, the appro-
priate section will determine tho allot-
ments of materials, commodities and fa-
cilities to the several departments of
this Government and to its allies nnd
also the extent to whtch manufacturers
or others, whether serving the civilian
population or engaged In the manufac-
ture of war supplies, shall be supplied.

When a commodity section comes to
make Its full report on the allotment of
any specific requirements the chief of
that section will notify a member of the
priorities division of the War Industries
Board tn be designated for such purpose
by the priorities division, who will, with
tho section chief and the member, con-
sider and tentatively determine the pri-
ority rating which such requirements
will take when orders therefor will have
been placed.

Such tentative rating will be observed
by. the priorities committee In connec-
tion with all applications for priority on
orders covering such requirements un-

less the priorities committee should (be-
cause of conditions changing In the time
Intervening between the time of the fix-
ing nf tho tentative rating and the ap-
plication for priorities or .other good
cause) conclude such rating to be Im-
proper; In which event the section rhlef
and each member of the section fixing
the tentative rating will be to notified
and have an opportunity to be heard tu-
tors such rating be changed. In the
event a change Is mads the section chief
or any member may. appeal from such
derision In the manner prescribed by
that ponton of tie organisation plan of
the War Industries Board governing
priorities.

"President Wilson now calls for force
to the utmost, and in so doing at last
clearly describes the policy of the Amer-lean- s

and their allies; namely, force
against everything that opposes them.
Germany will not suffer from this yoke
of force.

"Mr. Wilson's speech is a propaganda
speech for the new American war loan.
It I the best possible propaganda forour own loan, slnco It shows what It
would mean for Germany to lose the
war."
