MONOPOLY SEEN
IN FARMERS' BILLS

Meun;e_i Awaiting Aection at
Albany Give Producers
Control.

Up-State farmers In genaral and mem-
bers of the Dalrymen's League In par-
ticular are greatly interested In the fata
at Albahy of bills designed to mnake

more comforiable the lives of agricul-
tural folk who ure belleved to be In a
position of having offended agalnst the
no-called Donnelly antl-trust laws of
the State,

These bills wera Introduced by Ben-
ator C. W, Wicks and Assemblyman
Martin, both Republicans, of COnelda
county.  One bill, Benate No. 1,115, and
Assambly No. 1,552, amends msection
582 of the Fenal Law, with respect to
ronspiracien.  Another amends the gen-
eral business law, or Donnelly act, In
relatlon to contracts for monopoly, pro-
vides for an exemption to associations,
corporate or otherwise, of farmers, gur-
denera or dar/ymen, Including llve mock
farmors and frult growers engaged In
making collective sales, or marketing
for their members or shareholders, of
farm, orchard, or dairy produste pro-
durced by thelr members or shareholders,
and to coutracts, SEreenients, Arrange-
ments or combinations heretofore or
hereafter made by any such association
or the members, officers or directors
thereof,

Thia b, 1t 1s claimed, logalizes such
organizations as tha Dairymen’s League,
the officers of which are now under in-
dictment in thls county for alleged con-
epiracy In reatraint of trade Ly Axing
milk prices Iast fall, Such a bill {f
enarted Into law also would legalize
other organizations whirlh might be
formed to hamndle agricultural products
In the same manner that the Dalrymen's
lLeague has handled ths marketing of
milk, The bill alro non-Fults the indlet-
ment now resting agninst the Dalry-
men'n League officers by granting them
tmmunily and legallzing contracts, &v.,
heretofore made.

It hins been pointed out by those who
say they belleva everybody should be
treated alike, that the proposed law
would lagallize and eanction the monopo-
listla control and operation of all farm
products In this Btate and put the price
fixing power, without any supervisory
Htate control, In the hands solely of the
producers, and would destroy the exist-
ing machinery of the Btats to prosecute
such combinations.

A third bill introduced In the As-
rembly by Bert Lord, Repubilean, of
Chenango county, and [n the Senate hy
Senator Wiocks, amenda the membership
sarporations Inw in relation to the fore
mation and powers of cooperative akri-
cultural dairy or hortlcultural aasocia-
tions.

This bill authorizen the formation of
cooperative associations of producers for
the purpose of acting as agent for Ite
members, or any of them, In connection
with production, manufacture, pressrva-
tion, drying, canning, atoring, handling,
utilization, marketing or sale of agricul-
tural, dalry or horticultural products,
and restricts tha right of members to
dispose of products tarough any other
channels. ‘This ,bill, it s rontended
practically puts every proceas of produc-
tlon, manufacture mnd sals of the agri-
cultural, dulry and bortlcoltural prod-
vets of this Siute In the hands of the
producers, and would thus permit a
manopoly and control of producilon and
distribution, so ndjusted that the volume
produced and the volume shipped to mar-
ket would at all times ba only auch as to
ecommand the higheat posaible prices. In
this way, It '8 arkued, the consumer
would be deprived of whatever ad-
vantags he might have from & bountiful
supply of such producta.

It has Jong been belleved that the
Dalrymen's League's method of fixing
prices for mlk, and especially {ts famous
milk strilie, were ncts that wers In vio-
lutlon of the Htate's anti-trust law. It
i® known that the Attorney-General of
the United States was impressed with
this fact, and the opinion was sexpressed
at Washington that becaours the league
dld an Interstate business it might bo In
a position also of violating the Federnl
anti-trust Inws,  Thoughts along these
lines played an fmportant part in the
entablislunent of the Federal Mk Com-
misslon, which took the fAxing of pro-
ducers’ prices out of the hands of tho
lengue.

Under the fuod eontrol act ereating
the Siate Food Commisslon accumulating
or withholding of necessarles by any
furmer, gardener, conperative assoclation
of farmera and gardeners, including Nve
stock farmers and frult growers, In not
considered am “hoarding,’” which Is pro-
hibited umur ths law.

MILLS MAY ESCAPE
SEIZURE BY U. §.

Can Do It, However, Only by
Producing Required Uni-
form Yardage.

The woollen and worsted mills of the
oountry have not been commandeered,
according to information given out at
the office of the American Assoclation of
Woollen and Worated Manufacturera

OfMclala aald further (t does not look
At this time as If the Government will
commandeer them. It was pointed out
the Government wants very heavy
yardage between now and August 1 and
expects, what the assoclation In urging
in the sirongest posnible terms, that
every mill eapable of making thsa O, D,
ahirting, suiting, overcoating or blanket
will begin at once to give thes Oovern-
ment the maximum yardage it {s capable
of between now and August 1,

All contracts will be piaced on the
newly adopted specifications for the
heavier fabrics. Thess apecificationn are
avalluble at the Quartermaster's De-
partment, Washington, woollen section,
and also At the rooms of the amssociation.

It 1a polnted out by tha assoclation
that each mill sahould develop a sample
of the fabrie it Is hest rquipped to make
nud mutimit its offer to Washington at
once, Contracta are being placed.

At present It may be stated that this
emergency does not mean the cancella-
tion of civillan business, but it does
mean that civillan dellveries wili have
to ba deferred.

The extent to which mills will he dls-
turbed will depeni entirely upon the
manner in which they mest the presant
emergency. If it s met there will ba
no necesaity of commandesring. 1f not
the mills will be completely taken over
by the Government, It in gald.

Designers Oppose Union.

Cloak and sult devgners In the Cloak,
Bult and Bkirt Manufacturers Protec-
tive Assoclation shops met In Bryant
Hall Saturday afternoon to adopt meaa-
ures to oftaet the movement on the part
of a few other dealgnera to form a
union and oltaln a charter from the
International Ladies Garment Workera
Union,

When the oficlals of the United Cloak
and SBult Denlgners Mutual Ald Awsocla-
tion heard of this movement an exeru-
tive meeting was called, the designers
in this asaoclation, who earn from $2.000
to $10,000 a year, contending they are
satisfled with their lot.

It ia sald there will be conslderable
buying at the sale for FKuropean cus-
tomers, who ars known to be especially
anxlous to mecurs what they can of
American staple furs, which are In heavy
demand abroad. ‘This, combined with
tha shortage of the American catch In
all parts of the country, la expected to
bring forth some record pr.cea.
