Btease succeeded Martin V. Ainel as
Governor In 1011 and made such a
splurge that he was often threatened
with Impeachment which never mate-
rialised perhaps because Blease threat
ened that If he was removed he would
be elected to the United States Senate.
Whatever .else can be said (gainst the
people of South Carolina and their tol-
erance of Bleass and Bleaselsm they
have at least kept him to themselves
inus rar a restriction of liberty which
he now purposes to break.

As Governor In his two terms Blease
pardoned or paroled about 1,650 con-
victs, of whom more than 100 were mur- -

derers, and Just before he retired he
pardoned 1.000 whom he had previously
paroled. Ills average was a little more
than one convict set free every day
since he took office.

Ills unparalleled use of this power
so disturbed the State that at one time
the Governor Issued a 333 page "pam-
phlet" defending it In this work he
explained that negroes were "on the
lower order of animals." Explaining his
numerous pardons of white men con-
victed of assaulting negro women he
said the charge uss ridiculous: that
such a crime could not be committed
on a negro woman.

But contemptuous as Blease felt
ttormed against America's toward the compas.

tor Individual negroes, who he
were III treated In the peniten

tiaries. When he tolgned the Gover-
norship, four days before his stgpnd
term expired, fewer than 100 prisoners
were left In the State penitentiary.
which had more guards than inmates.

One of ,the convicts Blease freed, who
had been serving a life sentence for
murder, went out and killed his wife's
cousin. Another, a safe robber, was
rearrested as a Post Office burglar as
soon as he stepped out of prison.

"To Hell With the Constitution."
Blcase's most famous bon mot was

uttered at the Governors' Conference In
Blchmond. a In 1912. He had pre
viously applauded the lynching of ne-
groes who nssaulted white women. Gov.
Carey of Wyoming asked him If he
had not taken nn oath to uphold the
Constitution and lawR of the State aid
If they did not protect negroes as well
as whites.

"I will answer that question." Blease
said, "and I hope the newspapers will get
It right. In South Carolina they found
that I nm a fighter, cold blooded fighter.
I said that when the Constitution steps
In between me and the defence of the
white women of my State I will re-

sign my commission and tear It up and
throw it to the breezes and march to
tho defence of her honor and virtue re-

gardless of the Constitution. I said 'To
hell with the Constitution.' and --

white men of my State indorsed It.
Here's where I use it again."

When Blease was Governor Secretary
Daniels refused to authorise Improve-
ments nt the Tort Hoyal (S. C.) naval
station unless the rale of "blind tliser"
whiskey to the men In tho marine bar-
racks there was stopped.

"So far as I am concerned," cried
Blease. "I want Mr. Daniels to under-
stand distinctly that I am not asking
for any of his Yankee money, never
have pandered for It, and would not bow
to him or any other man to get It. If
the condition of his giving It Is for me
to beg for it he can keep It In the United
States Treasury or stick it In his ears,
a may best suit him."

About the hame time he called Secre
tary Daniels a "liar." Secretary of War
Garrison ".i little pug nosed Ynnkee"
(Yankee being ono of his favorite milder
forms of epithet! and the Minister to
Cuba, William B. Gonzales, "a half
breed Cuban."

Breaeh With Tillman.
At ono time he and Senator Tillman

were friends, but that stopped several
years ago. When Blease, in 1913. began
his second term as Governor, Tillman
wrote a letter that was read to both
houses of tho General Assembly, which.
by the way, passed more bills over
Hlease s veto than ever known before
Tillman wrote:

'Catallne among the Romans and
Aaron Burr among the Americans are
the only men I have ever read of who
were equal to Hlease In bamboozling the
people. He has persuaded thousands of
good South Carolinians, honorable,
clean, patriotic citizens. Into believing
that he Is their best friend and that
Tillman's mantle lias fallen on his
shoulders. He Is a past master In the
arts of a demagogue. He knows full
well that when angry passions of the
masses arc aroused they lose their rea
son.

In the following year Blease ran for
the United States Senate, but was
t eaten by Klllson D. Smith and "per
secution." He continued to be Governor,
however. Two years before this, when
Blease was elected Governor, he had
sent Senator Tillman a telegram re-

ferring to the "raging of the heathen."
Upon Bleasea Senatorial defeat Tillman
wired him:

"The heathen still rages, but the peo
ple rejoice. See Deuteronomy, 111.,

Goodby."

In the closing hours of his regime he

2,000 AT M'CLELLAN

MAROONED BY RAIN

Storm Turns Camp Into Sea of
Mud and Blocks Men's Re-

turn From Anniston.

Spteial Despatch to Tas Scs.
Camp McCtnu.A::, A'n.vieton, Ala.,

April 7. One of the worst wind nnd
rain storms New Jersey soldiers have
experienced since their arrival In the
South swept over the camp yesterday
and turning the reservation Into
a sea of mud and water. Kaln began to
fall early last night nnd nearly 2,000
soldiers were stranded In town when
Jitney operators refused to risk their
vehicles on the two mountalnpatti8 link-

ing Anniston with Camp McClellan,
these roads having been put Into use
while the main pike Is being repaired.

The rule prohibiting enlisted men from
staying away from their commands over
night waB temporarily lifted and hun-

dreds of soldiers stormed the military
police headquarters to get new passes.
Lieut. Edgar Grear and Private George
Scott of Elizabeth, X. J., and Sergeant
John It Worthlngton worked nearly all
night twtulng these certificates.

Military authorities last nlsht closed
the American House, one of Annlston's
chief hotels,' to soldiers following an In-

vestigation. This left only three large
hostelries to care for the great throng.
Lobbies, hallway and parlors were
choked with Ithakl clad men sleeping on
the floors.

In one of the biggest hotels free pil-

lows and blankets were Issued to soldiers
and When reveille was whistled by a
Jokesmlth this morning more than 100
enlisted men responded, going through a
brisk setting up drill in the hotel parlor
and participating in a morning march
through the halls.

Of the dozen car which ventured out
this morning to take the soldiers back to
camp, half became mired before reach-
ing their destination and several of the
larger vehicles were overturned. No
serious injuries were reported.

Ten Girl Sergeants Training
to Operate Telephones for

Army Abroad.

NURSES GREAT WORK

Biggest Laundry in World Is
Being Run Largely by

Hivcrhcad Folk.

Camp Uiton. N. Y April 7. Women

are doing their part toward tho upkeep
and welfare of the National Army can
tonment. In various lines of endeavor
there nre now about 250 "doing their
bit" for the camp. These Include a con-

tinual detail of ten telephone glrla learn
ing military operation for eventual ser-vlc- o

In They are warranted as
sergeants In tho Natlorial Army, so there
aro "army girls" here as well as army
men.

Out at the great base hospital, with
Its 5.000 beda and two miles of glass en-

closed corridorsthere aro 122 nurses.
this jiumber there In-

cluded many who have been training for
army service for a long period, and a
majority of them are proficient In the
care of surgical cases and various forms
of disease. The base hospital nurses nre
In charge of Miss Cecelia Brennan. who
has been a regular army nurse for
years.

In the ble white wards of the hospital
the nurse in charge acts the part Of

"commandant." and her word Is law,
The patient sets jjls orders from his
nurse, and woe betide tne convaieecem
who does not obev her commands.

ThcBs girl
operators, of course, have a knowledge
of French and are chosen especially with
a view to service abroad. The telephone
girls have a barrack of their own In the
pines on tho south side or Headquarters
Hill. It Is a two story frame building
where they have their living quarters
nnd aet their meals. When off duty they
have the privilege of the Liberty The-

atre nnd other amusement places.
Camp Upton makes the proud claim or

having the btcret laundry In the' world.
There are ninety-fiv- e women and girls
emnloved here continuously. They do
not constitute the entire laundry staff,
however, as there are many men. This
building Is a structure 600 feet long and
200 feet wide and It Is fitted with the
moat modern equipment for handling
wholesale quantities or clotlies in need
of a bath, nvorvthlng Is done by ma
chinery, except the Ironing or especially
fine linen. There are washing, drying
and Ironing innrhlnes, and the hardest
work the laundry ladles of the camp
do Is to fold up things that have been
washed and Ironed by .

Tho laundry Is a Government affair
and is In charge of a Captain of Quar
termaster's. The employees are civil-

ians. The women and girls employed
are brought from Itlverliead on a special
train every morning and return on the
train at night.

The women of the camp combine In
saying that they always are treated
with the greatest respect uy uie national
Army men.

Dean Robbina la Militant in
Sermon at Cathedral.

President Wilson's Baltimore speech
provided the keynote for n militant war
anniversary sermon delivered yesterday'
by Dean Howard C. Bobbins in the
Cathedral of St. John tho Divine.

"Wo must meet forco with greater
force," said Dean Bobbins, "Germany
has made It plain that the only action
that can be effective In this war Is tho
action of force. She has made It plain
that only by meeting forco with greater
forco can she be prevented from impos-
ing her domination and her rule upon
the world to the extinguishment of right,
justice and freedom.

"Our decision to enter th'ls war wai
not made hastily or Impulsively. It was
made calmly nnd deliberately nnd only
after braving all things, enduring all
things until nothing was left hut war,"

Dean Bobbltis's sermon, llko hundreds
of others delivered In New York yester-
day, was an appeal to those who could
not don the uniform to do their bit by
purchasing Liberty bonds.

Ho nlso read an appeal from tha
Bishop of Massachusetts, chairman of
tho War Itellglous Commission, for
funds to carry on tho work of the com-
mission ninong our soldiers overseas.
