Liberty Land Opening;.

Llbcr'y Jjtr.il, tho 'war material ex-
hibit that opened with such a boom In
the armory of tho "Fighting Sixty-nint-

last night, was literally launched
as thouch Aladdln'H lamp had been
rubbed, and the entire display

to n?prr out of nothing. The
Idea was suggested but three days ago,
and tho crowds that flocked to the ar-
mory last night were literally amazsdat,
the complete oxhiblt of the American.
British, French and Italian armies found
there.

Two large air machines, both of them
captured from the enemy, attract the
eye on first entering the hall. One of
them, a Fokker monoplane, was brought
down on British soil and Is In the Brit-
ish exhibit. The other, a big biplane,
wax captured in France and Is in the
French exhibit. F(vo French "75s"
which have Just arrived from the battle
front are ranged in the centre of the ar-
mory, flanked on each side by twenty-fiv- e

machine guns, Every one of these
guns has been In action, and this is
particularly noticeable of the "75s."
They are battered and worn.

Many other relics are eloquent with
the enemies' resourcefulness. In a pile
of German trench helmets there la a
heavy steel one weighing no less than
twenty pounds. Behind It Is to be found
the steel armor worn by tho shock
troops. The military camouflage exhibit
was arranged by the New York unit of
this branch of the United States Army.
A three Inch piece Is so cleverly con-
cealed that one almost walks over It.

Two ambulances, one with summer
and on with winter camouflage, are a
part of the American exhibit There Is
a wainscoting of photography all around
the hall. These pictures are official, are
of a large slse and depict every sort of
war activity, from actual fighting on the
fronts to scenes of devastation In war
worn Belgium.

Soldiers Eejnlpment.
Probably the most Interesting display

Is the complete equipment of the soldier
for each of the countries. In the Hrlt-Is- h

exhibit the full equipment, from the
soldier's underwear to the last article
or war rare that he carries, U shown.
There Is a similar display shown In
the French and In ths Italian sections.
The American display, which ocupies the
centre of the armory. Includes the en
tire equipment of the American soldier
and large placards show the cost of each
one. To awaken more Interest In Lib
erty bonds , the placards show how
many of each article a S100 Liberty
bond will purchase.
,Tne armory will be turned over to

various organizations for a programme
in L,iDxty Land each day. .The Elks
will have charge on one day; the
Knights of Columbus on another: the
Red Cross on another, and so on through
the long list of organizations. Ths
show" is to b opsn from H o'clock
In the morning until It o'clock, at night,
and. there,, will be military band con
certs and speeches by prominent men
and women day and evening. Mrs, J.
Klllott Langstaff will As In charge of
all th bond selling booths.

It Is planned to make the Liberty
exhibition a meeting place for

every man in tno service wne happens
to be In New ' York. Mrs. Oren Root
will be In charge of the service club
and has enlisted the aid of a large
number of relief organizations. A can-
teen will be. established, where the men
will be invited to partake, of cigarettes,
cakes and "Liberty punch," Music will
be given In tho service club each day
and many of the foremost musicians
In New York will sing and play for
the men of tho service who call at
the Sixty-nint- h Regiment Armory.

Itallajn Day Celebration.
. The ojienlng of Liberty Land was
rivalled yesterday afternoon by Italian
Day, celebrated' at Washington Square.
Oen. William dugllelmottl. military at
tache of the Italian embassy at Wash-
ington, made a brief address to the huge
crowd which attended, and urged his
countrymen to buy Liberty bonds to
aid their ally, America.
