1l he made a confession, Later he went
bafore the (irand Jury and repeated hia
stery, which Invoived several inmpectors,
iwo of whom were alao iaken to the
bullding and guestioned for wonie time.

At the end of tihe day Judge Bwann an-
nouncad that no one had been arrested.
although charges of graft and extortion
that amounted to bilackmsil had been
made againet (napectora.  Civil Ser-
vice Commissioner McBride added to
this by saying that from all the stories
which have nome to his attention It &p-
pears that graft in the Health Depart-
ment existed in several bureaus, and
that men prominent In the department
might be Involved.

Oystermen Had Slush Fand.

Oystermen who planted In Princes
Bay, at the further end of Staten laland,
und oyster dealera in the city who re-
veived oysters from there are sald by
Judge Bwann to have made up a fupd
with which to buy prote:tion from the
Health Department inspectors, the money
having bean pald through the unnamed
mo-between. About $12,000 was passed
in this way, although the go-between
himeelf xot little of i, it s charged
These oynter beds are [n water part of
which s polluted, and other parta of
which are partly spolled by sewage which
empties Into them from the Raritan
River and from the Hudson,

“The coarrupt contract was,”' sald Judge
Rwann, “that in consideration of the
Health Department parmitting oysters
1o be planted In Princes Bay, the oystern
merchants who contributed to the fund
#hould bs permitted to sell oysters from
these contaminated beds to the consum-
ers in New York city. The price agreed
dpon was 1 cent per hushel for every
buahel coming from this contaminated
source, and It agEregated 212,000 during
the vear 1917. The bargain was made
in April. 1917,

"The merchants who contributed to
this fund must nave had gullty knowl-
adge of the fa~t that the oyster beda
were contaminated, or else they would
not have consenled to bribe the Inwpec-
tora of the Heaith Dwpartment for per-
mitting them t> sell oysters from those
Beds, when they did not have to pay for
the permission to sell oysters from any
other beda

“The go-between went directly to the
systermen's places of business and ocol-
Teeted the money and then met (napec-
tors at Mouguin's restaurant down town
and at various hotels up town. His own
share of the money was very small, for
the Inspectorn were po pressing in thelr
demands that he war forred to turn over
moneyr In mdvance of collesting It, and
then some of the oyster men refused to
pay any more. So he really only got
about §200."

Judee Hwann eald that the oyster
dsalers hal enrroborated the confession
made by the man they pald money *'n
and that they would not be prosecuted
'f they teatify about their payments,
The inspectors. he alne sald, had ad-
mitted knowing the man who has con-
feased, but have denied stoutly that they
were gullty of grafting.

AL least a dozen men will e impll-
cated before we are through with the In-
vestigation,” sall Commiesloner M-
Bride. “We have found that at these
varioun meeting places men of consld-
erable (mportance in the department
were present. Ome of them was a direc-
tor of a hureau, not the bureau of foods
and drugs. however, and another was a
man holding another important bureau

Fertile Field faor Graft.

“The Heaith Department |s the most
fertile flelil for graft in the city govern-
ment. The Pollce Department has cer-
ialn restrictions about It, and no pollce-
man han the opportunity for graft which
these inspectors have. They make $1.500
A year and have more power than any
police oMolal under the rank of inspes-
tor. They can close up a food marchint
and drive him out of Lusinesa If they
rnnl to. for thera I8 no superviaion over
hem and they are supreme (n thelr own
fleldn

Health Commissioner Amater. who
charactierized the conditions in lhis de-
partment as “deplorable,” sald yestarday
that as soon as he nssumed office ha
discovered things which called for
prompt scrutiny.

All the talk of graft at the Distrot
Atlorney's ofMce did not serve to check
the stormi of protest which has been
Aroused by Mayor Hylan's propesed re-
organization of the department,

Pending 'Trial, - Food Board
Holds Class for Others
in New Recipes.

POTATO EATING URGED

New Maxims Issued Include
Warning Against Mid-
night Suppers.

Pending the hearing of seventy more
complainte against bakers for violation
of the wheat substitute rule, the Fed.
eral Food Hoard yesterday assumed the
role of expert adviser to 130 bakers who
have no deslre to run counter to the law

through ignorance. ‘The ruls that went
into effect April 14 Increases the amount
of substitute flour to be used to 25 per
cont. 4

A. J. Gunderman, president of the New
York Muaster Pakers Assoclation, pre-
pided ut yesterday's meeting. Two ex-
perts, Joseph RBachman and John W.
Townley, gave demonstrations as to the
use of substitutes, and displayed formu-
I upon which the new regulations are
bared. 1t wams announced that all the
large bakers in the city will throw open
thelr shops for the banefit of the bakers
doing a wmall husiness, so they may
learn how to obey the regulations in &
practical way without leanening profite.

The hearings for viclations of the
substituts ruls will be continusd to-day,
Mr. Willlams stated.

The board called special attention to
the Importance of sating polatoes Lo re-
duce the meat consumption. The cam-
palgn for the use of this fgod which has
been under way since Monday has al-
ready achleved notable results, 1t was
said, The markets are clearing from
the increassd public demand. Yester.
day fifty-one cars of potatoes were re-
ealved in the city,

Herbert Hoover, the Food Administra-
tor, took personal note of the voluntary
action of New York clubs in deciding
to conserve wheat in a telegram of
commendation to Chairman James Cox
Brady of the club committee,

The public Is urged to give up the
use of wheat fiour entirely in a bullstin
jasued by the board. It |s asserted that
the proaduction of cornmeal and corn
fiour has so heavily increased that it
can mafely bs used as a wheat subetl-
tute. The monthly production of this
flour is put at 640,000 bushele: It Is
stated that in the past year and & halt
the production of cormn flour has in-
creased 500 par cent,

“The United Btates Food Administra-
tion announces,’' the bulletin says ‘t‘hat
it Is now ready to care for all cornmeal
demands in any part of the United
Blates. If the American people would
give up wheat entirely there would be an
abundance of cornmesl, with what corn
flour there is avallabls, to care for all
our nesds until after the next harvest."

The board issues also the following
maxims for food conservation:

"Discourage eating betwaen meals,

“Don't sat midnight suppers.

“Don’t use more than two and one-
quarter pounds of wheat flour per person
per week. Make this amount less If you
can

“Buy enly three pounds of sugar
petéon per month. s

“lU'se not more than two pounds of
meat per person per weak.

“Deny yourself pamtry and during the
next three weeks eat potatoes freely to
save the wheat.'
