FREDERIC HAY ART

TO BE DISPERSED

Famous Japanese Collection
Will Be Offered at Aue-- -

tlon May 0.

RARE PORCELAINS TO GO

ConnoiHseurH Interested in
Late Baltimorcan's Varied

Groups of Objects.

That the art season is not to end with
the Bardinl sale waa made evident yes-

terday when It became known that the
Important Oriental art collection formed
by the late Frederic May of Baltimore
was to be dispersed later tn this season.
It consists of Japanese prints, lacquers,
pottery. Jades, sword guards, swords,
netsulies, porcelains and art books, and
they will Le placed on view Slay 2 by
the American Art Association, which
manages the sale, the auction beginning
May C.

The large collection of Japanese prints
has been carefully gonn over by tho ex-

pert Frederick W. Uooklm who, together
with Howard Mansfield and Prof. 'K. St.

Morse, both life long friends of Mr. May,
have written "forewords" fcr Ihe cata-
logue.

In regard to the color prints Mr. Good- -
kin eays:

"Frederlo May was a lover of beauti-
ful things: yet only a few, of his close
friends were awaro of the extent and
quality of the treasures that he had
gathered. These treasures were his con-
stant solace and delight. He lived with
them In an Intimate dally association,
and It was his wish that after he had
dope with them they chould pass Into
thehanda of other collectors who might
derive like Joy from their possession.

"Mr. May was particularly fond of
his Japanese printa, and he succeeded In
getting together a very fine lot of them.
Although he entered the field rather late
to secure soma of the greatest rarities, and
In filling sets had sometimes to be con-
tent with Impressions which he hoped
to replace, most of his purchases, espe-
cially the later one, were made with
excellent Judgment. Taken as a whole,
hla print collection la distinguished by
an average high quality. The collection
Includes notable prints by all the leading
Uktyoe artists save Sharaku. The prints
by the so called 'primitive' artists are
not many In number, but are very choice.

Japanese Illustrated Hooks.
"Mr. May gathered also a number of

Japanese Illustrated books. Among theae
Is a group by Utamaro which cannot be
passed by without special mention, since
these books added greatly to Utamaro's
fame and the prtntH that they contain
take rani; with his most exquisite
works."

Howard Mansfield, who Is hlimwlf a
famous collector of Oriental art, writes
the following In appreciation of Mr.
May's Japanese, Corean and Chinese art
objects :

"The bringing together of the works
of Far Eastern art, now to be dispersed,
was lo the last a matter of keen enjoy-mer- it

to Frederic May. The collection
which Is now so comprehensive wa not
begun by him with a view or Illustrating
the varied arts of China and Japan, nor
with an eye to any historical sequence,
nor for the purpose of acquiring always
notable examples. It In doubtful If he
even set out to be a collector; but he
had a genuine love and true appreciation
of beautiful thing, and as opportunities
or acquisition came to him his field of
collecting expanded and his collection
grew In quality and Importance, particu-
larly In til" subjects which proved the
more attractive

"Beginning with Japanese pottrlet, he
soon ixcame interestrd In metal works
and small carvings, and to a greater de-
gree In Ucquert and to some extent in
paintings, especially those of the Ukiyoe
school, because of their relation to the
color prints. For It was the prints which
became by far the largest and mewt lm- -
portant branch of his collection and were
finally the absorbing delight of his life,
Meanwhile his Interest In porcelains and
other objects of Chinese art, although a
lesser Interest, wss active and continu-
ous and rounded out his collecting.

I. over of Oriental Art.
"Japanese art In whatever form am

the art of China and Corea in the form
of porcelains, pottery and Jade were to
Sir. Slay's eye and unfailing attraction
which 'apparently he could not often t.

and apparently he was seldom able
to bring himself to jiart with any ob-
jects of Oriental art that lie had ac-
quired. His collection as a whole U.
therefore, not only llliwttatlve of the ex-
tent ami variety of art creations of the
far East, but shons the collector's wide
range of taste, while equally revealing
his marked individual preference"

Of the Japanese pottery, Prof, Slorsc
has this to aay :

"The collection of Japancee pottery
collected " by Frederic May embraces
many Interesting pieces and rare signa-
tures. Twenty-fiv- e years ago It was not
difficult to And similar objects In the
Japanese bric-a-bra- c shops ; now it Is al-

most Impossible to And such objects, and
the collector to secure specimens of thlx
nature has to depend on the disposal by
auction of private collections a rare
event.

"For some years the Japanese have
been buying back their treasures, and
these objects bring higher prlcns In
Japan than they do In our country.
Bomo one has remarked that one will re-
gret more the objects he did not buy at
these sales than those that he did. Fi-

nally these objects drift Into public mu-
seums of ethnology and art and there
they are lost forever to the private col-
lector. A rare chance Is offered In the
sale of this collection, as Mr May, with
fine appreciation of Japanese art, began
to collect many years ago and attended
tales of famous collections, such as
thoHii of Cotman, Slarquand and Wagga-min.- "

In 180 he wmk msile president
of the Hartford Cycle Company, a
branch of the old Popo Bicycle Com-
pany founded by his rounslri, the late
Col. Albert A. Pope. In 1 SOD when Die
bicycle Interests of the country were
consolidated and merged Into the Amer-
ican Bicycle Company he became nt

of the latter company. In
1903 ho wan made tirasurer of the Pope
Manufacturing Company of Hartford,
Conn.

When Col Pope accepted the presi-
dency of tho National Association of
Manufacturers five years ago the coun-)r- y

was facing some of the gravest
problems In Its history, chief

of which was the growing, antagonism
between employer and employee. In
March, 1 B 16, he Inaugurated the Na
tional Industrial Conservation movement.
a countrywide campaign having for lt.
oblect th establishment of a closer
relationship between tho wage earner,
the wage payer and the consumer.

After the I 'tilted States entered the
war Col. Pope redirected the alms of
the National Industrial Conservation
movement In such a way ss to aid the
Oovcrnment In Its efTortu to Increase
industrial production for war purposes.
Ho also began an Investigation into the
subject of restoring Injured soldiers and
lallors to industrial usefulness, plan-
ning, eventually to make the National
Association of Slanufacttirers a clearing-
house, for tho i eabsorptlon of AmerkMii
workers who had been crippled In the
service of their country.

In his efforts to make the national
association an Instrument of national
tisefulnea he recently wrote a letter to
the President cfferlng to place the

facilities at the disposal of
the Council nt National Defence In Its

of mobilizing the resources of the
country.
