President's Letter.
Tr.e letter follows:
"My Dear Senator Thank you for

your letter of yesterday. I am heartily
bilged to you for consulting me about

the court-marti- bill, as perhaps I may
rill It for short I am wholly and un-
alterably opposed to such. legislation and
Ttry much value tha opportunity you
tire me to say so. I think It la not only
unconstitutional but .that In character It
vould put us nearly upon tha level of
the very people we are fighting and aff-

ecting to despise. It would be alto-
gether Inconsistent with the spirit and
practice of America, and In view of the
recent legislation, the espionage bill, the
sabotage blU and the weman spy bill, I
think It Is unnecessary and uncalled for.

"I take' the liberty, my dear Senator,
of expressing myself In this emphatic
vay because my feeling Is very, deep
about the matter, as I gather your
ewn Is.

"It Is admirable the way you have
teen handling these Important bills, and
I thank you with all my heart for standi-
ng by tho bill which bears ypur name
without any compromise of any kind,

'It gives me the greatest satisfaction
to tell how much I have appreciated
whit you have been doing.

This was not enough to pay In-

terest on war debts accumulated.
The German balance sheet reckoned on
the 'same bast a the British would.
with 'the Interest on the sinking fund,
pensions and pre-w- ar expenditure, bo
$1,100,000,000 yearly.

With an additional permanent Im-

perial revenue of $600,000,000 It would
make their total additional revenue
$921,000,000. This amount added to the
pre-w- ar revenue brought the' total up
to $1,675,000,000, ahowlng a deficit of
$1,925,000,000.

"If that were our position," he added

The German taxes had been almost

exclusively Indirect, Imposed on com
modltles required by the masses of
people and not upon wealthier
classes, who control the Government,
and upon whom the Government Is
afraid to put extra taxation.

Postal Bates to Be Increased.

Farmers to Bs Taxed Mara.
According to the new taxation the

supertax would be four shillings six-
pence in the pound Instead of three
hilling sixpence, and would begin with

Incomes amounting to $13,600 Instead of
$16,000. The Chancellor said that farm- -
mers would be taxed .on the assumption
that their profits are twice their rentals.
The present law assumes that a farmer's
Income Is exactly equal to nis rental.

The spirit duty would be Increased
from fourteen shilling nlnepence a gal-

lon to thirty shillings, bringing In
this' year. The beer would

be raised from twenty-fiv- e to fifty shil
lings a barrel and would bring In

this year. He had no doubt that
at the prices to be fixed by the Food
Controller the trade could bear the' bur-
den and still make a good profit.

The tobacco would be raised
from six shillings fivepence to eight
shillings twopence a pound. Tobacco
was under the', control of the Tobacco

The Chancellor announced a new tax
on luxuries along the line of the French
method of taxing these articles, detail
of which would be arranged by a special
committee. It would be higher than the
tax In. Franca and would be twopence
In the shilling, to be collected by
stamps.

Tha national debt or Great Britain at
the end of the' present year, said Bonar
Law, would be 119,900.000,000 and the
total debt due Great Britain from her
allies at the end of the year would be
It.KO.OOO.OOO.

Hopes tot Make Raaala ray.
With reference to the Russian debt

he said he did not believe It should be
regarded aa a bad debt, because eoondr
or later there would be .in orderly Gov-
ernment there. Russia's, natural re-

sources were great, and could be ex-

ploited only by the aid of capital. When-
ever there was a Government' In Russia
foreign capital would be required, and
that Government would realise that It
could not be obtained unless) previous
debts were paid.

"National account must be kept In
tho same, way as business accounts."
added the Chancellor, "and for the tlmo
being we must make allowance, not only
for what la happening In' Russia, but
for the possibility that at the end of
the war we'mlght not be able to rely on
receiving Immediately the Interest due
Justly.

He therefore proposed to take off
half the debt of the Allies as though
It were Great Britain liability at the
end of next year, and also the debts due
from the Dominions in run and-th- ob
ligation ot India In full, making a total
of ls.ZO,000,000.

FRENCH WIN AIR BATTLES.

Seven Gersaaa Craft Destroyed and
Sixteen Ilamaa-ed- .

rxms, April 22. ln the preceding
two days French aviators have been
very active, carrying out a number of
successful operations. Of these en
gagements the French official report to
night says:

On April 20 and 21 four German
airplanes and, two captlvo balloons
were destroyed by our pilots. A fifth
was brought down by our Infantry
fire. Sixteen enemy machines fell In-
side their own lines badly damaged
after aerial engagements.

In the same period our bombing
airplanes carried out numerous sor-
ties. Forty-nin- e thousand kilos of
projectiles were dropped on railway
nations, cantonments and enemy
aviation grounds in the region of St.
Quentln. Jussy, Chaulnet, Roye, Ham,
Ruiscard and Asfeld. Two fires
broke out ln the Chaulnes station and
tho Asfeld station, and a munitions de-
pot east of Gulscard was exploded.

GERMANY HOLDING RUSSIANS

Desires to Ctlllae Tholr Labor as

Amsterdam, April .22. Germany's
eierminanon 10 utilise the labor of

Russian prisoners a. long as, possible
seems to be reflected ln an official com
munication issued to the German press.
After referring to the fact that condi-
tions at present reigning in Russia make
an Immediate return of all German pris-
oners of war Impossible the note says
that the transport to their own country
of Russian prisoners from Germany can
pro&eed only very slowly and must ox-te-

over a long period.
The note In giving reasons for the

delay tn repatriating Russians refers
to the strain which the war makes ontransport communication and the large
number of prisoners in German hands,
and finally refers to the possibility of
these prisoners preferring ' to remain In
Germany.

GERMANS CAN'T STOP
U. S. TROOP SHIPS

Submarine Aetivititt Concen
trated Upon Merchantmen.

BptcM Caalf Detsafek to Tiis fit.v.
CotvricU, 1911; all rfetr rtnrvta.

Amsterdam, April 22. The Berlin
X.ofcaIanelt7er publishes an explanation
by a naval expert of why submarines
cannot stop the transport of American
troop. The expert, Capt. Kuhl Wetter,
point out that when transports are con-
voyed by warships attacks by subma-
rines are either Impossible or very diffi-
cult. If the submarine succeeds In tor-
pedoing the transport the troops always
can be saved by the warshlns. which nnt
only are strong! and fast but are pro- -
vmvu wun special devices which render
mem oimcuit and dangerous of attack.

Consequently the attempt at sinking
the transports would entail too henvv
sacrifices. The aim of the submarine in
warfare cane attained bv alnklnc nth.- -
hips, says Capt, Wetter. It suffers too

much by fighting transports.

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WILSON FIGHTS FOR

FULL WAR MERS

"No Compromise," Is Word
That He Sends Bearding ,

' Overman Bill.

WasniK-OTo- 'Anril 22. The Senate
settled down to-d- to a finish light on
the bill proposing blanket authority for
tne president to reorganise uoveinmem
agencies In prosecuting the war.

"No compromise," was th wora seni
by President Wilson 'in a letter to Sen
ator Overman (J. C), sponsor of the
measure. In his letter to Senator Over-
man the President said : .

"I thank you with alt my heart for
standing by the bill which bear your
own name without any compromise of
any kind."

Senator Overman afterward declared
he, would oppose any amendment of the
pendlrrt measure and felt confident of
Ita passage, with votes to spare. .Ho
conceded, however, that the vote on ex-
empting the Interstate Commerce Com-

mission and possibly other bureaus from
Us. accpe would be very close. A can-
vass of the Senate Is ln progress.

In 's debate Senators Fletcher
(Fla.), chaff man of tho Commerce Com-
mittee, and Shield (Tenn.), a member
of the Judiciary Committee, which re-
ported the bill, urged passage of the
measure as a means cf centralislcg au-
thority and speeding up war operations.
They said the President Is responsible
for the conduct of the war and should
get the necessary authority he asks.

Attacked by Sherman.
.Senator Sherman (111.), Republican,

criticising the bill. Insisted that'wltat is
needed more than additional powers 1s
"the proper exercise of powers already
In existence" .and the selection cf com-
petent men to exercise such authority.
He said the President now has power
to do- things that are not being done
and characterised the bill as unwise
legislation, which would prove to be a
"positive menace to orderly administra-
tion .even In war times."

Senator Fletcher admitted that there
had bean Ynlsukes and delays In war
preparations, but asserted that they were
comparatively nejllglbte and that the
whole record was praiseworthy. Both
he arid Senator Shields dismissed as un-

worthy of discussion 'tho contention that
the President might abuae th broad
powers given him under the bill.

In a legal argument citing many prec-

edents maintaining the constltutlonsllty
of the Overman bill Senator Shields
said the legislation is needed by the
President because of statutes limiting
his authority and conferring specinc
powers on certain existing agencies. Be
cause President Lincoln is saiu w n
exceeded his authority to meet an emer
gency Senator Shields said was no rea-
son why ampto authority should not be
given tho Executive now.

Senator Fletcher argued the, bill woud
reduce circumlocution, prevent delays,
duptlcattois and lost motion and cen-

tralise authority.
This bill will accomplish that, he

added. "If it la to be oppoaed let It be
done, frankly on that ground."

Government's Itecord.
Discussing the Government's record' In

the war, tha Florida Senator referred to
Administration upheavals In countries
with the comment that there has been
no occasion for a single Cabinet change
here. He aald he did' not agree that
there has been or is need of business
men "captains of Industry" In th
War Department.

"Many of them have been of great' as-

sistance." he continued. "Others have
hindered and hurt. The report respect-
ing the Aviation Section supports this
view and condemns, In effect, the Idea
of civil control of Important branches
of military operations. Here was a
splendid Illustration of the folly of plac-

ing cMtians In practical control of the
air service. Humiliating disappoint-
ment has resulted. Your 'captains of
Industry' have failed In that and un-

forgiving delays have resulted from tholr
conduct of affairs."

Pointing out that the army has been
expanded 700 per cent, and the navy
400 per cent. Senator Fletcher added:

"The absence of scandals which make
their appearance In all wars, big or lit-

tle. Is marked. There Is no cause, ss
far aa administration of national affairs
la concerned, for pessimism. Consider-
ing what Is happening on the other side
we cannot but feel that there is reason
for optimism. Our attitude should be
one of consecration and determination."

U. S. SUPREME COURT
AIDS PACKERS' MAN

Balkt Government' Attempt
to Get Paper:

Wasimnoton, April 22. The Supreme
Court ruled to-d- against the Gov-
ernment In Its effort to obtain search
warrants ln an effort to obtain from
the offices of Harry Veeder, a Chicago
attorney, napers wanted ln the Fed
eral Trade Commission's packing house
investigation. The higher, court refused
to review the proceedings ot a lower
Federal tribunal.

The Federal Trade Commission has
asked Congress to enact legislation that
will make poislblo a thorough Investi
gation of the packers' letter files.

The Supreme court ordered reargu- -

ment of proceedings Instituted by the
State of Virginia against west Vir
ginia to pay a Judgment of $12,393
arising from a suit to collect Virginia's
civil war debt: Argument will be heard
next February. In the decision, which
was given by Chief justice White, the
court reserves the risht to appoint a
master to Investigate the financial status
of West Virginia, with a view to en
forcing the Judgment.

Contempt proceedings instituted by
the Hlnckman Coal and Coke Com
pany ol wneeung. v, va. against
Frank J. Hayes and nine other officials
and members of the United Mine Work-
ers of America were withdrawn. The
Hlnckman company had filed an accu-
sation that the miners violated a Fed
eral Injunction.

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MORE ALIEN FOES

IH U.S. NET HERE

Two Rich Poughkeepsie Hen
Arrested Soldiers In Avia-

tion Corps Nabbed.

Dr. Joseph Stuls, an enemy alien who
married th daughter or J. W. Hlnkley,
a wealthy political leader of Pough-
keepsie, and Helnrlch Hacklsch, an Aus-
trian manager of a company manu-
facturing organs In roughkeepsle, have
Interested Jam M. Beck and Alton
B. Parker In their cases. It was said
at tha Enemy Allen Bureau yesterday.
Btuls and Backlseh were arrested after
Federal agent had discovered what ap-
peared to be the centre of a Hudson
River Valley German propaganda or
ganisation' at Poughkeepsie.

Stuls was arrested Friday, and .Back-
lseh surrendered Saturday. The bureau
received a Utter from Mr. Beck In
which he asked that, consideration be
given to Backlseh. but he.mada.lt plain
that ha did not wish to try to Influence
the authorities, Mr, Parker had In-

quired about the case against Dr.
Stuls, It was aald at the Enemy Allen
Bureau.

Manfred Hauschlld, a civil engineer,
met women who were trying to sell Lib-
erty bonds at th door of his home ln
South Pelham avenue, Rockaway Park,
yesterday and, It Is, said, told them to
"Get to hell out of here." He was
arrested. Tho charge on which the man's
Internment as a dangerous enemy, alien
ha been recommended, ln adldtlon to
