The fairies In attendance on Queen Ti-

tanla were little girls from Miss Mar-
garet Crawford's school of dancing, and
although they had been carefully re-

hearsed they would persist in following
their Inclinations at times Instead of
the directions. They were good though,
and the fact that a small fairy with
budding femininity picked out a clean
spot on the boards beforo she knelt In
obeisance did not .detract from the
charming scene; rather It added some-
how to Its effectiveness.

' Miss Mllllcent Evtson, though not In
the title rote was an excellent Puck,
one that combined grace of nlovement
with Impish humor that found response
In the audience.

Tho great Bardlnl sale of renaissance
antiques from Italy began yesterday
afternoon In the galleries of the Amer-
ican Art Association with a larg'j and
Interesting audience. Among the per
sons In attendance were Mrs. C. B. Alex

ander, Mrs. Oeorge T. Bliss, Mrs. Ogden

Goelet, Mrs. Samuel Untermyer, Mr. and
Mrs. Henry Goldman, James L. Brceso
and Mrs. William 8alomon.
As usual In such auctions the first ses

sion did not Introduce the most lm
portant features of th collection, but
the bidding was spirited In many cases
and soma good prices resulted. The
dealers werepromlnent buyers, acting
presumably for clients.

The leading figure reached during tho
afternoon was 13,100, which was paid
by P. W. French Co. for No, 100, a
bronte Paduan candlestick by the fa
mous 11 Riccio. The design showed a
satyr with a goat's beard, a horn upon
hla forehead and with hoofs. He kneels
upon one knee and holds aloft the socket
for the candle. The same buyers gave
$2,000 .for No. 103, a bronxe statuette
of Mercury, by Rustic!. This sculptor
was a pupil of the celebrated Verrocchto
and possibly also of Leonardo da Vinci.

P. W. French & Co. also gave 1600
for No. 76, a fragment of a seventeenth
century bronte fountain $725
for No. (1, a sixteenth century brosse
candlestick by the Venetian Sansovlno,
and IS10 for No. 64, a sixteenth cen-
tury bronxe bowl. W. W. Seaman,
agent, paid $376 for No. 67, a six-
teenth century Florentine bronze mo-
rtar; $400 for No. 6, a fifteenth century
bronxe mortar, and $780 for No. 129, n
pair of Florentine wrought Iron torch-,ere- s.

PICTURES OF MARNE.

Douche Landscapes Shown by
Kraeahaar Galleries.

A. L. Bouche's landscapes, which have
been placed on view by the Kraushaar
Galleries, have an Interest aside from
their technical merits, for the subjects
were found In the lovely and historic
valley of tho Marne. At. llouche, who
lied in 1911, was a pupil of the great

Corot, but he has not borrowed tho spe-
cial mannerisms of the master's style,
and paints in a quiet, sincere manner
of his own.

The titles of thei pictures were be-

stowed upon them by tho. artist and do
not aid in establishing their exact
proximity to the battlefield, but doubt-ley- s

many of the scenes that gave the
motlfn for these peaceful landscapes ore
now battle scarred and wrecked. Cer-
tainly those river banks nnd valleys are
no longer peaceful. Tho Marne Is still
In the war zone nnd soldiers and mili-
tary mancmivres have replaced the bu-

colic enterprises that M. llouche studied.
The pictures have much charm and

quiet poetry. The green of the meadows
and something In tho topography of the
land will seem familiar to Americans of
the middle States, for it Is the (rt of
France that most resembles this. The
paintings remain on view until May 11.

DIES SUDDENLY

Leading' Iron Manufacturer
and Head of Veterans

Was 08 Years Old.

CoL Thomas Dlmond, president ct the
Seventh Regiment Veterans' Association,
and one of the most prominent Iron
manufacturers in this country, died sud-

denly MoncJny night at his home, 20
West Seventy-thir- d street. Col. Dlmond
retired from active business In 1912. He
was 68 years of age. He was stricken
with hoart disease upon his return to hks
home from a walk.
