porters of the Overman act up to five
Senators Borah (Idaho), Colt (R. I.),
Nelson (Minn.).

The Democrats who are
opposed to the bill In lta present form, as
well aft many of the Republicans, will

ote for the bill on final passage but will
Insist upon the various amendments.

Republicans Assail Bill.
In discussions Senators Bran-dtg- te

(Conn.). Fall (N. M.) and Sher-
man (111.) again assailed the bill on the
ground that It gave the President a
power of selection of men for various en-
terprises and responsibilities which his
lacorded judgment, as evidenced In se-

lection made heretofore, did not war-
rant. Senator Sherman drew the homely
analogy , of misfitting square pegs In
lound holes. He told the Senate that
the President's knowledge of the qualif-
ications of men was faulty. ,

"As near as the uncultured populace
without university degrees or capital
letters after their signatures can under-
stand when they undertake to grasp this
departmental chaos by any visible hand
holt It's thK" Senator Herman said.

As an exemplification of the Presi-
dent's mistakes In selecting personalities
unfitted to the functions of the offices In
which he placed them, Senator Sherman
cited, the spectacle presented by the
United States Shipping Board during
the early months of Us organisation. He
nld:

"The President had had a chance to
practice on the Shipping Board ever
flnce September, 1916. There was a
brand new lot of holes. The pegs wen
human shipbuilders. They were plenti-
ful tn the American supply house. He
promptly filled the holes with two law-e- rs

under suspicion of political activ-
ity, a lumberman well along In years,
who knew about as much of shipbuild-
ing as I do,of thsplfig-g. J. .

"The fourth man hatTBDerated steam-ehl-

and the fifth had a lifetime ex-
perience both In building and operating
ehlpj. The last named and only com-
petent man sired up the 'pegs' thrust
Into the board's organization holes and
retired while It was still reasonably
quiet.

Wilson Called Color Blind.
"It was not lack of power or lack of

an assortment of pegs and holes which
was the matter.

Brandeare Anipllflrs Attack.
Senator Drandegeo's attack on the

bill furnished an amplification
of .the charges --he brought-again- st the
Administration on; Tuesday tn his criti-
cism of the usurpation by the President
of the functions of both the Secretary
of State and the Senate Committee on
Foreign Relations. Senator Urandegee
said :

"This Is a clear attempt to deleg-it-
legislative powfrs tn the KxecutUe
branch of the Government and there-
fore It Is utterly unconstitutional. Why
docs not the President specify what he
wants to do? What hindrance is there
now to the Executive branch? Who ap-
points these fellows that are Inefficient
and who are duplicating work? They
are all the President's agents now. He
can chop off their heads any time he
wants to. He says they don't coordi-
nate. Why doesn't he make them co-

ordinate? He Is their boss. What is
the use of his complaining to Congress
that he cannot make his own servant
obey his orders or carry out his own
policies? It Is his business to make
them do it. lie doesn't need any more
law for that.

"If we pass this bill the President nlay
move his men about as he sees tit We
would never fAMten responsibility. The
President would hold the bag and all
the powers In It.

"We are told we must not criticise
the President. The President Is Com-
mander In Chief of the Army and Navy,
but not of Congress. I don't distrust
the President, but I distrust his Judg-
ment of men. I think he has made
aomi eggreglous blunders, but I do not
Impugn his Integrity or his patriotism.
I simply feel that he cannot wield such
huge power as this bill contemplates.

"Why does not the President write
to Congress and say Just what he
wants. He has the country by the
throat. For myself, I don't Intend to
be Just a little white poodle dog running
with a ball In mouth from the Capitol
to the White House."

PROF. EMERY, YALE,
FREED BY GERMANY

American Relcaed From
Dantzig Priton.

KiwKHot.. AdHI 23. Henry Crosby
Emery, formerly chairman of tho tariff
board and professor of political economy
at Yale, who was captured by the Ger-

mans some weeks ago In Finland, has
been released from prison at Dantzig
and shortly will be permitted to leave
Germany.

This announcement was maae to
American Jllnlster Morris here by Fin-

nish Minister (Jrippenberg. who received
the news of Prof Emery's release from
the Finnish Minister In Berlin. tie
added that the negotiations for the re
lease of other American and British
citizens made prisoners with him on
the Aland Islands some weeks ago were
proceeding satisfactorily.

Prof. Emery represented the Guar
anty Trust Company of N'ew York Iti
nussla and later was attached to the
American military mission. He left
Abo, Finland, March 9 for the Aland
Islands, accompanied by Mrs. Emery
and twenty-sl- others, most of whom
were English. German troops occupy-
ing the Islands were encountered by the
party as It was crossing the Ice on
sledges.

The prisoners were laKcn 10
Aland Islands, where the Germans at
first decided to nut them all on a trans
port and send them to Dantslg, Swed
ish officials ai ine Ainna immius maae a
vleorous protest, and the women and
children and the men over GO years
of age were finally aunwea 10 proceeu
to Bweden by boat.

can and allied ordnance experts have not determined
the exact character of this gun, and there are many
interesting speculations as to its plan and construc
tion.

SCRIBES NOT DRAFT EXEMPT.

Newspaper Work Oeslaed as l'a
necessary Indastry.

Special Dtipatch to Tits, Sen
Ai.iiANT, April 25. Newspaper men

are not engaged In a necessary Industrial
enterprise and therefore are not entitled
to deferred classification under ths
draft. Tills was ths substance of a.
ruling y by Provost Marshal-Gener- al

Crowder, received by Major Frank-
lin S. Hutchinson, chief of the Federal
draft bureau for ths State.

The ruling reverses the action of the
Syracuse district draft board, of which
William Nottingham, member of the
board of regents. Is chairman. This
board on March 14 held that Arthur J.
Gordon, a Syracuse newspaper man. wau
entitled to classification In Class 3, be-

cause engagea as an assistant in a nec-
essary Industrial enterprise.

In his ruing Gen. Crowder said: "It
appears that registrants engaged as em-
ployees of newspapers or engaged in
general newspaper work are not engaged
in necessary Industrial enterprise within
the meaning of the draft law and regu-
lations. Hence, It would follow that
these persons are not entitled to deferred
classification on Industrial grounds."

FOOD LAW VIOLATORS HIT.

Eleven Bakers Punished and Riant
Cantlonei.

The Federal Food Board handed down
decisions yesterday affecting eighteen
offenders against the Food Administra-
tion rules. Seven bakers were ordered
to suspend business for three days for
not using the correct amount of wheat
substitutes. Four were forbidden to buy
flour until their excess on hand la dis-
posed of, and eight were cautioned. The
cases of four bakers were adjourned.

ALLIES APPEAL FOR

MORE U. S. FORGES

French Commissioner Tells of
Urgent Need for Quick

Action.

Washington, April 23. American

for tho battle llrib In
France, In the way of men and supplies,
are more vitally important than they
will be at any tlme'.ln the future, and
all ths 'nation's jfreat plans for 1919
and 1920 Would prove useless if the
German drive succeeds. This, is effect.
Is the message to the American people
which Edouard do Billy, Deputy French
High Commissioner, has Just brought
from France. M. de Billy and Major
Itequln of the French army received a
group of newspaper correspondents to-
day, and besides answering all ques-
tions freely explained the situation as
they found It abroad.

Confidence In the future was empha-
sized by M. de Billy, but at the same
time he po'.nt'd out that overconfldence
would be a grievous mistake. Anv
slackening of effort or a falling off of
America's share Bt this critical time
might b most serious, he explained.

The need for men was linked by M.
de Billy with the news that Germany
has a preponderance of man power on
the western front. It is by no means
a considerable superiority, but by tak-
ing all except a comparatively small
number, of troops from the Itusslan
front, by withdrawing German divisions
from Italy and leaving Mesopotamia
and Palestine shorn. of German troops
and turning the Salon lea, operations
over to the Bulgarians, the German
High Command has been able to put all
its best troops Into the present drive.

RUSSIA ASKS GUARANTEE.

Fears Germany Will Seise Black
Sea Fleet.

Moscow, April 23. M. Tchltchertn,
the Bolshevik Foreign Minister, has ssked
ermany, according to the Official NYwa
Agency, to give a guarantee that the
Russian Black Sea fleet, while remaining
at Sebastopol, will not be seized or dam-
aged by forces of tho Central Powers
and the allies now advancing Into the
Crimea or by any other naval or mili-
tary forces of that alliance.

Tho Foreign Minister has taken this
action. It la added officially, nn ha has
heard that the Germans Intend to block-
ade Sebastopol with submarines.

Amsterdam, April 25. Three squad-
rons of the Fifth Polish Regiment of
Uhlans have been annihilated in Podn-ll- a

by Ukrainian peasants who refused
the soldiers' demands for food, accord-
ing to Polish Press Agency despatch
received by the Dutch press by way of
Vienna.

The peasants wore armed with ma-
chine guns and mine throwers.

HOME RULE SPLITS CABINET.

Committee Unable to Agree an
PInn for Ireland.

I3NDON, April 26. A division of
views has prevented the Cabinet com-
mittee appointed to draft a home rule
bill for Ireland from elaborating a defi-
nite scheme as speedily as was hoped,
the Yorkshlro Pqtt says In a despatch
from London. Certain members of the
committee are standing for recognition
of Ulster's position, according to tho
despatch.

Meanwhile the federal plan Is being
discussed widely, Tho Unionists gen-
erally regard It as desirable In any
scheme of' federalism that Ulster should
bo Included as a unit.

Reports Indicate Sea Soldiers
Have Been in Thick of Fight-

ing for Month.'

fpedal flfpateh to Tas Bex.
Wasiiinoton, April 23. Announce-

ment was made y by the Navy De-

partment that the losses among the
United States Marines serving with the
American expeditionary forces In Franca
and totalled 273, with 84 enlisted men
killed, S officers and 226 enlisted men
wounded. This Is the first announce-
ment concerning casualties In the Ma
rine Corps which has come from Gen.
Pershing.

Details as to when and how the cas-
ualties occurred are not given, but there
are Indications that the Marines have
been In the thick of the fighting for
practically a month. One company, the
total strength of which was 260 men,
lost 21 killed and 140 wounded.

As to where the Marines hare been
serving there Is only surmise here, the
matter of their disposition having been
left to Gen. Pershing. They are under-
stood to have had service In connection
with trench warfare In the American
sectors, though they have not served In
tho trenches. It may be that the Ma-
rines have seen service in Plcardy or
further north, but no specific reason for
their presence there at this time has
been given.

The loss of marines on the battle
front partly confirms statements re-

cently made In the House that several
thousand marines were In France and
ready for fighting. This statement waa
made by ltepresentatlve Padgett (Ten-
nessee) and others when ltepresentatlve
Britten (Illinois) declared In an Im-

passioned speech that "some military
clique ' was keeping the marines In
'.his country, whereas they were all well
trained and "begging to go to France."

Representative Britten said Secretary
Daniels was anxious to send the ma
rines over, but for some reason they
were kept at home. In repty It was
claimed large numbers of marines had
been sent over and an additional 10,000
to 12.000 would go when requisitioned
by Gen. Pershing. .
