fective action regarding the food sup
ply.

The new Caudron scout biplane, one
of the swarm that has been harassing
the Germans at every move, was ex
hibited in this country for the first time
yesterday. It arrived here yesterday
morning mid was assembled In the
Ficnch war exhibit at Liberty Land, the
blxty-nlnt- ii Iteelment Armory.

Several of the French aces, British
fliers nnd American airmen In New
Tork, who heard of the biplane's ar
rival, viewed It with interest. It is one
of the lightest, speediest and most easily
handled flying machines on the western
front, uuynemer used it for observa
tlon work, ns did other noted filers
There arc now more than a thousand of
the Caudton scouts and as many more
of the heavier Caudrons In service In
France.

Lieut. WilllnM itusaell of Fort Jay.
who was In charge of the assembling
work yesterday, said the Caudron has
proved so popular In France thnt the
United States will probably build this
tyie soon.

With the Caudron a couple of French
Nleiiporta also arrived. They aro ma-
chines that were shot down In air bat-
tles. Added to the exhibition Is an en-
tire set of French war crosses, sent by
the Frenrh Government. This Includes
the various medals of the Legion of
Honor and tho Croix de Guerre, with the
cord Fourragcre.

Taking the larger figure tho Commission
says the New Haven Is receiving an
average Income of about 1 per cent on
Its outside Investment, but ajarge. part

m i. . . -

it is stated that the New Haven ai
a railroad has been making fair earn'
Ings. but Its Investment In additional
railway facilities for the last twelve
year haa not shown a proportionate
increase In traffic units, its expsnai
tares, even for transportation purposes,
have been substantially unwise and un-
productive from the standpoint of Its
patronage. Making due allowance for
variation and uncertainties the report
states the New Haven now bss an In
vestment enterprise of about 1200,000,-00- 0

In outside properties yielding a
return of. less than 2 per cent, per
annum and much of this "Investment
must be charged off as a loss.

The report continues:
"The representatives of the New Haven

would have us Ignore or jiass very
lightly over the return shown iroon Its
property used for carrier purposes, j

They lay emphasis upon the fact that
Its stockholders for four years have hod
no dividends; that the corporation Is
In grave danger of a receivership. They
ask us lr etubstance to make good to the
investors all or a large part of the losses
Incurred In the reckless and lawless mis-
management above outlined by Imposing
additional rates on the natrons of the
road. '

"This we cannot do. Money thrown
away dishonestly or with wanton reck-
lessness or foollshy lost In
enterprises Is not money put to public
ueo upon which the rato payers aro
bound In law and conscience to make a
return."

The commission asserts that the great
majority of stockholders of tho New
ITnv.n U'- -p .vn mnra tha trlntlma if I

mismanagement than were the patrons.
and that while In too mnny Instances
directors would bo selected by banking
or other Interests with motives adverse
to those of the stockholders, still the
stockholders under the circumstances
must be he'd responsible for the misman-
agement of directors who In contempla-
tion of law were selected by them.

The Commission points out that It Is
powerlers to offer any real remedy for
past misdoings or In the future to pro-
tect any similar body of stockholders
under existing law. It points out the
necessity for legislation by Congress if
"the nation Is on return of peace to
continue to rely upon private capital
for the extension and development of Its
transportation system."

The Commission holds that although
It Is presented with a problem Impossi-
ble of sound and satisfactory solution,
under all of the circumstances a reason
able return on the carrier property In-

vestment shown on Its books may be
Justified.

FLIER HITCHCOCK WOUNDED.

Sends Word from Prison Camp
That He Has Recovered.

It took three German airmen nnd
many times that number of enemy bul-
lets to pick Corporal Tommy Hitchcock
of the Lafayette ftquadron out of the
air In France. After, many weeks of
delay Capt. Thomas Hitchcock received
word yesterday from his son, who now
is held In a German prison camp.

That Hitchcock had been In a spec-
tacular air fight on the occasion of his
capture was known, but details of what
had happened to him couM not be ob-

tained even after American Red Cross
workers located him In the prison camp
at Snarbrucken. Since his whereabouts
became definitely known everything pos-
sible has been done by Capt. and Mrs.
Hitchcock to pet word directly from
their son. but their efforts failed until
yesterday, when a cablo message was !

received from a friend In I'arls to
whom Hitchcock had sent a brief mes-
sage on a postcard. Tho cablegram
read :

District leaders Applaud
Swarm's Suggestion, but

Call It Really Needless.

HYLAN THANKS LAWYER

Each Tammany Man Sure Own

Bailiwick Is Clean as
Clean Can Be.

District Attorney Swann's appeal to
Tammany district leaders to assist him
and the Federal Government In ridding
New Tork of Its vicious conditions has
developed the amazing revelation that
New Jprk Is absolutely immaculate.
There are no vtrlous conditions, accord-
ing to the district leaders collectively,
though some of them will admit. It Is
understood, that things not to be desired
exist In districts other than their own.
Each leader, according to reports around
the Criminal Courts Building yesterday,
la confident that his own district con
tains no gambling places, no disorderly
houses, no residents who would sell In
toxicants to soldiers or sailors.

As one leader expressed It yesterday.
the prevailing opinion seems to be that
times are different now from what they

when Florrle Sullivan took It upon
himself to pummel young men who
thrived off the ill chosen occupations of
women. There are no such "rats' as
these In New Tork now. Tammany lead
ers say they believe, hence no occasion
for them, the leaders, to turn crusaders.

All Indorse the Plan.
Mr, Bwann had appealed for use

the nlsht stick as a means which would
be effective In driving; cadets, bootleg-
gers and other undesirable men away
from tho greater city. His request
Friday night was to leaders or tne
twenty-thre- e districts, each of whom he
asked to assist In the anti-vic- e drive
now being conducted for the purpose of
making New York safo for soldiers and
other citizens.

Several of the leaders already have
replied to, Mr. flwann and others have
expressed opinions on the District Attor-
ney's scheme. Unanimously they favor
the scheme, do these Tammany digni-
taries. Individually they aro convinced
that any vice existing must be outside
their territories thnt Is, in George's ter-
ritory so, In reference to manipulation
of the sapling, they say. ."Let George
do It."

Thre leaders yesterday assured Mr.
Swann he could depend upon their un
wearied support Tho first of these was
Charles Culkln of the Third Assembly
dsltrlct. from Tench to Twentieth street
on the west Bide, and embracing tne oia
Greenwich Village neighborhood. "It's
a good Idea," said Mr. Culkln. "You
ought to go right after It.

"You know conditions are different
everywhere In the city from what they
were In Florrle Sullivan's district at
that time," he added. "But there is no
doubt about the Dltirlct Attorney being
absolutely correct when he asserts that
a district leader should know his dis-

trict and should bo able to keep unde-
sirable places out of It. I know that I

know my district and I know that no
place of III repute could exist there. That
Is one reason for our majorities on elec-
tion day."

Parlfled In Recent Years.
Ills district has been so thoroughly

renovated In the last few years that at
present It would float If tested by the
same methods applied In testing an ad-

vertised mako of sosp, Mr. Culkln indi-
cated. Thst Is, It Is ninety-nin- e and a
fraction per cent. rure. Not even the
back door of a saloon exists In this
Tammany leader's district.

Mayor lljlan yesterday sent a letter

which Is building wooden ships for the
Emergency Fleet Corporation, to turn
out for It five cargo "non-slnkab- le ships"

4,200 tons dead weight. The contract
was nwardvd throurjli the Leparmentler
Shipyard Company of Franco, for
which Joseph Boero of this city Is the
American nfjent.
