And
this kind of an answer he will And de-
pends on & nymber of elementa such an
the nature of hin bhuginess, the kind of
wervice to ba oftered and the volume
of his buniness, &e,

But how to tackle this proposition may
mem & task at first. To be perfactly
fair with himself and the motor truck
f@*a he shonld first make a very com-
ieta study of his cost of oparating his
horse driven vehieles, in comypll-
ing such data he should neglect to
include all of the following ftema: feed,
drivers’ and hostlers' wages, veterinary
feen, blankets, ahoeing, depreciation on
wagena, horses, harneasea, blankets, &o.,
atable rent, no matter who owns the
Bullding ; light, heat. insurance on stable,
horses and equipment ; vepalrs to atable,
wagons, &c., Interest om Investment in
heorses, harnesses, wagons, &c., and cost
of paluting stable and wagons, With
this Informsation he can make & com-
parison with the cost of aperating trucks,

which would you prefsr. horses or motor
trueks? From actual tests it was found
that a team will haul 2 cubla yards &
distance of 1.50 miles, 3 miles round
trin, and make ¢ trips a day at & cost
of §8. A mator truck with a § cuble
yard capacity wias able to make 20 trips
st a comt of $26 a day. The analysia
of our problem may be belled down aa
follows:
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Assuming further that thias coniractor
was dstermined to increase his horse
dally capacity to that of the truck, then
how man:' teams would be needed. and
how much would he save or lose? In
the firat place he would have to get
elght teams, 100 cuble yards divided by
12 cuble yards, And as it costs $0
per team thersfore the dally cost for
slght teams would be 8§84, This In 338
more than it costs to perform the samas
work with s truck. To complets the
job, carting away 20,800 cuble yards of
dirt would eost him with teamn 312,800,

The dally mile-
age, number of mtops and trips should
be noted. More than that he shoulid not
overlook the kind of roads and sireeta
his wamons travel over; the spead they
are able to attain: the nature of the
goods handled and what effect slow
speed or hurse orders will have upen
them : the cost of delivery a ton, cuble

Looking at thia problem from ancthep
angle, lot us turn thin Into dollars and
fents.

118 & day, or 5400 In m vear, to

Here In another example, Nuppose
¥ou are a contractor and have a cons
tract to exoavate 20.000 cublo yurds of
4t and which must be haulsd a dis-
tance of 150 milen, § miles round Lrip,

Particular man. They merely Indicate
the way a man should 3o about it and
how a real truck malesman would tackle
the proposition. As every business
man's problsm la an indlvidual _one
therefore much study must be '1\':11 to
his particular requirements before de-
olding on the truck.

It may be. Mister Business Man, that
You have not the time (o devole to thlul
analysis of your bLusiness. If that s
true, then call in the transportation K-
pert of a loca! truck mgeney. And after
he hams looked over your case, then insint
that he tell you how you can use your
Presant loading equipment with the
trucks, how improvements would b ben-
eficlal to getting more out of the irucks
You may buy: how much you can save
by using trucks, how you could Leiter
route rour trucks than your herses and
the like. If he can't give you this Infor-
mation it s & sure bet that he !s & dead |
one. But don't get dimcouraged ! sif yon
lika the make of truck he je nelling, then
report him te headguarters and regqueat
that n wide awaka expert Le ent o
study your delivery prablem. And it you
don’t want to do that. tlien ge! the trans-
portation expert of another make of
truck, ROt please don't double eross
him when he givea you valuable iInfor-
matitn,
