Ardent expressions of opinions on na-

Charles H. Sabin, president of the
Quaranty Trust Company, who con-
fessed to having been a theoretical free
trader before the war, Introduced the
palitical issues by making an urgent
plea for an adequate protective tarllf in
the interests of our International trade
after the war. FHe was followed by

Benjamin F. Harrls, president of the
Mirst National Bank of Champalgn, 111,
who severely arraigned the national Ad-
minlatration's programme and policles
mnd Inferentially compared Prealdent
Wilzon's leadership to that of Kerensky
in Husela.

Daniels Ready te Reply to It

Mr, Harris'a speech created great ex-
eitement among the cotton manufac-
turers, particularly after !X became
kmown yesterday that Secretary Danlels,
who waa the chief speaker at the ban-
quet of the assoclation on Thursday 4
night, had been apprised of the attack
on the Adminisiration that Mr. Harrls
would make, and had personally re-
quested an opportunity tg reply to it

The,Harris speech was to have been
Inhnrrd at the banquet, but as Stuart
W. Cramer, vice-president of the Na-
tlenal Counell, who presided as toast-
maater, and who halls from Secretary
Danlels’'s own State of North Carolina,
cxpressed it yesterday, he had been
“able to choke Mr. Harris off.” The
speech, howover, was dellvered yester-
day morning. Incldentally it also De-
came known yesterday that individual
subscriptions of §302,000 to the Ldberty
Loan had heen made by the delegates
at the banque:.

profit or return on capital invested other |
than that necessary to pay taxes and
purchase what amount of Government
bonds might be required.
