Steamers Is kerosene, or gasolene or a
mixture of the two, ami the mileage per
gallon about what one gets In a small
gasolene car say twelve to fifteen.

The only examples of passenger steam
cars now In use urc the Stanley and the
Doble. There Is one steam truck In ac-

tual use. It is called the Steamotor, but
within a short time a few more steam
frocks will corn's to public attention.

Stanley m a name which lias been as-
sociated with steam vehicles ever since
the beginning of the automobile Indus-
try, the Stanley brothers having been
pioneers in this field, The Doble Is a
comparatively iccent production by a
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steam engineer who did not fear to put i

his Ideas Into practice, though tonic of
tnetn involved the use of radical con-
struction.

I'nder the Stanley hood Is a steam
boiler of the conventional fire tube,
water let el type with a kerosene burner
underneath. Water Is supplied to the
boiler trom a reset voir under tnu ill vet
seat. water Is maintained nt constant
level by means of pumps and automatic
controls. During tne generation of
steam, whenever the water level falls be-
low a certain point In the boiler valves
In the water supply line automoticatly
open and water from the reservoir la
pumped Into the boiler till another
point Is reached, when the valves close
again. This operation take place with-
out attention from the driver. Much the
same method of automatic control that
handles the water governs the fuel sup-
ply, only In this case the boiler pressure
and not the water level regulates the
supply.

When the boiler pressure falls below a
predetermined point the valves In the
fuel line automatically open and kero-
sene Is supplied to the main burner.
Mkewlse, when the pressure reaches the
fixed maximum, the valves close again
and no more fuel Is burned till the
steam generated In the boiler Is partly
used and the pressure again falls to the
predetermined point. Once the pres-
sure reaches the control point, no more
fuel can be consumed until the power
already stored has been drawn upon.
The main burner Is In operation only
part of the time. When coasting, during
stops and much of the time when run-
ning at slow speed. It is entirely shut
off. The quantity of fuel It consumes Is
directly proportional to the steam or
powerused.

During these Intervals when the fuel
Is shut off the main burner goes out
entirely and to start It when the fuel
comes on again a small safety pilot Is
placed at the burner mouth. This la
going constantly when the car Is In use.

The fuel is fed to both the pilot and
the main burner by pressure. In tile
kerosene system an auxiliary tank
holding about a quart is kept under
pressure. The fuel Is mechanically
pumped Into the pressure tank while
running, and the pressure Is automati-
cally kept at a predetermined point,

The engine Is n two cylinder double
acting type, 4 by 5, with Its crankshaft
parallel to the rear axle of the car.
The crankshaft Is directly connected to
the rear axle by spur gears. The double
acting engine means that steam operates
against both tide of the pistons. There
Is of courc complete enclosure of all
parts so that looking at any unit of
the car you cannot see anything move.
The control Is In the form of a lever
under the steering wheel. This is the

throttle control. Move it up and more
steam is admitted to the engine.

In the Doble there Is some similarity,
but also many differences especially In
the generator and heating method.
There Is no pilot light on the Doble.
Theie are the same fundamental units

a steam generator, control, two cylin
der engine on the rear axle, Ac. Kero-- 1

sene Is used both for starting and run-- 1

nlng. The burner is electrically ignited
and every trace of flame completely
enclosed In the combustion chamber.
Sufficient steam for running may be
generated from cold water lu less than
a minute, it is stated.'

The generator, based on the water
tube type, consists of twenty-eig- Iden-
tical sections placed in an Insulated
rasing. Kach section consists of two
horizontal headers connected by sixteen
vertical tubes. They are made entirely
of cold drawn seamless steel tubing of
about one-ha- lf Inch diameter. The ver-
tical tubes are swaged at either end.

Klght of these sections are used as X'

economlier section, the re-

mainder for the generation of ateam.
The combustion chamber Is directly

beneath the steam generating sections,
while the exhaust for burned gases I be-

low the economlier sections. The nor-
mal steam pressure in the generator
Willi the1 power is being used Is (00
pounds. Pressure Is maintained at this
point by an automatic device which cuts
off or renews the fuel supply according
to the variation of the pressure from
normal. To prevent any possibility of
an accident to the generator tubing a
safety valve also ls attached, which
operates If the steam pressure reaches
1,000 pounds.

The l!e steam Is led from the upper
headers of the generator Into a manifold,
passe through the throttle valve and
down to the steamchest of the engine,
The throttle valve la a combination of a
poppet and piston valve, so arranged that
the poppet valve portion serves to keep
the throttle In a condition,
while the piston valve portion regulates
the amount of steam which paisea to the
engine. The exhaust steam from the
cylinders I carried to the top of a con
ventional radiator and Is forced down
through it by the pressuie of following
steam.

The lubrication of the throttle and
cylinder valves, the cylinder walls, the
Interior of the generator and the water
pump la accomplished by the addition
of n small quantity of cylinder oil to
the water.

The engine used In the Doble power
Plant contains but eleven moving parts.
It Is a two cylinder 5 by single
expansion, double action engine, The
valve take care of the steam Inlet,
white tho exhaust passes out through
ports uncovered by the piston at tho end
of the stroke.

The power Is transmitted to the rear
axle by means of two large spur gears.
An electric generator, which charge the
storage battery used for lighting and
Ignition purposes, Is driven through an
idler genr meaning with the main gear
or tne airrerentiai,

TRUCKTOR COMES TO TOWN.

It Will Tarn In Its Own Length.
A "cw frm of commercial vehicle or

"motor horse' has been exhibited In
New York during the past week and
lias attracted a lot of attention, where-eve- r

seen. This is a five-to- n hauling
tractor, to be used with semi-truck- s

or any tjpe of horse-draw- n vehicle. It
Is called the Trucktor, and i manu-
factured by the Highway Tractor Com- -

This new tractor is a three-wlic-

machine, driving and steering from
a single front wheel, which I

mounted on a 3lxS solid rubber tire, and
the construction is such that the driver
when sttcrlng the machine turns power
plant and cab. It Is possible to turn the
machine completely around and face the
trailer. Thus the great turning pos-
sibilities enable the tractor and trailer
to turn completely around In the over-
all length of the trailer.

The novelty of the Trucktor la practi-
cally In the construction and mount-
ing of the power plant, and this is to
suspended that it can be turned In a
complete circle whenever desired. Th
power plant and controls are contained
In the large, roomy hood and cap, easily
arcesslble, and the cab and wheel can
be so placed that It will not obstruct
even a tmiull passage, while the tractor
chassis can Iw placed wherever a horse
can he mowd. The power plant of the
Trucktor is a four cylinder Continental
motor, 3"jxr, niul In equipped with a
high tension magneto and automatic
float feed carbureter. The drive from
the transmission Is by a roller type
chain, and the final drive Is by an In-

ternal gear on the single front wheel,
ami thU I thoroughly Inclosed from
dust and water. The fifth wheel, which
carries the semi-traile- r. Is of ball and
socket type construction.

FEEDS THOUSANDS

Closely Hclnted to Other I'ri-iiiar- y

Industries Through-- '
out the Country.

With a view of showing how closely
the automobile Industry Is rctntctl to
many other primary Industries of the
country mn) how many associated busi
nesses are directly dependent upon the
manufacture and shIc of motor cars, J.
R. llulett of the Brady-Murra- y Motors
Corporation obtained the following fig
ure from the National Automobile
Chamber of Commerce.

On July 1, 117, there were 1,:i:SS8
registered automobile owners in the
United Rtatee. About 400,000 of the
registered vehicles were commercial
cars. After purchasing their cats from
the dealers or from manufacturers di-

rect, these owner store their cars in
public garages, have repairs made in
the repair shops, buy tsVcs, supplemen-
tal equipment, automobile clothing, Ac,
from the 2,550 supply houses which
draw their stocks from the accessory
makers, and purchase large quantities
of gasolene from Innumerable Riisolcne
stations, which In turn secure their gas
olene direct from the oil companies.

There are ,u0 manufacturers of pas
senger and commercial ears, with fac
tories located in tlilrty-tw- o States of
the Union. They have an Invested capi
tal of $730,000,000, employ 3.n,nnn work-
ers and pay f2"."i, 000,000 annually in
wages and salaries. During the fiscal
year ended June 30, 1917. ihey pioduced
l.SOS.UM motor vehicles of
wholesale value of $917,4"0,9:iS.
ports of motor vehicles alono durlni;
that period amounted to more than

There are 1.0S0 parts and ncco.?ory
makers, having nn Invested capital of
$336,000,000. They employ 310,000
workers and pay $2SS, 000,000 In wanes
annually. Tire makers alone produced
18.000,000 tires during the fiscal yiar
ended June 30. 191". valued at $4r.n.- -

000,000. Nearly half of these were
bought by car manufacturers to eiuip
new cars produced .durinc the year.

Manufactured automobiles and trucks
srr sold by the factories to distributers
and dealers and direct to user. Snb-deal-

buy from distributers or whole-
salers, and most of the users buy from
dealers and s. There are I.ofl
distributers lth $41,000,000 Invested
capital and ZS.000 employees, to whom

:l.:00.000 Is paid In wages annually.
Retail dealers scattered thioughout

every city and village In America num-
ber I.I.OOb, Their Invested capital
amounts to $1S4, 000.000, and they em-
ploy 202,000 salesmen, retwilr men and
other help, to whom $1 jl',000,000 :nc
paid yearly.
