HOW TO LURE FLAT FISH

By LOUIN I, LEWIS,

The warm weather of the last few
weeiks has brought the flounderas out of
the mud, where they have bean hiber-
rating throughout the winter. From
now on thiy will bits well into the early
part of June,

These fieh are abundant in the watera
around Long Island, As naar as New
Rochelle, when the fish are (n seascn
an angler can always roly on & good
mrets of these fine pan fish,

*or flounder fshing the boat should
be anchored with as littla rope as pos-
wible, half way between the miadle of
the channels anid the edges. This will
yprevent the boat from drifting around
on the alack rope. The bhoat must lle
pteady. The fsherman must “feel™ hie
line constantly, as the founders take
tha balt lightly, usually only sucking
it Into thair mouths,

Flounders must be struck st once or
ten to one they will steal your balt and
get away. The flat often ure small in
the bays, rarely welghing above one
nnd  threec.quarter pounds, bul In the
outside waters they are not causht In
auch Inrge quantitiea, but tney average
two and one-quarter pounds In welght
end have been caught welghing as high
a» four pounds.

Floandera Beottom Feeders

Many anglers ars In doubt as to the
gameness of thie little Ash, but I they
wish to enjoy consderable aport let them
g down to ona of the famous flounder
mota and fish, and I am powmitive that
the least doubt will bLe erased from
the!r minds,

The Nwh are exclusively botlom feed-
ors, rarely awimming six inches above
the mud in which they feed. The beast
apots are In the soft black mud in water
from four to fifteen feet in depth at
high tide,

Anglers should examins the mud on
tha bottom. To do this lift the anchor
and if the mud brought up with the |
anchor has white apecks in it and has
a velvety touch you will find that you
will have no diMculty in looating the
fMounders, ax they feed In this kind of

mud, Do not fish in places where the |
mud I alimy. as the flounders are a
clean lttle fish amsl desplse a dirty
bottom,

One of the best ways to rig for
floundera I8 to see first that the hooks
are tied so that the first will rest on the
bottom; the mecond two inches above
the first and the third two Inches above
the second hook.

Most anglers prefer to use a wire
epreader, which allows the use of three
hooks and keeps them on the boltom
without tangling.

The hooks should have strong anells.
Avold the nre of leaders, Tha best
hook for hay fshing I the No, 11 Ches-
tertown and the No. 9 Kirby.

For outside fishing, where the fish
average two and a il pounds, use
e'ther a No. § Chestertown or No. T
Kirby, aa in founder fishingk amall
hooka get better resulta than large |
linnks, the flounder having an exceed-
ingzly small mouth.

Tie fish do not seek the bait, and
therafore must be hunted. If they are
rot biting in one place, it In advisable
to move the boat fifty feet or more and
&t bop agaln.

When fishing In shallow water, about
five 1o cight feet deap, I would sug-
gr=t that the angler stir up the bottom
with an oar, a8 the fish will come from
a distance when they sea the awirl of
mud and water, because they ars at-
tracted by the werms that come out
with the mud.

Where to LGeo.

T e bast placen which offar fine floun=
der fishing and which are the most con-
venlent to rench are Flatiands Bay and
the sand flats in Jamalca Bay, reached
e'ther from Canarsle or Bergen Beach;
for “Freeport. take the Long Island
Hanilroad to Freeport and the trolley

Ing Is futile and (s 0 much eNerEyY ax-
pended, To attaln distance the beginner
should not endeavor to develop a tre-
mendous “punch” or try 1o doubls hime
®elf into a knot and then unfold his
body, as doss tha modern basshall
pitcher with his contortions and syra-
tions, who doss this partly to camou-
flage the kind of a ball Is golng to
‘be thrown, but the caster should assume
& proper balance on his fest,

This is attained by placing tha left |

foot forward In the direction he wishes
1o cast, the right baing placed well be.
hind him, givirg him a pose that will
enable him to look behind and yet with
euns allow him to turn and look forward.

Some men crouch quite low. This is an
error of stance Inte which every one at
times falls, but It should be carefully
Avolded, for It restricta and prevents
that far reaching swing, that final effort
that adds twenty or thirty feet to the
cAst. Agaln by atanding more erect a
greater aro of the rod |s attaind,

The muacles should be flexed with the
oexception of the left arm, which ahould
Erasp the end of the butt lightly. The
lead dipsey s then brought to the front
to enable the caster to measurs with his
ays the exact amount of line he wishes
to drop from the tip,

With this accomplished tha rod |s
lifted in & swinging motlon around the
body 1o as great a distance as possible
to the rear, without erouching, however,
the lead being allowed to rest for a mo-
ment upon the ground before the cast s
started forward.

The first part of the swinging are Ia
accomplished with the right arm and
back muscles and the last portion with
& downward pressure of the left hand
on the boltom of the bult.

The cast
whould be directed at an angle of 45 de-
grees, for this seems the proper angle
that must be followed to atiain great dis-
tance.

Tu east over 4§ degrecs ereales lon
much of a circle, which brings the lead

starting point. A cast under 40 degrees
must be necessarily swifter, so that the
apex or highest point the lead attaine
bo as far out as possible before the
pull of gravity has |ts full power to
overcome the Initinl impulse.

Now o peoomplish this 45 degrees
angle the lead must he directed upward
This Is done by a Anal thrust of the
right hand, which imparta the direction
and which thrust is really a motion of
the wrist.

Last Shove Most Imporiant.

The last shove of a cast is the most
important part and Is usually accom-
plished subconsclously, similarly as Is
the thumbing of the reel. or rather the
release of the reel at the last moment.
It is performed so rapldly as to elude
Lthd eye.

The coordination of the left hand In
the downward pull must be smooth.
If not the cast Is jerky and poor results
are sttained. A perfect cast ja al-
ways found to ba amooth in |t execu-
tlon., Any sudden thrust speecs up the
spoul beyond its usual rapidity and the
subjective mind following |t® past ex-
perience I8 not ready for the change,
with th result that the line overruns
the spool of the reel and a snarl oc-

curs,
This is partly the reason that in
tournaments the mudden and suprems

effort reaults so disastrously, Bimply
because the reel runa suddenly faster
than the mind Is accustomed to con-
trol 1t.

A trick that s hard to learn and
which all the best casters unconsciously
develop 1a the habit of “followlng
through" & stroke. In a senme this In

| similar to golf and the rod In pressed

forward in the direction of the fiylng
jead., Tts value Jies purely in the Tact
that by #o “foilowing up' the cam s
not finikhed at the moment the lead
leaves on its journey. but an Increased
pressure (s conveyed.

The #nd of A &iroke = always waak,
but immediately befors the end the
pronsure Ia greateat. In zhort tois “fols
lowing v stroke enables the caster tn
impart his pressure longer and stronger
than If he Theglected to do wo, for it
really lengthons the rgroke.

Aceuracy Atinined hy Practice.

Accuracy is attalned chiefly by praec-
tice. It-depends aolely upon the porition
of the left foot and that the rod ba
pointed at and “fallowed through™ In
the direction of the object. It is also
eapentinl that the caster keep hia wrist
quits rigid.

Speaking of wrista brings to my mind
the Importance of the wrist motion. A
strong and supple wrist s a factor that
shiould be taken into mecount, and it
should be cultivated. I kpow fuite &
number of sasy and graceful long dis-
tance castera who owe to their flexible
wrists much of thelr dexterity.

Musrular tenseness should e avolded,
for it retards m cast. [wpecially is this
true In tournament casiing, where the
nervous systam s keyed up because of
the compstition snd jarky and sudden
thrusts and chante of mathods are fre-
quently the mle I have ameen good
onsters fall down simply because of their
mental attitude.

A ealm and chesrful manner doen

much to coordinate the nervous system,

and this is most essential for long dia-
tance casting.
