prevented! llow, pray tell, are the
holders of surplus potatoes going to
dry them for making flour or to make
starch or alcohol from them, as rec-
ommended by the advisory committee
of agriculture, consisting of twenty-thre- e

members from all parts of the
United States, In consultation In
Washington for a week with the De-
partment of Agriculture and the Food
Administration?

If the law permitted farmers to
make alcohol this might be done with
surplus potatoes, as farmers then
would have the apparatus to do It
with.

Unless tho Government is Instru-
mental In seeing that plants are built
for drying potatoes and making po-
tato flour It will probably bo a long
time before this Is done. Recommenda-
tions alone will never build factories.
If some of the money spent by the
Agricultural Department, In past years
for useless things, such, for example,
as the free distribution of seeds by
Congress, a matter of, say, 1260,000 a
year, five good potato flour plants
might have been built each year, and
Just now these would be a source of
great benefit to the people. The
plants could be leased to operators or
sold on terms sufficiently favorable to
Induce local operators to' take them
over.

The Agricultural Department Is not
responsible for the free seed distribu-
tion which Is forced upon, it by Con-
gressmen, who evidently feol that
their records are not sufficient to war-
rant their reelection, and try to buy
votes for themselves with a few pack-
ages of poor seeds.

The lnjlicatlons ore, according to re-
ports, that the peach crop in Delaware
will be above tho average this year.

Lawn mowers chould be thoroughly
overhauled before they are used. Get
out all the old grass and dirt and
wash the bearings with kerosene oil.

Everybody knows that In Japan
tho cherry blooming season Is made an
occasion for a general holiday, when

of people pour out Into
the country to see the flowers. In some
places long avenues have been lined
with cherry making a wonderful
picture when he flowers open. Of
courso there Is no such show In the
Arboretum because tho amount of
room which can bn devoted to these
trees is limited. Still, almost every
variety suitable to this climate is be-
ing grown In the Arboretum grounds.
Certainly there is no better place to
study the different varieties and to
note their advantages and fallings.

With tho aid of the Arboretum,
Rochester. Jf. Y., is making the big-
gest plantation of ornamental cherries
In this country. Eventually several
acres will be over to these
flowers, and when tho trees are
enough to bloom the display will be
one of the finest In the world.

The most beautiful cherry tree In
the Arboretum collection this season
Is the one called both Prunus serru-lat- a

and Prunus sargentll. This tree
is now twenty-thre- e years old and has
assumed noble proportions. Probably
It is the handsomest of all tho Japa-
nese cherries, some of the blossoms
being two Inches In diameter. It Is a
fast growing tree and In Its native
land is used for timber purposes. Few
trees sre more enduring, many of
those In Japan being fully two
centuries old. v

Another Japanese tree which makes
a fine showing "in tho Arboretum Is
Prunus suhhlrtella. It Is really a low
branched shrub rather than a tree,
and Is planted very generally In
of Japan. It Is rare in European col-
lections because It does not
rreproduce itself from seed. The plants
In the Arboretum have been growing
slnco 1894, and when covered with
their drooping pink flowers are won- -

I'derfully beautiful. These flowers re
main in good condition longer than
those of any other single flowered
cherry tree.

The flowering crabs come along
a little later, but are ns beau-
tiful as the cherries. These crabs
especially good for specimens in
American gardens. Prof. Sargent, di-
rector of the Arboretum, advocates
their common use. Probably the best
known and the most generally culti-
vated crabapple in this country Is
Malus florlbunda, which makes a
brond, .round topped bush with wide
spreading branches. The flowers are
red as they open, but gradually turn
almost white. This is one of tho most

j satisfactory plants. Judging from tho
Arooreiums experience witn it, tnnt

be planted In the northeastern
part of the country. It has never
yet been injured by cold, heat or
drought and never falls to produce
Its flowers every spring.

A hybrid has

reason It has been called Malus

SAVE THE BIBDS.

Joseph If. Dodson says: "I love
birds. Ulrds have mado my llfo hap-
pier, and I want them to exert the
same Inspiring Influence on others as
they have on me. Make friends with
our native birds. Muny who have
only a little patch of a. city garden
have, Induced song birds to llvo with
them. The blessed llttlo birds moke
no distinction between rich and poor.

"In Kvanston (a suburb of Chi-
cago) for a number of years there
was a penalty attached to the killing
of squirrels. We learned, to our sor-
row, that tho squirrels were destroyi-
ng; our birds' nests and were causing
eong birds to leave us. I caused this
law protecting squirrels to be repealed
and we soon noticed the increase In
the number of our song birds. We
know that the birds arc worth more
than the squirrels."

Song birds and other wild birds save
millions of dollars annually by de-

stroying multitudes of insects that de-
stroy crops ami trees. No one really
knows the total damago done to crops
by Insects, added to which must bo
figured the total cost of spraying to
destroy Insects. Some havo sot the
figure as high as $800,000,000 yearly
for crops In this country destroyed
by insects. Including fruit, vegetables,
grain, flowers and timber. Add to
this the cost of nil the spray pumps
manufactured, all the spray materials
used, all the labor spent In spraying
and the cost of transportation, and it
will Increase this figure greatly. '

If our nativo wild birds can be In-

creased the damago by Insects will de-

crease in like ratio.

Bones contain a large percentage
of lime and phosphorus, but ns they
decompose slowly should be ground
finely If tliey arc used n.s a fertilizer.
Bone meal Is lasting in its effect. Ap-

ply three ounces per square yard.
Bone superphosphate Is tho product

of bones treated with sulphuric acid,
and It is more soluble and quicker
acting than bone meal. Apply at same
rate as bone meal.

LIME FOR VEGETABLES.

An outstanding feature of the prep-
arations now being made for vegetable
production Is tho more general use of
lime. This material. Is especially bene-
ficial when it Is applied broadcast In
moderate amounts on plowed soil. By
harrowing it Into the soli nt onco the
dustliko particles will not have an op-

portunity to collect and form small
lumps which would bo slow to act.
Some quick growing vegetables are
especially responslvo to applications
cf llmo on hour soil. The application
of lime is recommended on sour m11

v.hen the following llmo loving vege-
tables oro to be planted: Beets, cab-
bage, cantaloupes, celery, cucumbers,
eggplants, lettuce, onions, peppers,
spinach, sweet corn, sweet potatoes
and swlss chard. Many other vege-
tables are helped by lime, but these
ere considered to be the most respon
sive. A circular on "Ilmo and Its

Become familiar with the Insects
and diseases known to occur In the
r.elghborhood. Equip In advnnco with
oil necessary remedies and tho means
of applying them. Remember that the
timely application of a remedy acts
as nn Insurance against loss.

Watch constantly for the first ap-

pearance of a disease or Insect. In-

spect tho garden at least every other
day. Determine what Is causing

and apply the proper treatment
promptly. Use the combination treat-
ments In case a compllctalon of trou-
bles Is present. Repeat treatments ns
often as necessary, keeping in mind
the Influence of weather conditions. as
well as tho life history of the Insect or
fungus causing the disease.

Use Insecticides and fungicides
the proper dilution to accomplish the
object without Injuring the plants.
Standard remedies are best. Test
others experimentally before using
them on a large scale

Use the best sprayers. A thorough
application Is necessary for the best
results. Adjust the sprayer so that
all parts of the plant that aro exposed
to the air will be covered.

Work for cooperation In the neigh-
borhood. One badly Infected or in-

fested garden may be the source of
disease Infection or Insect Infestation
for several nearby gardens. Every
garden should be kept clenn. nn object
lesson for careless neighbors. Tills
will make control easier and cheaper
another year.

WARNING AGAINST OUTBREAK
OF TUSSOCK MOTH CATER-
PILLARS.

The entomologist of tho New Jersey
Agricultural Experiment Station has
issued n warning against nn outbreak
of the tussock moth caterpillar, a pest
especially destructive to the foliage of
shade trees. The eggs are now on the
trees or on adjacent structures, In flat
white or grayish masses, each nbout
n half inch wide and three-quarte- of
nn Inch long.

If this Is not prac-
ticable the foliage should be thor-
oughly sprayed or dusted with arse-
nate of lead as soon ns tho caterpil-
lars appear and beforo they have
reached a largo size. Tho arsenate of
lead spray should bo prepared nt the
rate of 1 ounce of the powder or 2

ounces of the paste to 1 gallon of
water.

Those who took tho advice given in
this department last autumn now lme
a good big pile of leaves piled up or
barrels of leaves stored away that are
well dried out nnd fairly well decayed.
This leaf mould spread thickly over
tho garden and turned under makes
rich, porous soil that holds the
moisture well and still It Insures good
drainage.
