Greatest Here in Years.

Gulomar Novaes. the distinguished
Braslllan pianist, gave a recital of
Chopin music In Aeolian Hall yesterday
afternoon. It waa the only recital of
thla kind given this season by this ex
traordinary young woman, and, inten
tionally or unintentionally, ehe deter
mined its character ana her own concep-
tion of Chopin by placing at the begin-
ning of the programme the great F
minor fantasia.

No sick man of tho nlano. no febrile
fancy picking In futility at the fringes
of vast Ideas, no victim of the whim of
eternal femininity was this, but Chopin
me siormer, tne cnauenger. miss
Novaes, who Is divinely gifted In musical
sensitiveness. In searching mystery of
touch, in ardent feeling for the beauty
and the passion of music, evidently finds
In Chopin the widest gamut of eloquent
emotions and that far reaching artistic
vision which his most fervont worship
pera declare Is his especial claim to Im
mortality.

Certainly In her playing of the fans
tasla Miss Novaes Instantly made It
clear that for her Chopin was not the
singer of feeble complaints, but of trag-
edy and of passion. It was a splendid per
formance, splendid In the magnificence
of Us tonal coloring and In the breadth
and virility of Its style. There was
nothing effeminate In the reading. It
had strength and beauty of the finest
artistic fibre in every phrase.

If thla can be said of her playing of
the fantasia, what can be added about
the first movement of the B flat minor
sonata? The other movements were well
delivered, the acherso Indeed with rav
Ishlng loveliness In the cantablle and
captivating rhythm In the other part,
but the performance of the first move
ment was so big, so brave, so filled with
the fire of genius that it must be set
down as one of the greatest pieces of
piano playing heard In this town within
the memory of living graybeards.

If admiration were to stop here It
would be Inadequate. The young worn'
an'sj vlaylng of such numbers as the
three maxurkaa waa delicious In still an-
other manner, delicious in piquancy of
atyle.

Miss Scudder, In line with virtually
every American sculptor who nas
achieved celebrity, has worked much In
France. It Is In fact the one place In
the world to learn sculpture, for tnougtt
Italy boasts of many classic examples
In Its galleries, It lacks present day ar-
tisans of first rate merit; and style In
all the arts appears to be acquired more
from observing practice than precept.

Fortunately for herself, Miss Scud-
der lias found It p6sslblo to divide her
career between the country of her birth
and the country of adoption, and con-
sequently she keeps In touch with the
trend otfeellng here without losing the
plasticity of the French method. Even
since the war she has found it possible
to get to France and to work there. It
Is said that she will soon return to
France, not to work at sculpture, but to
engage In war relief work.

Fonntalns re F.xhlblted.
Two of the largest works of the col-

lection are fountains, both done during
Miss Scudder's recent stay In France.
One Is a. children's fountain of Imposing
dimensions, the youthful fktures
the base being composed with aureness
and grace, and the Individual figures
being modelled with liveliness and feel-
ing. It Is a work, that was planned,
naturally, for the open air, and tn the
open It would have an effect far beyond
that possible In a exhibition.

The second of the largo new works
shown some figures composed In high
relief against a panel nnd Is intended
as a wall fountain. It has a surenes
of line and a plastic reasontblenesh,
suggesting that It was worked out In
Paris.
