‘he Murray Hill and Belmont hotels,
having severed his connection with the
St Francle and resSaned his oMce as
Palice Commigsioner of Ban: Franclsco.
None of the owners or managers of the
five hotals in the amalgamation will re-
tire from business.

The Young Democracy, aAn organisa-
tion of anti-militaflats formed on Bat-
urday, went on record as opposed to unl-
versal military mervice, and In A reso-
lution adopted at its second seasion held
yesterday In Terrace (Garden declared In
favor of conducting a propaganda
against the permanent establishment of
auch m system and to what was termed
the “Prussianizing of America.” Tha
tesolution was presented by a commit-
tee of which Robert W. Dunn of Cone
necticut was chalrman,

It was recommended that young maen
and women be solicited to send personal
lettera to their Congressmen and Ben-
ators o opf any e which has
for ita end the establishment of univer-
ral military training in this country:
that representatives of the organisation
be ment to Washington: that the newsa-
papers be Inundated with mimeograph
“newns” ltema ; that meetings be arranged
and that vigorous opposition be made to
the Introduction of milltary tralning In
the achools of this Biate,

“Prisoners of War, with Specinl Refer-
ence to Consclentious Ohjectors,” was re-
ported on by a commities headed by
Fannle M. Witherspoon, who lamented
the “"tragie Intolerance” with which the
rabbita are viewed by the citizsens of
the United Btates.

Miss Witherspoon recommended that
the Young Democracy do something to
alleviate the miserable conditicn of these
“idealists.” She sald the Democracy
would get Itself horribly disliked If it
were too solicitous about the ohjectors
and thought little or nothing about the
consclentious fighters. Her resolution
was badly mutilated after half a dozsen
amendments had been 4

The main objection seemed to be to
putting the conscletlous objectors ahead
of the conaclentious fighters. Some
thought that the fAghters were worth
some conalderation and should be put
first. The matter was put to a vote, and
Mr. Consclentious Objector had to take
a bhack seat.

GERMAN PAPER 70 QUIT.

‘““Brookiymer Frele Presse” Says It
Does Patriot's Duty.

The Brooklyner Freie Prease, the only
dally newspaper published In the Ger-
man language in Brooklyn, will go out
of existence at the end of this week. In
confirming yesterday the announcement
of the paper's suspension, E. H. Hen-
ricl. preaident of the company, siated
that no effort would be made to revive
the paper after the war. The plant will
be sold and the paper's affairs will be
wound up as soon as possible.

A statement given out by Mr. Henriel
and formally approved by the board of
directors reads as followa !

“The Brooklyner Freie Prease after
more than half a century of existence
has decided to close ita doors with the
{mrue of Haturday, May 11, for purely
patriotic reasons

“*The founder of the paper, the late
Col. Henry Edward Roehr, was among
the first to volunteer from Brooklyn at
the call of President Lincoln in the
fight to free the black man. It is certain
that were he alive to-day he wnuld again
be in the fight for freedom and peace
of the world, His children, the owners of
the paper, have given thelr sons to the
cause. Four grandsons of (ol. Roehr
and one nephew of the president of the
Freie Prease are all in active service of
the 1'nited States.

"The owners of the Hrooklyner Frele
Presse have done their patriotic best. "

Resolve to Aet With Russian
Soviets and British La-
bor Party.

RANT AGAINST CONGRESS

Speakers and Resolutions Pre-
diet Dire Effects From Uni-
versal Training.

_——

Imac McBHride made one correct con-
Jecture at the conference of the People's
Counell of America yesterday afternoon
in the Central Opera House, 205 East
Bixty-seventh street. He told his audi-
ence that the Government was spending
thousands of dollara to keep him patri-
otlc and that even at that time delec-
tives were wailing for seditious utter-
ances 2o they might cart him away for
twenty years. That undoubledly was
the reason he depended more on his In-
flections than on his words to convey
his true meanings to the audience, whirh

applauded vociferously every . mally,
overy wave of rhetorle which he let

fiy.

When McBride sald “You know that
down In Washington, In the Benate and
the House of Representatives, you have
the greatest Intellects in the country'”
the audienca chuckled merrily,

Among the listeners, however, there
wpre n few who dldn’t appreciate the
orator's remarks, And when such sen-
tences as “Your Representatives In
Washington have been striving to take
away from you every semblance of lib-
erty and have just about completed the
job" were let loose It looked as though
soms of the men who listened might
siart something. ‘But neither Big Torﬂ
McCarthy nor Inspector Tom Underhi
gave the signal

Throughout the speech McBride wal-
loped and banged everything pertaining
to universal military tralning. Aa to
the final effect of such training he sald
"If we keep on we will put Russia and
Prusaia in the shade.” He then stated
that the workers were the only ones
who could stop universal training, but
added :

“The workers of America are not
going to stop universal military tralning
because they are stupid.”

Opposes Private Ownership,

A number of resolutions were passed
by the delegater, One resolution pledged
support to the following platform:

“The second conference of Iabor, So-
clalist and radical movements declares
that we are in full accord with the
revolutionary spirit of the labor and
reconstruction programme of the Rus-
rian Hoviets and the British Labor party.
This conference feels it Incumbent upon
American labor to adopt a plan embody-
Ing the same revolutionary spirit In a
form adapted to American conditions

“We declare that wars between na-
tions and between classes are the direct
result of the priyate ownership of the
natural resources of the earth. Thins
ownership carries with {t the power 10
deny to the workers the right and does
deny them the right of having a wvolce
in determining International relations
Therefore the workers of the various
countries now arrayved against each
other had nothing whatever to do with
the bringing about of the present comn-
flict, but it is their duty to bring
it to & close as quickly as poasible, along
lines that will prevent future wars We
hold that the only way to bring about
a condition of thia kind Ia for the work-
era of the world to strive for the aboll-
tion of the private ownership of the
neceseitiea of 1ife.”

Wenld Create Armed Camp.

A resolution passed agninst universal
military service sald in part:

“We look upon It mRr Bn attempt 'o
turn the United Btates Into an armed
camp gjmilar to that of Prussin to keep
the workers In subjection and to protect
the Interest of the rullng classes at home
and to extend their sphere of exploita-
tion abroad. We volce our oppasition
to a law of this kind and cuall upon
the liberty loving people of this coun-
try to do likewise through mass meet-
ings and every other legitimate chan-
nel in order to prevent the imposition
of this new tyranny. ™

Bome of the speakers in the afternoon

wers Dr. F. €. Doan, who presided;
the Rev. Norman Thomas, Isaac Hain-

bridge, Ella Reeve Bloor and Elizabeth
Freeman They lent their energies
againat universal military training.

“Much publicity was given to the fact
that mothers were to take part, bearing |
thelr service flags, which every mother
was proud and glad to do,” Mrs. Heath |
wrote.

“1 therefore recommend Lhat the af-
fairs of the mociety,"” the report con-
tinues. “he submitted to the Grand Jury
to ascertain:

“Whether or not the moneya ralsed
by the soclety were obliined by mis-

representations or A fruud or deceit
upon the publie.

“Whether any persqn has violated
the Penal Code by accepling fees or
commissions in the manner Indicated
above and

“Whether or not the gensral conduct
of the soclety should be the subject ot
A presentment by the Grand Jury, und
I respectfully suggest that witnesses for

in, s they wersa wubpwnaed, as wers
all the men and women In the house—
about twn dozmen.

SHIP HERE WITH STORY

Liner - Held to Course That
Probably Was Mcant to
Dodge U-Boats.

The mystery of the dlsappearance
without trace of the 19,000 ton Ameri-
can colller Cyclops was the absorbing
théeme among the 314 fAirst and second
cabin passengers of a Dritish liner that
arrived at an Atlantic port yesterday
from Rio Janeiro. covering practically
the sams course from Brazil that the
Cyclops would have gone over If she had
not vanished from the seas.

Among the liner's passengers wan
Lieutenant-Commander W. H. Rooth,
who marvelled that the collier eent out
no wireless calls and that not even a
1ifebelt had heen picked up by the flest
of big and little war and merchant craft
that had made an extended mearch for
traces of the missing veasel.

The liner herself had kept speclal
lookout and aaw nothing of wreckage:;
but ahe had a slartling experience on
the after= n of May 1 that inspired
mome o' .er | rs to pect that
the Cvclops had been the vietim of a Ger-
man submariie, She was east of Haytl
and was gliding through a placid sea un-
der sunny akies when a steamship that
sppeared to be a merchantman wans
sighted severn] miles off, bound south,
or on the opposite course to the liner,
The stranger was too far off for the
liner's passengers (o recognize her fag,
but she waa supposed to have been Hrit-
ish, She was sigsagging. and a moment
later the liner started to do llkewlise,
keeping it up about an héur and & half.

LEAGUE CONDEMNS
CRITICS OF AMERICA

Nation Doing Well Its Part in
War, Organization for
Unity Declares.

GREAT FORCE IN FRANCE

U. 8. Has Prepared for Army
of 5,000,000 Men on the
Battle Front.

The Teague for National Unity issued
& statement vestarday of reassurance 10
the army In France and to the folks
at home, showing with ths aid of
figuras that America | dolng well s
part in the war, and that the reports of
the Administration’s shortcomings asre
Inspired by our enamies.

“We are a nation united as never be-
fore,” the statement says, “‘The secret
enemies of the republic are still declar-
ing that only a small force of 100,000 or
200,000 men has crossed the Atlantic. It
can be authoritatively stated that the
Amerlean force across the seas to:day is
several hundred thousand strong. Of
thin array several hundred thousand
American soldiers are on the maln bat-
tle line in Flandera. Dally more troops
Are pouring across."

Prepare for Big Army.

Afier condemning the criticism that
has been made with a view to disheart-
ening and misrepresenting the official
conduct of tha war the stalement mays
that preparations have been made in
France for the reception of 5,000,000
American lroopa,

"“The United States entered the war &
vear ago, with the ports, roads, rallroads,
telegraphs and telephones In France ale
ready congested by the French and Eng-
lish armies,” it is mtated. *“They were
all outworn, outused and unable to meet
the needs of new forces. The ahippink

An advertizement ap-
peared in one of the Rlo dallles printed
in Portuguese, sayiug that at a certain
date a mass would be said at a leading
Catholic church for Alfred I. M. Gott-
schalk, ‘American (onsul-‘ieneral at Rio,
who war a passcnger on the Cyclopa and
who was referred (o ax “a distingulahed
North American Consul." The adver-
tisement bore the nanies, as signatures,
of one of the principal members of the
American consulate at Rio and ather
friends of Mr. Giottschalk, Investigation
the next day revealed that none of the
men whose names wera affixed 1o the
advertiseament knew anything about 1,
and the pastor of the church declared
that no ons had arranged for & mass
for Mr. Gottschalk,

Four German Born lHeld.

Four are German horn
and claim that thay ars cltizens of Bra- |
sll. One of these, apparently suspecting |
that he would be arrested and imprisoned
on hia arrival here, imade un effort te

“The United States in the past year

“Let no man or woman unierrate the
work already done to make the world
safe for democracy or douhbt that we
and our allles shall have the full abllity
and resources to fight our way to vic-
tory. If mistakes have heen made we
have learmed from them. Even after
forty vears of calaulated war prepara-
tions  the erman bureaucracy has
made arrious mistakes during the war.
