MEDICAL PUZZLES

Dr. Flcxncr Says They Have
Helped Serum Treatment

of Meningitis.

Atlantic Citt, N. J.i May 8. Amerl-ca- n

participation In the war, with the
concentration of large bodies of troops
In training camps, has benefited human-
ity through discoveries regarding the
treatment of dreaded diseases. Dr. Si-

mon Klexnor of tho Rockefeller Insti-
tute saidMo-da- y at the closing session
of. the annual convention of the Associa-
tion of Amcrtoan Physicians at the Hotel
Traymore.

Dr. Klexner said that the opportunity

The serious problem presented by the
prevalence of pneumonia In training
camps was by several army
medical officers. It has been found that

type of the disease with very high
mortality usually follows attacks of
measles and other Infectious diseases

Is especially prevalent among sol-
diers from the South and Southwest. The
speaker said as the Northern trcops. had
virtually all passed through the "chil-
dren's diseases" years before that they
were Immune from measles and other
ailments leading to pneumonia. A
eerum to counteract the new
type of pneumonia will be sought, and
experiments will be made Immediately
so that Inoculatlona may be made be-

fore the cold weather sets In.
Dr. T. U. Ople. dean of Washington

University. St. Louis, told of the ex-
periments with fifty volunteer from the
American force In Prance, whereby it
was proved that trench fever was surcad
by lice or cooties. He said It was dis-
covered that If the men refrained from
scratching the skin and making an abra
sion the bite of the Insects did not pro-
duce fever.

In Dr. Ople's opinion, trench fever
wllL.be eliminated. Soldiers will be Im-
pressed with the fact that scratching in-

stead of bringing relief opens the way
for the fever bacillus.

ITALIAN EXPORTS TO U. S. DROP

Milan Hrpnrt Shorn Decrease of
liver One-ha- lf In I01T.

Owing to the governmental restrictions
and prohibitions in the exports of vari-
ous article;, such as cheese, canned fish,
olive oil, alimentary pastes nnd pre-
serves, rice, tomato extract, torronc and
murtard, tho value of the exports In-

voiced for the United States at the Milan
Consulate decreased from a total of
$13,946,01$ for 1916 to 16,738, $94 for
1S17.

The total amount of canned fish
In 1917 shows a decicasc of .13

per cent, from that of the preceding
year. No olive ojl, allmentniy pastes,
rice, sausage, tomato extract, tori one
Jiul mii6tard preserve were exported
from Lombardy to the United States In
1917. Wool being also prohibited by
the Government, theie was no expoit of
this article nor of woollen goods during
the year. There lias been a notable fall-
ing off 111 the exportation of bitters nnd
liquors and wine as compared with 1916,

Haw silk, which In normal times was
tho principal export from Lombard- - to
the United States, shows a large decrease
from the amount exported In 1916, and
silk waste shows an unusual decrease.
On the other hand, there has been n
laige Increase In the shipment of
schappe (a certain kind of silk waste)
from that of the previous year.

The only articles that showed an Im-

portant increase were drugs and chemi-
cals, Ioe., crude tartar and watch
Jewels.

lin which has not been disturbed since
the war started," ho said, "except that
the German Government substituted tin
for copper on the roof of the KcUitalle
Building In Berlin.
