TAX ON JAPANESE

: FABRICS IS RAISED

Ifposted 10 Per Cent. to. Meet
H6mo Consumption Levy

in Nippon.

Importations of plain fabrics from
Japan entered nt this port on nnd after
May S will b taxed 10 per cent, above
tho coat or export market value. This
waa decided on yesterday by appraising
offlclals following Information received
from the United States Consul at Yoko-

hama that a 10 por oent. homo Consump-

tion t.tx'has been placed by the Japanese
Government on all fabrics not exported.
Until addltloitat Information Is received
this advance will apply to fabrics only
and not to articles made from such
fabrics.

The situation created by the tax Is
not relished by importers of Oriental
fabrics, and they Intend to test the
matter before the customs tribunals.
Seme who do not see much chance of
having; the action of the appraising off-
icials in regard to the tax reversed are
planning an nppeal to reappralaement.

The American Importers Association
through Its customs committee advised
Its members yesterday that there was a
fair chance of reversing the action of
the. appraisers. The committee, will
meet Mobility to formulate plans for
carrying a test case first to tho Secre-
tary of the Treasury and then to the
customs tribunals, It necessary.
. Customs appraising ofilclals base their
action of demanding a tax here on the
fact that tho Japanese tax is one from
the source, and naturally enters Into the
homo market value of the goods In ques-
tion.

Members of the National Association

of Worsted and Woollen Spinners said
yesterday that the tentative prices 'for
8outh American wool per scoured yard
recently suggested by N. 11. Kneass
Brook's of Botton, president of tho asso.
elation, nnd member of the Federal Wool
Board, arc too low, and may result In It
becoming necessary for the Government
to take over tho mills.

Manufacturers already are proposing
the suggestion that the Government take
over their businesses and award them a
fair return on their Investments. They
are planning to hold a meeting shortly
to discuss tho situation.

V. 9, Boards Mtrse for War.
Washington. May 9. Tho War In-

dustries Hoard of the Council of Na-
tional Defence announced y that
the work of the Commercial Economy
Board, which had been under the direc-
tion of A. W. Shaw, had been trans-
ferred to the War Industries Board.

Under the new arrangement- the
Economy Board will be known as the
conservation division of the War In-

dustries Board. Mr. Shaw will serve
ns chairman of the new board under
Bernard Baruch.

The plans for consetaVation which the
Economy Board has been carrying out
during the last year in the clothing, shoe,
paint, agricultural Implement and other
industries and in various wholesale and
letall trades will be continued and sim-
ilar plans of conservation put into effect
In other trades and Industries.

Transfer' of the Commercial Economy
Board to that of tho War Industries
Board Is taken to indicate that Govern-
ment ofilclals realise the advlsabilityof
combining tho various branches .if war
work under one head whenever it Is pos-
sible.

TAX EXPERTS SEEK

TO EVADE RED TAPE

Transfer Attorneys and Ap-

praisers Ifrar Speeches at
Meeting Here.

The elimination of red tape In tho ap-

plication of the Transfer Tax law, and
possible solutions of various puzzling
legal questions in connection with the
operation of the law, were discussed at
a conference of 200 transfer tax attor-
neys and appraisers from the various
counties of the State at the Merchants
Association In the Woolworth Building
yesterday. '

Comptroller Charles L. Craig extended
the city's welcome to' the visitors nnd
State Comptroller Kugene M. Travis In
a short address urged the passage of
legislation that would prevent million-
aires who actually spend their entire
time In New York city from evading
personal property tax by claiming resi-
dence elsewhere.

Iifayettc II. Gleason. counsel for the
State Comptroller, read a paper dealing
with the inheritance tax and said he be-

lieved the time had come when the ma-
jority of the people bad forgotten their
opposition and now believed In the Jus-
tice of placing Imposts upon the estates
of deceased citizens. State Senator John
Knight of Wyoming reviewed the his-
tory of taxation from the birth of the
nation to the present day and contrib-
uted more suggestions for increasing the
public funds. He believed In the law I

passed this year placing a lax on stock
hold In domestic corporations l.y non-
residents of the Slate.

"There Is too much formality, compli-
cation and red tape In the pre.ent pro-
cedure," declared William T. Plumb of
Monroe county. "L'nder the present
practice the adjustment of a transfer
tax means a proceeding much like a
law suit, and this is unnecessary to a
large extent."

Alexander Otis of New York, an au-
thority on Inheritance taxation, cast soma
reflection upon the work of tte ap-
praisers in other State.". He pointed out
that while other States had patterned
their Inheritance tax laws after the New

ork State law the returns from other
States had not been proportionately as
great, on the basis that New York State
provided one-flft- li of the total tax so col-
lected.

John II. Glcnson, transfer tax attor-
ney of New York, upheld that section
of the law which provides for an addi-
tional S er cent, tax upon securities
held one year prior to death upon vtbich
stamps had not been placed.

"The enforcement of the law will serve
to make ownera of such securities pay
up before they die." he said. Tho con-
ference will continue

Within a week or en the shad fly will
begin to hatch, at which time I would sug-
gest Louis Rhead's Imitation flies.

Of the flies I found to be killers sre the
rowdung.
