and furnished, it many figures, some of
them highly confidential, regarding the
shipbuilding plans of the Administra-
tion.

Members of the were
Impressed by tho optimism of the steel
manufacturer, who only recently has
taken hold cf shipping a nal is. Mr
Schwab expressed confidence In a steady
Improvement of the shipping situation,
praised the progress made In building
shipyards and ships to date and
strongly supported the estimates sub-
mitted yesterday by the Shipping Board
for an appropriation of $:::3,ooo,000
for ship construction and operation.

Mr. Schwab told the House committee
that after an Inspection of some of the
shipyards now at work on Government
contracts he was Intensely gratified by
the showing made and had no sugges-
tion to offer except that tho good work
and programme proceed as they had
begun.

The members liked the
straightforward statement of Mr. Schwab,
Chairman Hurley pf the fehlpplng Board
and other representative of the ship
building organisation and the Appro
priations Committee probably will recom
mend the entire sum asked in inc esti-
mates.

U-BO- LANDS MAN
ON THE IRISH COAST

Suspect Arretted and Collap-
sible Skiff Captured.

London, May 9. A German subma-
rine icccntly landed a man on the Irish
coast, where lie was arrested. James
Macphcrson, Parliamentary to
the War Office, announced In the House
uf Commons y that this man was
In the Tower of London and would be

Tlio collapsible boat In which the
Germans landed the man on the Irish
coast has been inspected by officials.
It Is made of canvas with a bottom of
twenty-thre- e wooden slats, each four
Inches wide. The boat la about eight
feet long and two feet wide. Tho canvas
sides, about twenty Inches high, have
an Inner lining of rubber fabric which
Is blown up from a valve at the rear to
give tho boat buoyancy. There arc loops
along the sides in which short wooden j

braces or struts keep the boat from col-

lapsing.
Tho whole craft when roiled jp

weighs less than forty pounds and can
easily be carried under a man's arm.
When the buoyancy chambers aro
liumped full of air the boat will support
three men, although only one Is thus
far reported to have been nrrested. In
the side of the boat Is a holo about three
Inches In diameter, which presumably
was rut by the occupant In an effort to
sink her after landing.

President May "Exempt.
Under the present law the President

may prescribe regulations for exempt-
ing medical and fheological students in
certain Instances, but there Is no blanket
exemption. The new registration bill
proposed that such students who have
become of age since Itst registration
day need not register.

The President's Letter.

When the
matter was pre-nte- l to me 1 hail not
ully analysed, and I dare say'that thej

gentleman who presented the matter to
me had not fully analyzed, the effects
which would ensue by allowing credits
for the number who had olunteered. I
do not know- - whether they hae' changed
their opinion In tbe matter, but I hae
become convinced by the facts as pre-
sented to me by the War Department
that I took a mistaken view of the mat-
ter and I now write to say that In my
Judgment that mistake ought to be cor-
rected. I hope that If I was Instru-
mental In any way In leading the com-
mittee of the House to the conclusion
they came to, vim will cxprest. to them
my apologies for not having looked Into
the facta more thoroughly bcfoie I ad-
vised."
