Scenes of Battles of Somme,
Ypres and Arras Stir New
Yorkers.

VIEWS OF NO MAN'S LAND

200 Canadian Soldiers S8hown
in One Plcture Were llu:og-
nized by Families.

One of the most remarkable collec-
tions of war photographs ever exhibited
In this city was shown yesterday under

1tne auspicen of the Canadian War Me-

morial Fund In the galleries of Lord &
Taylor, Fifth avenue, They were taken
by the daring Capt, Ivor Castle of the
Canadian army and show pictures be.
fore, during and after the batllea of
the Bomme, Ypres and Arras. This
official  collection Includes enlarged
photographs of the trencnes, No Man's
Land, Britlsh In action, Cerman pris-
oners, and the demolation wrought by
the Hun In northern France. Bergeant
Walter G. ,Boxall, in describing the
Germans, always referred to them as
the Houndm,

About 200 of the soldiers included In
the photographs were recognized by
thelr familles when the plctures were
exhibited In Canada recently, One group
shows & platoon going over the top.
A minute after the picture was snapped
the unit waa deécimated by machine gun
fire. The United States Govermment is
responsible for the exhibition of the
photographa in this country.

British Notables Shown,

King George, Sir Julian Byng, Lieut.-
Gen, Bir R. E. W, Turner and Lieut-
Gen. Bir A. W. Currle. commander In
chief of the Canadian Army Corps, are
shown visiting the front. Bome of the
best plctures are of British wounded on
their way to Blighty and German pris-
oners carrying their wounded from the
battlefield.

The mcene of the city of Courcelette
after the German bombardment shows
that the town was levelled to the extent

DOCTORS DISCUSS
SHELL SHOCK CURE

Khaki Uniformed Delegates at
Atlantic City Tell of
Soldiers’ 1lls.

fpecial Despateh 1o TAE Bro.
ATtANTiIC CitY, N. J, May 0.—
Twenty per cent. of the men wounded
on the western battle flelds suffer from
nervous and mental trouble, and the
chief work of the modern surgeon In
such cases Is to minister to diseased

mindm, according to the khakl uni-
formed membera of the American Neu-
rologlcal Amssocliation, which ks holding
Ity forty-fourth ammuml conventfon here.

More than half of the delegutes were
in the unitorm of the Medical Corps and
had seen mervice at the front. They
prefaced thelr discumsions with the idea
that the term "shell shock"™ must be
abandoned for “nervously wounded” or
"neryourly sick” because of the sug-
gestion conveyed to the mind of the pa-
tient by the harsher term. They agreed
that the chief treament In such Cares
Is mental suggestion, and that the re-
covery of the patient Is Lascd upon the
principle of alding bhim to regain con-
trol of his limbs by exercising the braln
us the controlling Influence.

Many of the soldiers on the fighting
front, sald the surgeons, lost control of
arms and legs because of mental shock
that came from some terpifying experi-
ence or rhock to the dalicute orgunism
of the body. Tt was Insisted that nearly
all of the troubles were Hlusionary.

Lieuta’ol, Colin Rumsel, who spent a
¥ear at a base hospital near the fronr,
maid that ro complete were the cures that
only 4 per cent, of tha men who were
sent back to the front saffered a sccond
shock from an unexpected explosion or
heavy cannonading. He told of many
caxea cured within a few minutes aller
patients came to the hospitale.

In some instances where a soldier was
hrought In with the idea that his lem
was paralyzed & slight electrie shock
was used, and In a case where a soldier's
arm hud been hurt by shrapnel und he
thought It was paralysed and wanted at
amputnted an attendant was instructed
to mnke some reflections upon thie ablle
ity of the soldier, wha promptly used
the supposed helpless arm o strike his
traducer.

principls In his work is attested by a
number of fine office structures, public
bulldings and apartment houses erected
by hig Arm In New York and other citles
throughout the colntry.

Mr. Btarrett came of a famlly noled
for its big bullding and construction op-
erations, One of his brothers, Col. W. A.
Btarrett, chairman of tha committee on
bullding construction of tha Council of
Naotlonal Defence, supervised snd di-
rected the bullding of all the blg Army
camps and cant ts in the wy.
Col. Starrett resigned trom the firm of
Starrett & Van Vieck on January 1
iast to tuke up his work for the Gov-
ernment.

the constructlon work for the Chl-
cago World's Falr. Under Burnham’a
tutejage his talent for architecture de-
veloped to euch a degree that in mix or
seven years he had become Burnham's
Irtimate business associate and right
hand man.

From Chleago Coldwin Starrett came
to this city and became assoclated with
his brother Theodore in the Thompson-
SBtarrett Company, His fondness had al-
waym been for the creative phase of con-
