Chicago, May; 11. At adjournment to-

The story of a "vision" which came
to Harrison George, a defendant, and

hlch pictured President Wilson and his
Cabinet In flight white the I. W. ' rose
up as saviors of the world, was read
Into the record at session by
counsel fur the Government. It Is
charged that the narrntfve of which the
vision Is the theme was widely circu-
lated last summer as a part of the anti-
war propaganda with which members of
the organization are charged. In the
vision America's Industrial struggle was
pictured as tumbling like a house of
cards as the result of I. W. V.'. sabotage.

Call to Workers.
"Workers of all land?, arouse!" ex-

horted the printed version of the "vision."
"Conscription Is a challenge. We call
upon workers of America and all In-

volved nations to meet conscription or
declarations of war by general strikes
and insurrection. We call upon you In
that hour to seize control of all In-

dustries'. Break your chains. Assert
jour power."

"Mobilization, la crippled more and
more as the days pass," the pamphlet
continued, alter asserting the I. W. W.
had been deluged with pledges of sup
port and that world strikes were about
to occur.

"Federal authorities are In a panic
and the rich are fleeing from the country
Jn private yachts. Through sabotage
hundreds of trains are stalled, wheels of
industry have ceased to turn, cities are
dark and troops are disbanding for lack
vi rood.

"President flees."
"The President and 'his Cabinet left

aecretly on a yacht for parts unknown.
The Senate fades away."

Government attorneys declare the
article was in effect a promise of results
that would he obtained if the "war
against tho war" were properly con-
ducted.

As' late as September 1. Just before
the Government's nationwide raid, the
membership was informed that "the
future now belongs to labor, and no
power on earth can make It otherwise."

SCIENCE TO EXTRACT
BRAYS FROM MULES

Problem: Can Tailless Ani-
mal Tell Tales to Foe?

Ore., May II. Science, pinch
hitting for war, will foregather next
month at Portland (o decide the mo-

mentous question of whether a mule's
bray starts in the kicker's tall, in his
throat or In what the mule repairers
choose to term the "false nostril."

The question of whether a tailtess
mule would be a brnylesa mute has
become of extreme Importance on the
war front, since a braying mule has
demonstrated on many, many occasions
that he Is by no means a taleless mule.
More than one bray has told tales to
the enemy which the mule's owners
would very much rather have kept con-
cealed.

Although French veterinarians ara
credited with having taken the bray
out of the world's most ancient kicker
the art of evolving a brayleis army
mule still Is In Its Infancy. At trie con-
ference to be held in Portland next
month the veterinarians will perform
operations to discover the best method
of silencing army mules.

Dr. W. II. Iytle, State Veterinarian
of Oregon, said there are three theories
as to the method for extracting the
mule's prajaonce and foY all. One is by
means of an operation on the false nos.
till, another by severing neck muscles
and the third by severing muscles In
the tall.

SALVATIONISTS FUND

NOW OVER $100,000

Second Week's Drive Expected
to Laird-Quo-ta on tho

$250,000 Mark.

With the sum of 100,108 already In
Its coffers the Salvation Army will en-
ter on the second and last week of Its
drive for f 260,000 The sura
for which they are working Is the New
York quota of the $2,000,000 fund that
is being collected throughout the United
States.

The Klks and the Tobacco
Salesmen's Association were also In evi-
dence last evening, aiding the Salvation
Army remarkably In collecting the
money necessary to fill the New York
quota. And while the proceeds poured
in the Scales of Justice at the corner of
Broad and Wall streets kept elevating
the soldier and sailor. Indicating, as it
moved, the increase in funds.

Champ Clark Quotes Job to
Back Up 0. Washington

and Cassandra.

PAB'frY NOT TAKING NAP

Speaker of House Seems to
Favor Beelection by

Acclamation.

Clark, Speaker of the House of Repre-
sentatives, made a speech here
In Which he quoted George Washington,
Job, Mark Hanna, Cassandra, the poet
Campbell and himself to prove that the
Democratic party should be maintained
in power Indefinitely, If not longer. It
was not difficult to gather from Speaker
Clark's discourse that the country will
be saved from bankruptcy and the Ger-

mans beaten only If the Democratic ma-

jority is preserved In House and Senate,
He did not go as far aa.Col. George

Harvey with .the Idea that Federal elec-

tions should be omitted this fall, but he
hinted that It would be a mighty good
thing If the pesky Republicans had sense
enough to vote for the intellectual mar-
vels now being presented by the Demo-

cratic party for reelection or for mem-

bership In the houses of Congress.
Champ figures that the political battle
this fall Is going to be a humdinger.
Says he:

"The speech delivered In New York re-

cently by my good friend, the Hon.
Frederick H. Glllett of Massachusetts,
shows that the Republicans are prepared
to assault our positions alt along the
line. Wlsddm dictates that we do not
permit ourselves to be caught napping.
We must fight If we would win."

Review Qalte Modest.
Then the Speaker reviewed the work

of Congress in the past year, saying
modestly :

"The amount of work we have aceom-pushe- d

Is amaxlng, unprecedented, stu-
pendous. The sunt of money appropri-
ated and the bonds authorized stagger
tho imagination. All this has been done
through good team work. It Is a won-
der that we have done so well with the
Instruments at hand. The senseless and
malicious abuse of the Congress should
stop."

Thereupon the Speaker argued that it
would be folly for the American people
to deprive the Democratic party of Its
majority In House or Senate, saying:

"President Wilson Is In for the three
years next ensuing. The Senate, also
Democratic Is certain to remain Demo-
cratic for the next three years, so that,
tho House, now organised as Demo-
cratic by a slender majority, is really the
only one of the three legislative branches
whose political complexion can be
changed by the elections next .November.
Why, then, should tho American voters
Inject discord Into the various parts of
the governmental machinery when the
utmost harmony should prevail In this
awful crisis of our affairs Indeed, of
the whole world's affairs when repre-
sentative government Is at stake? I do
not believe they will be so unwise, and
therefore I confidently expect that the
House of Representatives elected In No-
vember will be Democratic to back up a
Democratic President and Democratic
Administration in the most stupendous
task ever undertaken by the children of
men.

"We plant ourselves firmly and
triumphantly upon our unequalled rec-
ord, on 'the arduous greatness of things
done' not upon promises but upon
inings. monumental things, accom
plished. We are proud, Justly proud, of
that record. On that magnificent record
we go to the people with unbounded con
fidence, appealing to their good sense
ana to their love of country. In this
connection I commend to my Republican
friends the advice of one of their favor-
ite chieftains in the das that are gone.
Mark Hanna 'Let well enough alone.' "

'Quite Prond or CongreM.
The Speaker talked swinglngly about

Democratic performances In domestic
and international affairs, saying thatCongress has passed every law that hu-
man ingenuity could devise for the ben-
efit of the soldiers. He added:

"Ours Is a magnificent, a wonderful
record, which anybody save a stark
idiot can easily and successfully defend.
Upon that unequalled record we confi-
dently appeal to the grand Inquest of the
nation In the approaching campaign."

On taxation and the financial problem
me saia : .

"There are two ways for the Govern-
ment to raise money by taxation and
by borrowing. No man of sense will
vote to levy taxes except where they
are absolutely necessary. Nobody loves
to pay taxes. Ilonds are simnlv taxes
deferred the Government's promissory
nuir.i. iie reason wny trie Govern-
ment's rotes or bonds are considered
better than yours or mine for any glen
amount Is that the people generally have
more confidence In Uncle Sam's contin-
ued solvency than they have In that of
any person or corporation whatsoever.
That's why the Government can borrow
money at a lower rate of Interest than
we can. Taxes should be levied in such
a manner as to be a little oppressie
as possible on the taxpayers. No man
of sense desires by taxation or otherwise
to Injure any legitimate business in all
this broad land. Abnormal wealth should
bear Its Just proportion of the public
burdens. These statements arc axio-
matic.

"Surely If our young men are willing
to risk their lives on the battlefield those
of us who run no risk of loss of life or
limb should 1c willing, not only willing,
but glad to pay the necessary taxes and
to lend the Government such sums as
we are able to lend by buying bonds.

"All the taxes wc hse levied and the
proceeds from ths seven billion bond
Issue, however, did not nearly suffice for
our own necessities in this war. and
for the necessities of those nations 'with
w hich we are cooperating. Consequently
the Congress authorized a second bond
issue, a third Issue. Perhaps other gl
sues will be necessary. If so, I con-
fidently believe that the patriotic people
of the country will oversubscribe them."

luconie Tas to Stay.
He believes that the Income tax has

come to stay, expressing his opinions as
follows :

"That new feature Is the income tax.
Without being either a prophet or the
son of a prophet, I malte bold to predict
that the Income tax provisions will never
be repealed, no matter what party gets
hold of the law making power, while
grass grows or water runs.'

"On the contrary It will be strength-
ened and Improved. It has come to stay
as a permanent Governmental fiscal
policy. Any party declaring for Its re-
peal would not carry ten States In the
Union. A well considered graduated In-

come tax, with proper exemptions. Is the
fairest tax ever levied ( because It taxes
what a man has and not whatvhe con-
sumes, which Is a wise plan, a human
plan, a Just plan, a patriotic plan.

"So far aa I am Individually con-
cerned, I have no apologies to make for
using my utmost endeavors for quar- -
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tec of a century to place an income tax
law upon the statute books.

"I congratulate most heartily those
who pay the Income tax on possessing
Income on which to bay It I condole most
sincerely with those! who ara deprived of
the privilege of paying an Income tax
for the reason that they have not the
requisite Income.

"If the Repufllrtris declare for the
repeal of the Income tax and for

the old Stake and Rider tariff,
all the Democrats will have to do Is to
stand still and see the salvation of the
psrty and the country."

The rest of the speech was an appeal
for all Americans to make good their
promise to back up the President to the
laet ounce of their spirit and resources.

IN BROOKLYN QUITS

After 55 Years the "Freie
Prcsse" Voluntarily Surren-

ders as a Patriotic Act.

The Brooklyntr Freie Prette, the only
dally newspaper published In the Ger-

man language In Brooklyn, voluntarily
ceased publication yesterday. Announce-
ment that the paper would discontinue
publication was made last Monday by
E. H. Henrlcl, president of the com
pany, who at that time said the suspen-
sion was actuated solely by patriotic mo-
tives and that no attempt would be
made after the war to revive the paper.

In Its valedictory editorial, after more
than half a century's existence, the
Brooklvner Freie Prette said yesterday :

"After an existence of more than fifty
years the Brooklyntr Freie Prette to-

day stops its publication white the coun-
try Is at war, as K was when Col. Kd-wa-

Roehr founded this newspaper.
Every one who Is familiar with

the history of the citizens of German
'descent will recognize what the Brook-tyn- er

Freie Presjeliss done during the
fifty-fiv- e years of Its existence for the
Interest of this element of our imputa-
tion. The Brooktyner Freie Prette was
the zealous promoter of this part of our
population. It has transmitted to this
element the knowledge of the new coun-
try and Its conditions, helped 'to Ameri-
canise it without depriving It of Its pecu
liarities; It has helped and taught, ad-
vised and guided, and has shared Joy
and sorrows with the German speaking
Americans of Brooklyn.

"Then the war came to us and brought
us new and hard tests, a time full of
sorrows and woes.' And In this time,
when good advice andleadersh!p were
more urgent than ever, the Brooktyner
'rrie Prette was a true adviser and a

true guide to Its readers. From-th- e be-

ginning it has seen and steadily pursued
the right course with the one aim to
serve the country and Its cause, even
risking to be misunderstood and criti-
cised. To-da- y most of the malcontents
are convinced and converted and are
travelling the same road
which alone will lead to a common
goal, and therefore Is the right
one.

"But the last stretch of the road must
be travelled alone by the readers.

When the bill seemed In danger, with
both Republicans and Democrats
among the opponents, Chairman Webb
produced a letter which the President
wrote Chairman Pou of the Rules Com-
mittee two weeks ago In which the
President said he regarded the Atlanta
penitentiary bill as a war measure and
hoprd the Rules Committee would give
It privileged status. This letter served
to bring some of the waering Demo-
crats Into line.

The test vote n the measure came
on the Moore motion to recommit the
bill. This failed 142 to 117. The bill
was then pasted by a vote of 1SI to 75.

STOCK BILL SIGNED

Comptroller Craig Convinces

Gov. Whitman of Need for
Bond Issues.

Special Dttptten to Tax Be.
Albany, Slay 11. Comptroller Charles

I Craig of New York city convinced
Gov. Whitman to-d- that he should
'sign Senator Robert F. Wagner's bill
permfulng ths city to Issue $15,000,000
In bonds or corporate atock each year
dating from January 1. 1911, for' the
period of the war and for one year
thereafter, the proceeds to be used in

needed public Improvements. This ex-

penditure Is to be permitted without re-

gard to the "pay as you go" law placed
on the statute books during the Mltchel
administration.

Senator Wegner and Assistant Cor-
poration Counsel Edward J. McGotdrlck
joined the City Comptroller In urging
the Governor to sign the bill.

The Citizens Union advieed the Gov-
ernor not to permit such a wholesale
evasion of the "pay as you go" law,
Indicating that publlo Improvements
should wait until after the war. In ac-

cordance with the policy enunciated
from Washington opposing all Improve-
ment not directly associated wish the
winning of the war.

The Citizens Union said there were
grounds "for the suspicion that these
bonds might be used to enable the Tam-
many administration to make good on
Its campaign pledge that the cost of
the Classon avenue sewer, which should
be paid by special assessment on a local
area of property benefited, would be
paid by the city at large.

BURDEN TOO GREAT

Senator Brown' Gives Table on

Financial Ability of New

York Towns.

Special Dttpatcli to, Tas Sux.
Ai.ba.st, May 11. The groundwork of

the Investigation of the question of mu-

nicipal ownership to be made by the
legislative commission hoaded by Sena-
tor George F. Argetslnger of Monroe
virtually has been completed and It Is
expected that the commission will com-

mence Its real work within the. next few
weeks.

In an effort to facilitate this Inquiry
Senator Elon R. Brown, President pro
tern, of tha Senate, who blocked at-
tempts of Senator Wngner and Senator
Thompson to force the legislature to
enact municipal ownership bills, has
completed an analysis of the financial
condition of the cities which will be the
basis of this Investigation This analysis,
which Senator Brown caused to be pre-
pared as an answer to tho contentions
that practically all of the cities of the
Stato wero so fixed financially as to as-
sume tho additional burden municipal
ownership would Impose was made after
a careful study of the real estate values,
assessment and debt Incurring capacity
of the municipalities. In brief, it Is Sena-
tor Brown's answer to the advocates of
municipal ownership and Is designed to
establish the reasonableness of his con-
tention that the financial burden that
would be cast upon cities taking over
public utilities would lead to bank-
ruptcy.

The analysis shows that the margin
of debt incurring capacity of New York
city was $50,2"0,1,"5 a year ago.

Senator Brown's opposition to the
Wagner-Donohu- e municipal ownership
bill, which In reality Is the embodiment
of the Hearst scheme, was predicated
upon the financial Inability of New York
city fluccessfully to consummate the
taking over of any of tho oubllc mill
tlet like the railroads nnd electric light
ar.d gni plants.

In his argument In the Senate In op-
position to municipal ownership of such
utilities Senator Brown reviewed the
experience of many cities which
years ago were bonded to raise moneys
to build steam railroads which finally
went Into the hands of receivers, the
cities losing their money

Senator Brown pointed out that this
experience was responsible for the con-- 1

ctltutlonsl prohibition against cities
lending their money or credit to persons
or corporations or becoming Interested in
Uieir securities.

ocated the enactment nf the Wagner-nonohu- e
municipal ownership bill, Sena-

tor Brown persuaded the Senate to de-- 1

fer action upon the measure and caused
