Banks, trust companies and brokerage

When the latest loan la distributed and
the various conversions arranged there
will be six different Issues of Liberty
bonds outstanding. There will be the
flret loan, bearing 3H per cent., which
natures June 15, 147; the 1H which
were converted Into 4 per cent, bonds,
and the 3 Ha which were converted Into
4s and then converted into 4 Vis. This
accounts for three different issues. Then
there will be the original 4s, the first 4s
which are converted Into 4 lis. the latter
maturing November 15, 1941. The elxth
Issue will be the latest 4 Us.

So far as the conversion right exists
the holder of the first 3 H per cent, loan
l.as the advantage In that the S per
cent, bond he holds may be converted
into any subsequent issue.

SHARP DECLINE IN

PRICES OF COTTON

Failure of Weather Map to Iivj
dicftte Frosts Serves to Stim-

ulate Offerings.

There was a further sharp break in
the cotton market yesterday morning.
The rapidity of Frlday'ajate reaction
seemed to have encouraged a revival
ot bearish sentiment, while a favorable
weather map and Southern selling op-
erated In the same direction. July-contra-

broke to 25.90, making a decline
of $3 a bale from Friday's close and of
$6.75 a bale from the high level of
Friday afternoon. That delivery closed
at 25.98, with the general list closing
steady at a net decline of 25 to 65 points.

There were a good many overnight
ailing orders around the ring at the
tart and first prices were easy, at a

decline of 22 to 38 points. The failure
of the weather map to show any Indi-
cation of the frost which had been
expected In the Southwest, served to
stimulate offerings and before there was
any support of consequence, active
months were 60 to 86 points) net lower.
Slight rallies followed on covering, but
were barely maintained, and the market
Was nervous and unsettled during the
entire morning.

There had been considerable Southern
selling here on the break of late Friday
and euch celling was more In evidence
yesterday. There was also trade sell-
ing, supposedly against purchases of
spots In the South, and while hedging
suggested an Improved spot demand It
created an Impression that the recent
rally had met Increased offerings.

The situation In this, reancct. com
bined with the favorable weather, was
the bearish feature discussed around
the ring, but brokers generally attributed
the decline to an easier technical posi-
tion after the rally of about three cents
a pound from recent low levels. Week
end reviews of the crop situation did
not read unfavorably.

BraAttrteft reported that notwith
standing unfavorable weather features
crop reports showed an Improvement
and the Chronicle's advices also Indi-
cated progress. Southwestern advices
said that nearly all cotton had been
planted with the soil In good shape and
cotton coming up to good stands. A
more optimistic feeling was reported
among Southwestern shippers an freight
room Is becoming available tor February
allotments which permits the movement
of cotton.

The local market for spot cotton was
steady and 30 points lower, at 27.85
for middling uplands; sales nil.

CORN PRODUCTS

VERY UNCERTAIN

Wheat and Oats, However.
Arc Coming: Al6nff Nicely

and Outlook Is Fine.

More mixed condition are discerned
In the general crop situation, and yet
theio aro not unnatural at this stage of
the season, when certain kinds of
weather are favorable for one crop and
yot unfavorable for another. Thl has
been exemplified tho past few daya by
tho falling of beneficial rains for winter
ana spring wheat, while the ralni were
against the completion of planting of
corn.

The majority of the reports orevalllnr
show that winter wheat Is more than
holding Its own. Just about a week ago
Important districts of Iowa, Nebraska
and scattered sections of the Ohio Val-
ley complained of deficient moisture.
Since then rains have come and damage
to the wheat has been slight. Tho win-
ter wheat crop prospect as a whole can
till be figured at about 000,000,000

bushels, compared with 418,000,000
bushels raised last year.

The critical .period for spring wheat
comes with summer, but there seems to
be less than the ordinary apprehension
at present. Itecent rhowera In Minne
sota, the Dakota and Montana will
carry the crop along for a few weeks, so
that the critical stage will be entered
with spring wheat having an excellent
tart on large area. Some rotting of

wheat In Montana ha been caused by
cold and wet weather, but the damagt
haa been sporadic. On the basis of the
big acreage of spring wher.t there can
easily be 300,000,000 bushels this year,
as against 232,000,000 bushels last sea
son.

Corn Is uncertain and In somo of the
Important States planting is backward.
In Nebraska and Iowa most of the corn
should be planted before May E In order
to obtain a good start, but tn these dis
tricts planting haa been only about IS
per cent, completed, and northwestward
the start or the crop promisee to be about
a week late. The weather haa been cool
and wet and the farmera have been dis-
inclined to take any chances, as sead
corn Is scarce. As a matter of fact
there are many places in the northwest
ern corn belt where farmers have given
up the Idea of planting corn this year
and barley and oata have been sub
stituted.

In the more southerly districts and
also In the Ohio Valley sections and
southward the corn situation Is some-
what better, but a great deal will de-
pend upon the character of tho weather
the next several weeks, which will show
the germinating qualities of the seed.
The area prospects for corn, taken aa a
whole, aro no better, with the chances
favoring a decrease of more than 12
per cent, from last season's record area
of nearly 120,000,000 acrea.

The oata crop Is still coming along
ntoely. Stands in parts ot the South-
west have been viewed as perfect. Sim-

ilar reports on oata and wheat come
from the Canadian Northwest, and
farmers have gone on record as saying
that they do not recall seed having gone
Into the ground In Canada under more
favorable conditions than prevailed when
the oats and wheat were sown.
