PLAN STIRS BRITISH

Politicians Ree Much Signifi-
cance in Laborite's
Suggestion.

Party Convineed Conseription
in Ireland Would Prove
Disastrous.

Toxpon, May 13.—Politiclans to-day
Were busy discussing the significance of
the advoeacy of federal home rule for
the United Kingdom and Ireland, as out-
lined yesterday by G. B. Barnes, mem-
ber of the War Council and recognised
official representative of British labor.

Mr.. Barnes's schema (s for ssparate
parliaments for England. Ireland, Beot-
l1and and Walesa, with an imperial par-
llament over the whole, somewhat after
the fashion the American Congress ex-
ercises supervision over the State legls-
Iatures. t

The Barnes suggestion aws it appliss
to conscription in Ireland and as it af-
facty the attitude of the British Labor
party I8 discussed with especial intereat,
It has become apparent the Labor party
fa convinced that disastroys resuits
would follow any attempt by the British
Parliament to enforce conscription In
Ireland without Ireland’'s consent, 1t
even haa heen suggested that sentiment
is sufclently strong for the Labor party
to demand the retirement of its repre-
eentatives from the Government If the
latter persist In enforcing the Wraft
without Ireland’'s consent.

George Has Altermative,

Of course there (s an altemative
Premier Lioyd George may procesd with
the home rule question, leaving con-
scription to be dealt with afler the crea-
tion of an Irish parliamen. Tha Im-
preasion that this procedurs is more
than likely is gaining ground, certain
well informed quarters apparently be-
lieving that it s the only probable
course,

The New Stateaman, which under-
stands the feeling of the Labor party,
rays: “We find It dificult to belleve
that even Liloyd George in his most
reckless mood really can contemplate
{mposing conscription upon Ireland. His
announced intention at present ls to pro-
ceed with compulsion of the Irish. What
are the Laber members of the Govern-
ment and the Labor party doing about
1?7 The Labor party Is convinced of the
disastrous effecta of such a polley.

“So far the party has refrained from
taking an extreme course which might
and probably would remult In the fall of
the Government if Lioyd George tried to
carry out his announced Intention. The
Labor party, if it Is to retain |ts self-
respect, may feel compelled to eall upon
itx members to withdraw frof the Gov-
ermment.”

The Evening Standard, commenting
upon the Barnes speech, says: “We
have urged that the most desirable pian
of Irish relf-government is the federal
plan. The great objection of Ulster to
home rule has bsan that home ruls is
separatist in tendency. That objection
cannot reasonably apply to the federal
solution, which does not separate hut
binds, which binds but does not con-
traet.” i

Observers here see In Mr, Dillon's at-
tacrk on Prof. Edward de Valera and on
one of the Sinn Fein candidatea an at-
tempt on the part of the Nationaliat
party to regain control of Iriah politios.
The wsteady decline of Nationalist
strength following the Sinn Fein rabel-
lion, as examplified in the defeat of Sinn
Feiln pominees In the elections, was
partly staved at the time of John Red-
mond's death, but later the party's
prospects have been revived by all'ance
with the Sinn Feiners and opposition to
ennscription,

However, the combination of Nation.
alists and Sinn Felnera appears not to
have a lasting character. The refusai
of the Sinn Fein element to follow tha
Natlonallst lead 'n not contesting elec-
tlons when one candidats is pledged to
an anti-conscription plank has led to a
revival of ancient antagoniam.

Fight Is Bitter.

The fight In East Cavan Is especially
bittér. The school teacher De Valera
etill has power to sway & majority of
the Irish people, and tha Nationalists
will need all thelr strength to win the

Viscount French has been aworn into
ofMice As Lord Lieutenant, but has made
no public declaration of policy. This
sllence, which is unusual In Irish af-
fairs, Impels the Dublin correspondent
of the Dgily ChAronicle to say that it is
very unwise to leave not only Ireland
hut BEritain without any authoritative
clue to the meaning of all the changes
which are going on in the personnel of
the Irish Government. Surely we ought
to hear from Edward Shortt (secretury
to the Lord Lleutenant), whn nominally
at least has to submit himself to the
judgment of the elactors.

RUSSIAN GRAND DUKE
REPORTED CAPTURED

Dow-‘" Empress Also Said
to Be Held by Germans.

AMBTERDAM, May 13.—The Ukrainian
press bureau has recelved information
from Odesasa according to which the
former Dowager Empresa Marle Feodor-
ovaa and Grand Dukes Nicholaa Nich-
olateviteh and Alexander Michasloviteh,
who had been living at Dulbar, near
Altodor, in the Crimea, are in the handa
of the Germana,

Special deapatchen from Meoscow pub-
lished last Eaturday reported that tha
Dowager Empredh had arrived at Kiev,
the Ukrainian capital. This news was
ocoupled with the statements that Gen.
Skoropadski, the new Ukrainian die.
tator, had been one of the pages of the
former Empress and that Grand Duke
Dmitrl Pavioviteh, who also was re-
portad to be In Kiev, had taken a promi-
nent part In the coup d'etat by which
the Ukrainian Rada was overthrown and
a dictatorship estabiished.

The ex-Dowager Empress is a Dane
by birth. Bhe had besn living In the
Crimea In straitensd clircumstances since
the Russian revolution.

Grapd Duke Nicholas Nicholalevitch
Is the former commander in chief of the
Russian armies and regarded aas the
greatest of Russia’s military leaders,
He joinad in the general abdication of
the Romanoffs and since la belleved to
have been living In retirement on hia
estate in the Crimea, although there
bhave been various reports connecting him
with royalist plota.

Little has been heard of Grand Duke
Alexander Michasloviteh since the ab-
dication iast year. 1t is probable, how-
ever, that he has been living continu-
ounly in the Crimea. He is a brother-in-
law of the former Emperor,

UKRAINE RED GUARD
DEFEATED, FOE SAYS

Germans Have Followed Out
Brest-Litovsk Treaty, Gien-
eral Declares.

Moscow, May 13, —The commander In
chief of the German troope In the east,
replying to the Russian request for the
cessation of hostilities on the Ukrainlan
front, says that German troops, in ac-
cordance with the terms of the Breast-
Litovek treaty, have cleared the Ukraine
of Med Guarda and that It should ba poa-
pible to do so everywhere along the
Ukrainian land frontier,

The commander In chief sald he could
only agree to the cessation of naval op-
erations agalnst the Black Sea fleet pro-
vided all ships returned tn Sabastopol
and were retained there, Then the port
of Novorossysk would be wpened free
to navigation. He clalmed that the
Black Hea fleet more than once had par-
ticipated In the fighiing against German
troops in the Ukraine.

FLEET CAUSED DRIVE,

Germans Took Sebastopal to Halt
Naval Activities.

WasHiNaoron, May 13 — Recent ex-
changer between Russia and Germany
over German intentions in the Crimea,
mads public te-day by the State De-
partment, disclone that the German ad-
yance on Sebastopnl was made, accord-
ing to German explanations, because of
attacks by the Russian Black Sea fleet
on citiea held by Germany. Hebastopol
was captured, according to a German
announcement, several days ago.

The German Ambassdor Informed the
Russiane that the German Government
had no Intentilon of forcing on Crimea
any particular form of Government, and
that it would allow the Crimeana the
right of self-determination. The military
advance, it wan said. would not inter-
fere with Germany's political Intentions

The Soviet Goternment replied that it
could not take that view, and protested
agninst the German military move,

Hin wonderful success and akill are
counted not only by the number of ma-
chines he has smashed but by the still
more extraordinary fact that his own
machine never has Been hit by an enemy
bullet. That means that besides the
claverneas with which hs mancuvres to
get at the man he is attacking he has a
poxitive menius for deriding when to
strike and when not to strike, using hia
Judgment ax well an hin mastery of the
acrobatics of fiying to choose the right
moment for assalling his quarry or
turning tail

Attacks Nime and Downs Three.

When Lisut. Fonck started on the see-
and of his expeditiona Thuraday he came
into contact with not three. but nine
enemy alrplanes. Having struck down
three he was away befors the six others
eould make up thelr minds where or how
they weres going to gat him. He picked
hin day and weather an well as his men
and, aa the Captain of his pquadron told
me, he really goes nut rather seldom
He is & wonderful shot and In this last
affalr he made slx direct hits out of fifty
shota

This French alrman has fought a gnod
deal with the British. for whom he has &
great admiration. He has two Britiah
decorations in addition to the Croix de
Guerre and the Cross of the Lagion of
Honor, the last having bean conferred
since Thuraday. He s sxtraordinarily
